Missouri-Kansas-Texas Railroad depot built in Royse City in 1886 

by Millie Jean Coppedge 
"We all donned our best Sunday clothes and went along long before 

time. All the people of the town were there lined up on each side of 

the track, all anxious, tense, waiting to see the first train," were some 

of the accounts from the prominent Sorrells family, early settlers of the 

community and tell of the first train to roll through Royse City. 

The Missouri-Kansas-Texas (MKT) Railroad opened its rail lines in 

1886 through Rockwall, Fate and Royse City. The MLK Depot sat at 

present-day Arch Street and the railroad tracks. 

The coming of the railroads gave a huge boast to the economy as crops 

and merchandise could easily be shipped in and out of the county at a 

reasonable price. People could travel quicker and with less expense. 

Five freight trains and about eight passenger trains ran daily through 

the Rockwall, Fate and Royse City depots. 

David Clinard of Rockwall says his dad, Carlton Clinard, acquired the 

depot building in the early to mid 1960s. 

"I was a small boy at the time, but remember Dad tearing down the old 

building and using the lumber to add onto our house on Live Oak Street," 

he said. "I can't remember if Dad made some kind of a deal to tear down 

the building and haul off the lumber or if he paid for the building. I also 

don't know if someone else took part of the lumber or not, as I can't 

remember how big the building actually was. Dad may have taken all of 

it. My family sold that house in the 1970s." 

Rogene Pennington, longtime resident of Royse City, has a special 

memory of the depot. She said their good friends at the time were Sue 

and Carol Houser. Carol's brother, Wayne Max Houser, was killed in 

World War II. His body was brought home to Royse City by the MKT 

train. The Housers, Rogene and her husband, Bobby, along with family 

and friends, met the train at the depot. Such a sad occasion. 

Pennington also shared that as members of the Jaycees, the organization 

wanted to purchase the building to preserve its historic value, but could 

not afford the asking price. That was well over 50 years ago and she 

cannot recall the asking price, but says it was a lot. This building could 

have been such a historic addition to the history of Royse City and would 

have been a great home for a museum.

Speaking in tongues ... Holy Ghost came "upon" 
Acts 2:4 and Acts 19:2-6 

When comparing Acts 2:4 with Acts 19:2-6, we can see another 
common link. Both refer to the Holy Ghost coming on people. 

In Acts 19:6, it says, "When Paul had laid hands upon them, the 
Holy Ghost came on them ..." Remember the disciples had just 
learned the truth and were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus; 
meaning they were filled with holy spirit. 

The word "on" was translated from the ancient Greek word "epi." 
This is the same Greek word identified in Acts 2:3 where it describes 
the unique vision from God of fiery cloven tongues sitting "upon" 
each of them. 

A studying the various useages of "epi" helps greatly toward 
understanding. We will provide an explanation from the King James 
Companion Bible with E.W. Bullinger notes. The back of the Bible 
includes Appendixes. "Epi" is explained in Appendix 104 (ix)(3) as 
follows, "With the Accusative it implies the downward pressure on 
that upon which a thing rests; active motion being suggested (e.g. 
2Cor. 3:15 and 1Tim. 5:5. Hence, it denotes any extended motion 
downward from heaven to earth. Epi marks the point to be reached." 

Next week, we will include Acts 11:15 in this study on the uses of 
"epi" where it applies to the Holy Ghost.

The fact is, in a more libertarian society citizenship itself would 
not be all that highly prized. Immigration could be controlled to a 
degree using property rights instead of building walls and issuing a 
national ID card. One very important "right" currently granted by US 
citizenship is the "right" to all the free stuff from the government. 
A more libertarian society would likely have a more restrictive 
immigration policy because entry into the US would not be 
accompanied by guarantees of free things and most property would 
be owned privately. 

Similarly, the issue of birthright citizenship would be much less 
difficult if acquiring American citizenship by the fact of being born

There is no reason Congress cannot 
further clarification of what the 14 Amendment means when it 
to "subject to the jurisdiction" of the United States.
