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FIGHTING THE CATTLE TICK,

Southern Members and College Men
Hold Conference.

Washington, Feb. ~15.—Southern
members of congress.and the directors
of a number of agricultural and me-
chanical colleges and of experiment
stations in that section held a confer-
ence Wednesday afternoon in the min-
ority room at the Capitol to agree
on a plan of procedure, having for its
purpose the procurementi of a large
appropriation to emable the Agricul-
tural Department to combat the cattle
fever tick.

The conference was called by con-
gressman Ransdell of Louisiana at the
suggestion of a number of Southern
congressmen, who think that the loss
occasioned by the cattle tick has be-
come of sucn magnitude as to make
it necessary to solicit the aid of the
Federal Government in exterminating
a parasite, which, according to esti-
mates made by the Department of Ag-
riculture, cause a loss of $150,000,000
a year,

Most of the Southern Representa-
tives were there as well as & number
of senators from that section, and in
addition veterinarians and agricultural
scientists who have spent years in the
effort to combat the pest.

Mr. Burleson of Texas was chosen
chairman. Mr. Ransdell of L.ouisiana
explained briefly the purpose of the
conference and afterward a number of
scientists, including Mr. Melvin, chief

of the Bureau of Animal Industry,
made statements.
All of these statements, most of

which were the recitals of actual ex-
perience, showed that the situation is
a most serious one, in that not only is
the prosperity of the livestock indus-
try menaced, but of the agricultural
industry as well. Mr. Ransdell, for

example, remarked that because of the |

ravages of the boll wegevil as well as
because of the need of diversifying the
crops that the fertility of soil should
be preserved it was necessary that
farmers should engage largely inu
stock raising.

fort to exterminate these ticks. Asf

to the practicability of exterminating
these ticks, all were in agreement that
it could be done. It was shown by
the veterinarians and scientists that
the ticks could live only on the bodies
of animals, that when they dropped to
the ground they soon etarved tp death.
The remedy, therefore, or at least one
remedy, was to move cattle from one
pasture to another, p

cotton seed as bald as a billiard ball
is on exhibition and is attracting a
great deal of attention, especially
among those from Texas.

I can conceive of no nobler calling
than to cultivdte the soil, and the
sensible farmer will look to his cellar
and find first if it is empty. If 80,
what are the best family staples to
put in it? After finding out whqt the
best things are to support one’s fami-
ly, put vim and energy in these things
and a rich reward will crown your
efforts. It should be the aim of every
farmer to have a nice young orchard,
for the luscious fruits, sunkissed with
red gold, are not only health-giving,
but are certainly gems from the skies
to bless and gratify the long-felt
wants of mankind. The man who
does not love to see the plum tree in
full bloom, the odor of the peach
bloom; the man who does not like
to see the butterfly with burnished
wings, the bee sipping the nectar
from the orchard, is a man of very
coarse nature indeed.

1 will start this important subject
with & healthy young orchard of
peach plum pear grape apple and
blackberry. These are luxuries that

every family can have for the plant.

Texas has a varied climate—as
whistling cold as Kansas, as temper-
ate as balmy Italy and as torrid as
Brazil, Fruits from the hardier kind
to the big apricot and orange of the
South. Her people are in most part

We can keep onions beans peas,
cabbage, collards, turnips, cucumbers,
and above all, every farmer should
raise corn enough to fatten hogs for
his own family use. Sorghum makes
a fine syrup, some people think it al-
most a disgrace to have sorghum mo-
lasses, but it is healthy, and the
starch that is in the molasses made
from sorghum will fatten hogs or chil-
dren. Watermelons, canteloups, broom
corn and a great many other things
can be raised to get a living off of
the farm. I do not say for a man
not to raise any cotton at all, but say
“Diversify your crops so as to get a
living off of the farm, then what cot-
ton you raise will be clear money.”

Try to get you some Berkshire and
Poland China hogs, Jersey cows and
Plymouth Rock chickens. Give these
careful attention and you can always
have something to sell. A man is not
a good citizen until he owns a small
home anyway.

The best way for the farmer to do
and the only way for him to free him-
self from the shackles of bondage, i3
to stay at home. Diversify your crop,
work from Monday morning until
Saturday night and do not waste your
sweetness on the desert air, in envy-
ing the man whom nature has endow-
ed with a better power of economy.
LLearn the wisdom of the ant and the
sluggard, and clear out the weeds and
thistles and plant good seeds, and
you will be blessed. Buy a home,
raise sorghum, corn, beans, peas, cab-
bage, potatoes, turnips, and try to al-
ways have something to sell; no Kan-
sas corn, Missouri bacon, Louisiana
molasses or California fruit for us.—

For the season of 1904 there were
about thirteen and a half million bales
of cotton produced in the United
States, and it sold at an average price
of about 9 cents.

as head of the agricultural department
of the fair. He said that it is the in-
tention of the association to erect an
agricultural building before the open-
ing of the next entertainment; that
the money is in hand for the purpose
and that he wishes the farmers to ad-
vise with him as-to wne most suitable
form and kind of building. The state-
ments were applauded and the execu-
tive committee empowered to act for
the association in this matter,

INDIAN MINERAL LANDS.

The Disposition of These Causes Much
Worry and Discussion.

Washington: The Senatée Committee
av Indian affairs has found the mat-
ter of providing for the disposition
of the mineral lands in the Choctaw
and Chickasaw Nations such a com-
plex problem that the plan of report-
ing the bill to the senate last week
was abandoned Thursday. It may be
that the bill will not be ready even
rext week. This section of the bill is
now being ‘discussed informally and
privately by various members of the
committee, and an agreement may re-
sult which will enable rapid progress
next week. Most of the members of
the committee feel that unless great
care shall be exercised in providing
for the sale of this immense amount
of property not only will great injus-
tice be done the Indians, but that, at
the cost of a song comparatively, a
gigantic coal monopoly will be estab-
lished and perpetuated in the South-
west.

What the solution of the problem
will be no one will venture to predict,
but it is not believed that a majority
of the committee will favor the appro-
priation to give the lessees a prefer-
ential right to buy the lands at a
price to be fixed by three appraisers,
one of whom is to be named by them-
selves.

Man With a Roll Disappears.

Austin: Local police eircles are
much exercised over the disappearance
of a hack driver who came here a
month ago and suddenly disappeared
after having exmﬁlted $1.,000. He had
been foreman of a livery stable in
small Texay town and said he owned
160 acres of land in Missouri, which
he sold for $9,000. He claimed the $1.
000 was the first payment on the
land. He was last seen Wednesday,
and left town. His personal effects
are still at his late boarding house.
