1. It authorizes State officials to crecate debts against the State to
aupply deficiencies in the current revenues to the amount of a half million,
dollars, which may be repeated zg often as the debt is paid.
lJimit is two hundred thousand dollars. The increase is three hundred thou-
gand doilars. This debt may be converted into interest-bearing bonds at the
pleasure of the legislature.

The present

2. The legislature is given power to authorize the issuance of bonds to
purchase additional ground and e¢rect necessary buildings for the University
of Texas.  This is to include a Medical Department and an Agricultural and
Mecharlical College in connection with the State University at Austin. There
is no limit to the amount of bouds that the legislature may issue under this
clause, but the income of the university may be used to pay the interest
and create a sinking fund to pay the bonds if the legislature so desires, It
is left to the legislative will.

3. The legislature may issue honde for the construction of necessary
buildings for the “State institutions.” There are some eighteen or twenty
State institutions, and it will be left with the legislature as to what build-
ings are necessary. There will be practically no limit of the issuance of
bonds under this provision.

| debt, except as mentioned above, can be created or bonds issued except
by vote of the taxpayers. This amendment, if adopted, will take this power

The legislature can, for the pure
poses enumerated, issue bonds in unlimited quantities without a vote of the
taxpeyers.
