The Census Bureau reported that
cotton of this years growth ginned
to September 1st, totaled 757,883
running bales, counting round as
half bales and excluding linters,
compared with 505,720 bales in
1941,

Prevent Malaria By
Getting Rid Of All
Mosquitos Right Now

As more doctors and nnurses ara
called into the armed services, it
is increasingly important that com-
munities and neighborhoods take
every precaution to prevent illness.
One way is fight malaria by getting
rid of mosquitoes says Dernice
Claytor, specialist in home im-
provement for the A .and M. College
Extension Service.

Conguering the mosquito is a big
job, and the best ways are fo
screen all
mesh wire, see that all screens fit
tightly, kill all mosquitoes which
get in the house by spraying with
coinmon insect spray, and finally
destroy all breeding places,

It is a gond idea to drain all
pools and water holes nearby, pour-
ing ¢il or kerosene in water where
mosquitoes 1uight breed, the spec-
ialist says. She also advises re-
moving of moss and weeds from the
edges of stock ponds and tanks,
These may be stocked with top wat-
er minnows, while lily pools cau be
kept free with mosquito-eating fish.

Guarding rain barrels, cisterns
and wells and screening chimney
flues also will help. So will getting
rid of tin cans which cateh a little
water., Where mosquitoes are a
neighborhood problem, families may
work together and enlist the help\
of public health officials in destroy-
ing breeding places.

Preventing malaria will stop
tremendous wastes in time and hu-
man resources nceded for winning
the war,

FEED WHEAT AT
REDUCED PRICES

Farmers in any Texas community
can obtain feed wheat this year.
Feed wheat will be distributed dir-
ectly by the Commodity Credit Cor-
poration or through the regular
trade channels as has been announc-
ed by B. F.  Vance chairman of the
Texas USDA War Board.

Producers may have wheat deliv-
ed at their customary shipping point
upon proper certification that it
will be used for feeding livestock
and poultry, but purchases of some
delivery point outside immediate
community will require proper ap-
proval and identification from local
county AAA Committees.

“Producers who truck Ilivestock
and produce to a point outside of
their immediate territory may find
it advantageous to bring back
wheat on the return trip.”

Large distributors and drocessors
will be required to designate the
area they propose to serve., There
will be a nominal wheat price for
feed established for the point at
which CCC makes delivery.

President Franklin D. Roosevelt.
In February, Secretary of Agri-
culture Claude R. Wickard request-
ed the Extension Service to assume
leadership in organizing rural
America for defense against destru-
ctive fires, and in disseminating
inforr-ation as to ways and means
of reducing farm fire hazards. In
accepting this responsibility the

Texas A. and M. College Extension

Service printed 400,000 copies of a
leaflet designed as a guide for eli-
mination of fire dangers,

According to Director H. H., Wil-
liamson the numoper is expected to
be sufficient to place one in the
home of each farm and ranch fami-
ly in Texas. The leaflet, titled
“Prevent Farr: Fires”, is in the
form of a check sheet listing the
more common fire hazards saround
farm houses and barns and in the
farm forests and fields.

“About 250 persons lose their lives
in fires on farms and rural com-
munities of Texas each year,”
Director Willilamson said. “Omne
third, or about 83, of this number
are children under 10 years of age.
It is our desire that families use
the check sheet as the basis for a
complete record of the things to be
done around the place to make it
safe from fire—to prevent fires
starting.

“The farm menace is not confined
to farm buildings and barns. There
are millions of acres of farm for-
ests and pasture lands, especially
during the dry weather at the end
of summer, which stand ready for
ignition. The loss of farm machin-
ery, livestock, cattle feed, buildings,
grass and timber always is serious,
but much more serious at this time
when replacement cannot ve made
without using material and man
power needed in the war effort.”

WINTER LEGUMES HELP
MAXE SOIL PRODUCTIVE

Facing a shortage of 20 to 30
per cent in the supply of nitrogen
for fertilizer in 1943, farmers are
being urged to replace as much of
it as possible by obtaining nitrogen
from the air through summer and
winter legumes.

According to E. A Miller, agron-
omist for the Texas A. and M. Col-
lege Extension Service, when legume
crops are plowed under the nitro-
gen, gathered from the air by means
of bacteria in the nodules on the
becomes avaeilable for the
succeeding crop and increases the
productivity of the soil, In experi-
ments at College Station the aver-
age yield of cotton over a five year
period on Lufkin fine sandy loam
where fertilized vetch was plowed
under was 85 pounds of lint an
acre, or 43 per cent, more than on
soil without vetch,

Miiler says that vetch produced
an average of about five tons of
green matter an acre for plowing
under at College Station, six to
seven tons at the Tyler substation,
and seven to eight at Nacogdoches.
These amounts coutained 80 to 125
pounds of nitrogen an acre, or an
abundance for an average crop of
cotsm or corn,

For soil improvement, vetch
should be planted at the rate of 15
to 20 pounds an acre from October
1 to November 25, wheu there is
sufficiert moisture for good germin-
ation. Seed should be planted with
| a drill or regular vetch planter, if
available. A common method is to
broadcast seed and fertilizer by
hand acd cover two to four inches
with a turning plow or widdle bust-
er. The. latter method places the
seed on beds where plants receive
better drainage.

Ouly 10 per
cent of high tenacity rayon yarn
will be available for the manufac-
ture of hose. With wool, the story
is much the same.

Now we are using about 125 mil-
lion pounds a year. And in killing
enemy insects, many friendly ones
also have fallen, S8ince fewer of
our insect friends make their cus-
tomary visits to the flowers of
plants we see now that it was in-
sects which really took care of the
pollination of many of our crops.
And we're beginning to see, too, that
when there are small populations of :
useful insects many of our crops|
are short, '
The question of immediate prac-
tical importance is what to do about
it!

The entomologist says that we
can have more hees—The honey bee
is the ouly pollinating insect which
sau be directed by men. We can |
shift the bee population where we
need it.

But while we need bees, Siddall
says that it is the expevienced bee-
keeper who should expand his oper- .
ations now, not only to increase his !
income but Lo contribute to the Food
for Victory program. At the same |
time he cautions the rewcowner te |
start learning the bee business with
only one or two hives, Experience
is necessary to success.
