Plow of 10 barrels of oil per hour 
through open two inch tubing was 
reported last week on the initial 
production tests of the new Mou- 
tray sand pool in Callahan coun­
ty, six miles Southwest of Clyde, 
the Ungren & Frazier No. 1 Mil- 
liom, 330 feet from the South and 
East lines of the Southwest quar­
ter of section 20 BBB&C survey .

Casing was set at 1,313 feet, with 
top of the sand at 1,320 and total 
depth of 1,325 and after plug was 
drilled the well was deepened to 
the present total depth of 1,332 
feet.

On the initial tests, the well 
made 17 barrels of oil the first 
hour, and then settled down to 
a little more than 10 barrels per 
hour for the next three hours.

First extension try for the new 
area, more than 10 miler from the 
nearest previous production, is ex­
pected to be the Ungren & Frizier 
et al No. 1 Allen, 330 feet from 
the North and East lines of the 
West half of section 19 BBB&C 
survey.

Ungren & Frazier took the lo­
cation on an 80 acre lease from 
George Hughes, Jr., and Hyler Lee 
for a cash payment plus a one- 
eighth overriding royalty, and a 
half interest after the well is paid 
out.

Phillips Petroleum Company is 
also due to drill an offset to the 
discovery in the near future.

A Columbia University profes­
sor has been engaged in a study of

BUDGET SURPLUS MORE 
THAN EIGHT BILLION

The budget surplus Wednesday 
at the end of the fiscal year a- 
mounted to $8 billion. The previous 
high was $1,55.000,000 21 years a-
go.

Most of the money itself has 
been spent, $6,683,000,000 going to 
retirement of public debt, reduc­
ing it to $251, 600,000,000. The rest 
of the surplus has been placed In 
the general fund, swelling the cash 
balance kept in banks over the 
coun try.

The treasury s newest data shows 
there was a momentary budget of 
$8,750,000,000 with pust one week 
to go until the end of the fisoal 
year. Principal reason for the high 
surplus was the lag in spending. 
The lower expenditures result in 
part in slowness in foreign aid 
spending.

H. D. Agent’s Column

Enemy of Crape Myrtles
'The number one enemy of crape 

myrtles is powdery mildew. It  
forms a white, powdery covering 
on the leaves, steins and flowers 
end stunts the leaves, causing them 
to curl up. The entire twig may 
die; in fact, mildew can kill even 
a large plant to the ground.

Sadie Hatfield, extension specia­
list in landscape gardening of 
Texas A&M College, says that mil­
dew forms often on plants in damp 
climates than in dry areas, and 
plants in shady spots are liable 
to the disease. It  disappears in 
hot, dry summer weather, but may 
return in the fall.

The best cure for the disease, 
she says, is dusting sulphur—the 
kind that is used to dust cotton. 
It ’s also known as 325-mesh sul­
phur. Dust after every rain or 
once a week. Be careful, in water­
ing after dusting, not to wet the 
leaves.

Mildew-resistant crape myrtles 
can be bought,' but most of the 
older plantings are the kind which 
are susceptable to the disease, 
Miss Hatfield points out.

Remember that only the cotton- 
dusting sulphur or 325-mesh sul­

phur will do the job, Miss Hat­
field warns, as the more coursely 
ground kind does not have any 
effect at all on the disease.

Yellow Leaves to Green
Shrubs, shade trees or fiuittreer, 

In the yard that have yellow leaves 
on them can be given a little medi­
cine to turn the leaves green a- 
gain, says Sadie Hatfield, exten­
sion landscape gardening specia­
list of Texas A&M College.

To correct the yellow color that 
comes into leaves about this time 
ol year, add about a pound of 
oopperas and sulphur for every 

j large shrub or small tree. FerU- 
j lizers mixed with the soil at the 
same time will also help prevent 

I yellow formation in the leaves. 
tp iead_a vegetable mulch four or 
five1 inches deep around the shrubs 
to ke.p their roots from drying 
out when the temperatures soar 
this summer. The mulch holds the 
mosisture in the soil where the 
plants can get it. The mulch, 
spread over an area of several; 
square feet and several inches; 
thick, will gradually work itself in­
to the ground.

Several different things can be 
used for mulching plants. Com­
post, grass cuttings, straw or any

other kind of decaying plant ma­
terial are also good. The grass 
cuttings are good plant materials 
furnishing nitrogen a n d  other 
plant foods. Another advantage of 
grass clippings is that they make 
the soil acid, making iron avail­
able to the plants.

Most of the Texas soils have 
enough iron in them, but some­
times it is combined with other 
minerals and cannot be used by 
the plants. However, when the soil 
is made slightly acid, the iron is 
released and taken up by the 
plant.

Regulations governing the enlist­
ment of 18-year olds in the Armed 
Forces for a period of 1 year will 
be released by the Department of 
the Army in 7 to 10 days, it was 
announced today by S/Sgt. James 
Hendrick of the Eastland Army 
and Air Force Recruiting Station.

A maximum of 181,000 youths 
will be enlisted for 1-year service 
with the Services. The Army will 
receive 110,000, the Navy and Ma­
rine Corps will receive 36,000 and 
the Air Force will receive 15,000.

Upon completion of the years 
service they will be transferred to 
the reserve for a period of 6 years, 
subject to a 30 day period of train­
ing annually, or transferred to an 
organized reserve unit for a period 
of 4 years.

Sgt Hendrick advises all 18- 
year olds who are interested in the 
1-year term of service to contact 
him as soon as possible for in­
formation, and upon receipt of en­
listment regulations they can be 
enlisted immediately.
