Oct. 7.—-Sudden sea­
sonal changes in the w eather d u r­
ing the fall m onths often result 
in chilling, which in tu rn  is usual­
ly followed by wide spread inci­
dence of the common cold. This 
disease alw ays spreads rapidly be­
cause of the  fa c t th a t very few 
people can live isolated lives and 
in any group or crowd of people, 
coughing, sneezing and spitting  
will sca tte r millions of cold germ s 
am ong susceptible persons.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, S ta te  Health 
O fficer says th a t there are coun t­
less w ays of spreading a cold other 
than  by coughing, sneezing and 
spitting. “F or instance,” the Doc­
to r  said, “if a m ember of your 
fam ily has a cold and the o ther 
m em bers share a common d rink ­
ing glass w ith him, you m ay ex­
pect the whole fam ily to pick up 
the germ s he leaves on the glass- 
Sometim es a person w ith a cold 
thoughtlessly  pouches his mouth to 
nostrils w ith  his hand, and then 
shakes hands w ith another person- 
T hat person can, and very likely 
will contam inate his own mouth 
or nostrils w ith his hand, and the 
germ s a re  transm itted  into his 
system. A child w ith a cold may 
contam inate his toys, and the next 
child th a t picks them  up and plays 
w ith them  will certain ly  obtain the 
cold germs, alon,, witi the  toys.”

Children, as well as adults, who 
are suffering from  a cold should 
be pu t to bed. and if complete re s t  
light food, and plenty of liquids 
do n o t improve his condition in a 
sho rt time, the fam ily physician 
should be called. Dr. Cox fu rther 
advised th a t dressing properly, for 
the w eather, sensible eating, 
p lenty  of rest, and avoiding p er­
sons, w ith colds can be helpful ’n 
preventing  your own infection. 
Colds a re  costly  in time, health, 
and money, the Doctor said, and 
added ‘‘P reven t them  if pos­
sible.”
