passed Agricultural Adjustment
Act of 1938 practically the same
as under the Agricultural Con-
servation Frograms of 1936 and
1937, according to Geo. Slaugh-
ter, chairman of Texas Agricul-
tural Conservation committee.

Slaughter summarizes the status
of the range prcgram as follows:

The act includes an allotment
of not to exceed 5 per cent of the
total appropriation for payments
fur the range program, and non-
crop pasture lands.

Under this limitation a pro-
gram has been devised for the
conservation of ratural resources
on rargelands., The program is
j essentially the same as the 1937
program under which 15,000 {
' ranch operators controlling 62,
000,000 acres participated in Tex-

the participation in the entire Un-

as.

ited States.
The 1938 range conservation
program establishes range-build-

ing allowances as the maximum
amount which ranch operators
may earn for approved practices.

In Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas,
Nebraska, South Dakota, and Cal-
{ ifornia, this allowance is 2 cents
ian acre cn all range land in a

ranching' unit, plus' $1.00 ftimes
i the grazing capacity.
| All the practices approved by
{ which part or all the allowance
imay be earned are desighed ' to
fight erosicn by promoting or re-
| storing stands of grass.

They consist of natural reseed-
1ing by deferred grazing, better
distributiox:o:f water sources, run-
off and erosion control by con-
tour furrowing and other devices,
removal of range destroying
plants which compete with grass,
and the establishment of fire
guards '

Specific rates of pay have been
| established for the various prac-
tices outlined. Full details will
be sent to all county offices as
soon as received in the state.

THE DES MOINES FARM
MEETING

»
The Des Moines meeting last
week turned out pretty much like

the small businessmen’s meeting
at Washington, and it was not as
harmonious as some meetings that
have been held in the past. There
were varied opinions, some speak-
ing in favor of the new farm con-
trol taw and other just as much
against ~it. Dean Kile of- the
Texas A. & M. College of Texas
had much to say and he was emin-
ently correct, as he pointed out
the effects of the protected tariff
for the past 100 years on the
Southern agriculturist, for the
benefit of ‘nfant industries, which
have grown into giant corpora-
tions and are still protected at the
expense of Southern agriculture,
forcing the farmer to buy what
he has to buy from the industrial-
ist under a protected tariff, or in
other words, a monopoly built up
by the way of a protective tariff,
or in fact fixing the price of
manufactured goods by law while
the farmer is forced to sell on a
competitive market at what ever
price his produce will bring, a
condition that is very unfair, and
the New Deal has no alibi as the
administration has had a death-
hold on Coagress for the past five
years, and no effort to remedy the
situation.

Every bale of cotton which a
Southern farwer sells for $40 he
can buy only about one-half of its
value in terms of other goods as
against 100 per cent for the fore-
ign competitor. If the present
tendency goes on Mr. Kile pre-

Southern farmers will be demand-
ing a tariff against imported cot-
ton. The South does not want to
go into ruinous competition with
the corn belt in dairy and meat
production. We want to continue
to raise cotton, but we must have
cur markets restored to grow cot-
ton at a profit. Reduciug cotton
production to a basis o7 supplying
the home market would drive 1,
000,000 into other activities. “I am
warning you,” Dean Kile stated,
“when that time comes, if it ever
could
make stiff competition for the old
established meat and dairy reg-
ions,” It was suggested by Mr.

Things moved around in the
National Capital last week. Help
for the farmer accounted for a
half billion dollars. Funds for the
jobless made another quarter of
a billion dollars. And it took tie
Senate just three seconds it is said
to wipe off of the treasurer books
two and one half billion charged
to the RFC, which that agency
had used for relief of oue kind and
another. Other bills giving per-
mission of supplying money to
spend for various purposes were
closed by a bill to give independ-
ent agencies a little less than a
billion and a half was waiting for
the Senate. Another was in the
house to supply over one hundred
million for the State Commerce,
Justice and Labor Departments.
These were for regular operating
expenses of the government for
the next year. And on top of
them was a plan to spend a billion

for warships.

Then came the new farm bill,
which Roosevelt signed last week,
affecting in one way or another
every person in the nation. For
those who live on the farm, it
holds a promise for a higher in-
come. For those who buy what
they eat or wear, it promises a
supply large enough to assure
that the price they pay will not be
robbed with higher prices. They
were all ready to admit that the
law will not accomplish either.

Then on top of all of this the
President came out with a state-
ment of prices that no one under-
stands, but he states some prices
are too high and others are too
low; but he does not throw any
light on the subject since he was
very careful in not mentioning
what prices were too low and what
prices were too high. As a mat-
ter of fact everyune who has been
keeping posted about conditions
over the country and knowing that
we have worked out of the depres-
sion and into a recession, and with
11,000,000 unemploved and. one
million losing their jobs in Janu-
ary, that any raise in prices at
this time would only aggrivate
the situation we' now have. Ac-
cording to the President’s own
words there are one-tbird of the
people in the United States who
are undernourished and with in-
sufficient clothes, which would
make 1bout 40,000,000 in the Un-
ited States in this class and &
raise in prices at the present time
will only cause more suffering
among the one-third of the popu-
lation that Mr. Roosevelt talks so
much about.

THE REST
OF THE RECORD

My fight to secure the return of
the states lands has developed
rapidly the past week.

When 1 requested the attorney
general to file a number of suits to
recover these lands for the state,
he told the newspapers that 1
was childish. From Paul’s letter
to the Corinthians, ne quoted:

“When I was a child, I spake as
a child; I understood as a child; 1
thought as a child. But when !
became a man I put away childish
things.”

