Meat stored in this
manner will not dry out and has
the added advantage of keeping
sweeter and then again there is no
worry from skippers and other in-
sects. Meat stored in oil does not
become rancid and strong near as
quickly as when treated in the or-
dinary way. They plan to cure
the meat. then smoke it, wash and
dry it, then pack tightly in a can
or crock and cover the meat with
the oil for about 1 inch, then cov-
er the container and store it away
in the coolest place possible.
