i Industrial development in the
il'm'iml. 1940 - 46, inclusive, was
| greater than in all previous Texas
"hisrm‘_\'. As measured by number
| of employees there was a net gain
rof -more than 100 per ‘cent even
after the closing of some of the
large war olants. As measored by
value of products the gain was
more than 200 per cent. State and
national bank assets svere up 200
percent and other data indicate a
general advance of 100-200 per
cent in the state's industry, com-
merce and finance.

Momentous in this

1948 Peanut Growers
May Be Given Quotas

Texas peanut growers face the
prospect of a sharp cut in peanut
acreage in 1948, Congr#ssman Omar
Burleson announced last week.

After several counferences with
secretary of Agriculture Anderson
and other department officials,
Burléson, who represents a ‘'arge
peanut growing area throughou! 'he
17th district, states “I am person-
ally opposed to any restrictions on
peanut production.”

Acreage allotments, apparently,
are to come ba k for the first time
since 1941, however, Burleson in
his talks to Agriculture department
heads has strongly urged that the
bases to be used in
quotas be given
recognition. to those states where
farmoers greatly increased acreage
to meet war needs. He pointed out
that in 1941 Texas had an allot-
ment of 246,373 acres, while during
the five war years, 1942 through
1946, when quotas were lifted, the
average annual acreage planted to
peanuts was 809000 acres,

There were 767,000 Texas arres
in peanut production in 1946, he
said, and the peak year was 1943
when 906,000 were devoted to the
crop.

Time To Apply Some Good
Old Horse Sense In Sperjéing

The Federal budget balunced the
first time in 17 years., That is some-
thing. But the people never figured
on just how it was balanced. They.
just collected so much that no place
could be found where it could be
spent. The total federal taxes col-
lected for the yemr just ended was
$42,112,331,900.00 and expenditures
were  $41,019,110,505.00 leaving a
surplus of $1,008,221,345 to apply
on the public debt, less the $500,~
000,000 to pay interest? Net sur-
plus was $593,221,845.00. The total
income for the past year estimated
$160,000,600,000 of dollars and an
expenditure of a fraction over $40,-
000,000,00 which is one fourth of
the entire income of the American
people that goes to suport the Fed-
eral government.

It’s high time to apply some good
old fashioned horse sence to the
problem of government expenses
when each individual works three
days for himself and one for the
government.

The administration proposed that
the federal government spend four
times what it spent in 1939,

We all know there is a big puhl'ic
debt, that our veterans deserve the
best. We all know that the armed
forces must be kept in first class
shape. But here we are in one of the
most prosperous years of our his-
tory, vet the administration’s ori-
gional plans allowed practically
nothing for paying off the publie
debt; The administration figured
that it had to spend practically
every cent it hoped to take in,

So in spite of the teriffic taxes,
in spite of the fact that employ-
ment "and national income are at
all time highs, we weren’'t getting
ahead of the gume at all.

It is not_only the armed forces
and interest on the debt and bene-
fits for veterans that cost money.
It is like the Attorney General, Tom
Clark, put it a while back when he
was testifying before the Senate
Civil Serviee Commission. -

“In the government,” he said,
“It seems like the more peopie you

money you make. So ne one ever
wants to discharge any of his help.
In other words it saves monéy in
the pockets of the heads of bureaus
and agencies and sections to ho d
on to all employees they can, wheth-
er they are needed or not. The
budget was trimmed somewhat, and
(Congress passed a bill to reduce
taxes, Its up to the public to back
up Congressmen who tried to cut
expenditures.

After all, it's the publics money
that is being spent. It’s up to the
public to let Uncle Sam know that
he has to wateh the pennies in
Washington as the householder has
to watch hig pennies at home, that
he has to balance the budget just
the same as the householder has
to balance or go busted.

According to history the cause of
the fall of Rome was too many on
the payroll and too much other ex
penses and failing to balance the
budget.
