In our society no sin is so 
prevalent as the sin of divorce 
Divorce indicates that one or 
both parties to a marriage re-
fuse to pay heed t o the 
'teachings of Jesus of Naza-
reth. In short, one or both 
parties sin. And the saddest 
eases. I think, are in those 
marriages where one partner 
is trying and the other part-
ner is not. 

But even more sad than 
divorce is the unbending, self 
righteous attitude many or 
us who are not divorced take 
towards those who are. True, 
divorce is a sin. But are 
there any who are not sin-
ners? I have never met a 
single person who is not a 
sinner. 

The following story is cop-
ied from a book by Paul Tour 
nier wh6 is a Swiss physician 
and psychiatrist.

"..I was leaning on the

A 
doctor passed in slience, and 
stood le-aning against the 
same rail beside me, studying 
the same spectacle. After a 
moment or two he said, 'I'm 
quite upset. I have just been 
told that one of our colleag-
ues here has been divorced 
and remarried. Is it true?' 
'Yes,' I said. After a further 
silence he went on, 'How is 
is possible?
