The Motor Vehicle In-
spection Program, since its
inception in 1951,
duced the state’s traffic ac-
cidents by almost 10 per
cent, the Sergeant explain-
ed. Before the Inspection
Program was started, me-
chanical defects in vehicles
was a causative factor in 13
per cent of the state’s acci-
dents. However, only four
per cent of the traffic accl-
dents are caused by mechan-
ical defects now.

The Patrol Supervisor stat-
ed that only 44 per cent of
the vehicles in this county
have been inspected and
that patrolmen will be stop-
ping all vehicles not dis-
playing a valid sticker after
the April 15 deadline. The
best way to avoid the long
lines expected in the last
minute rush is to have your
vehicle inspected now.