I can readily undevstand why
the attorney general, who calls
himself the “Great MecCraw,”
would have to resort to the scrip-
ture to prove that he has grown
up. ;

Immedistely atter 1 demanded
that these suits be filed, however,
the land commissioner cancelled
the big lease I had been complain-
ing about-—the one waere he turn-
ed down $103,000 in cash and ac-
cepted $310.

This is the second time I have
made him back up and cancel out.
It appears, therefore, that my
‘childishness’ has already resultedl
in the cancellation of (wo valuable |
leases which he had executed. i

You will remember that the at- ;
torney general also said that he
would not file .all the suits that 1

had requested, but would file only !
one test suit. He said that the
state’s rights would moi be jeop-
ardized; but when ‘I pointed out'
that if thege people were aliowed |
to let the matter rock along until
a test sumit could be (lira‘wn ouc
through the courts tdey " wouid !
[then have their gamble and know
whether the well being drilled was
a producer or dry; and when 1
pointed out that these peop’2 could
even assign these leases to others
who could claim to be innocent
purchasers, the attorney general
changed his mind and filed nine
additional suits.

So my “childishnecs” has result-
ed in further action.

The trouble now i8 that the at-
torney general only set up one
ground in asking for cancellation
of these leases, He did not allege |
in his petitions that the facts con-
stituted legal fraud, as 1 had re-
quested him to do. Nowhere did
he allege the facts and circum-
stances which ] set out in my let-
ters. I think these facts and cir-
cumstances taken as a wholed
clearly show a fraud upon che
rights of the people. I am sorry
that the attorney general is not
going to give the court the op-
portunity to pass on these facts.
I would rather have three legs to
stand on in a lawsuit than just
one, especially where millions of
dollars belonging to the school
children are invclved.

To save my life, I can’t under-
stand why the attorney general
hasn’t been just as anxious to in-
vestigate and go after these mat-
ters as I have been. Heretofore

Payments to farmers will be
made under the provision of the
1938 Agricultural Conservation
program, The act also provid.s
for parity payments to farmers,

but only if specific . additional
funds are made available for this
purpose,

The act provides that wheat
loans are to be made to farmers
in any year in which the farm
price of wheat on June 15 is less
than 52 per cent of the parity
price of wheat, or in any year in
which the July wheat estimate is
more than the normal domestic
consumption and exports of about
700 million bushels. These loans
are to be made by the Commodity
Credit Corporation and are to be
made at between 52 and 75 per-
cent of the parity price at the be-
ginring of the marketing year.
Loans may be made in 1988 if
prices or supplies are within the
limite set by the act.

The act esteblishes a Fedsral
Crop Insurance Corporation, This
corporation will offer ¢rop insur
ance to wheat farmers, beginning
with the 1939 crop. Farmers who
store wheat under marketing
quotas may use some of this
wheat to pay premiums on crop
insurance. Under the crop insur-
ance plan farmers cah pay prem-
iums in wheat and rqceive loss
payment ¢in wheat. !
Marketing quotas are provided
in years when the total suppilies
of wheat exceed approximately
950 million buskels. Marketing
quotas when approved by a two-
thirds majority of farmers in a
referendum, will apply to all com-
mercial wheat growers., Farmess
who produce less than 100 bushels
of wheat are exempt from the
quotas. When there are market-
ing quotcs, each farmer will be
asi:ed to Lold a part of his crop
off {h: market ia order to keep
prices from being Wdemoralized.
Quotas will not be effective in
1938 unless funds are provided by
Congress for parity pavments on
wheat in 1938.

Many of the features in tle

booklet have been prepared es-
pecially to show what happens in
the higher brackets of speed, It
is pointed out, for instance, that
a car is four times harder to stop
at 50 miles an hour than it is at
26, and nine times harder to stop
at 75 miles than at 25, A new
word, “turnabil’ty’- has been coin-
ed to express another speed fac-
tor. The drivers’ turnability, the
booklet shows, decreases rapidly
.8 his speed increases. Thus, he
can make only one-fourth as sharp
a turn at 50 miles an hour as he
could make at 25 and only one-
ninth as sharp a turn at 75 as at
25.

Another set of figures shows
that if you have an accident while
driving under 40 miles an hour
Jhere is only one chance in 44 that
somebody will be killed but if your
accident comes while you are
traveling faster than 40, there is
one chance in 19 that somebody
will be killed.

Golden Text: Matt: 12-12,

“How much then is a man better
than a sheep ?” inquires our Gold-
en Text.

ter part of January and early part
of February caused the unusual
activity of the worms at this early
date, and it is hoped the recent
cold snap hes checked the work
and damage of this insect,

On large areas such as grain
fieids grasshopper poison bait
sown at the rate of 5 pounds per
acre over the whole field is rec-
ommended. The formula is as fol-
lows: Bran 50 lb., Paris green or
white arsenic 2 lbs., molasses one
gallon, water, 2 gallons. Mix the
bran and arsenic or Paris green
thorouzhly, then porr the molas-
ses into the water and thoroughly
mix, adding more water if nec-
essary, until the entire mash' is
moist (not wet) and erumbly.

For garden crops the above
formula may be cut down to b
pounds of bran, 1-4 pound of
Paris green or white arsenic, and
vne teacupful of molasses. Since
chickens are fenced out of the
gardens the poison bran mash may
be put in piles about the size of a
small peean near each plant to
be protected.

In i880 a Chicago packing plant
installed the first mechanical re-
frigeration equipment used by
that industry, revolutionizing the
whole system of feeding the peo-
ple of this nation.
