1959 Census 
Of Agriculture 

The 1959 Census of Agri-
culture, conducted in Hock-
ley County last fall, counted 
1,305 farms, according to 
a preliminary report just 
issued by the Bureau of the 
Census, U. S. Department of 
Commerce. Total land in 
farms was 588,228 acres. 
The average size of farm 
was 450.7 acres. The aver-
age value of farms (land 
and buildings) in the coun-
ty was $88,520. 

Of the county's farm op-
erators, 286 owned their 
farms, 284 owned part of 
the land and rented addi-
tional acreage, and 729 
were tenant farmers. 

The average age of farm 
operators in the county was 
44.1 years. There were 84 
farm operators 65 or more 
years of age.

Cotton Harvest 
In High Gear 

With some 11,000 bales 
short of the 1959 season - 
November 26-15,558 bales 
of cotton had been ginned 
by the seven gins in the 
Ropes area up to Nov. 21. 

This report was taken 
from a total given the 
Plainsman by the Ward 
Gin and the Ropes Farmers 
CoOp Gin, in Ropes; Lock-
ettville Gin; Center Gin, 9 
miles west; the C & C gin, 4 
miles northwest; the Farm 
Center Gin, 4 miles north; 
Ideal Gin, some 7 or 8 miles 
northwest; and Buster's Gin, 
4 miles east. 

On the 26th of November, 
1959, these same gins had 
turned out more than 26,000 
bales. 

It is stated that the de-
ficiency is not caused by a 
shortage of the crop, but by 
the fact that inclement 
weather halted the season 
for almost two weeks at the 
beginning of the season. At 
the present time most of 
the harvest hands have left 
;or the south, and cotton 
strippers and pickers are 
being used to harvest the 
balance of the crop. 	This 
means that within the next 
two weeks or- more, approx-
imately 15,000 bales of cot-
ton will be harvested in the 
Ropes territory. 

Last week where there 
had been hundreds of Latin 
Americans on the streets 
over the weekend, where the,  
stores had been jammed un-
til late at night, only a 
fraction was present this 
past weekend-in short, so 
far as retail stores are con-
cerned, the harvest has 
come to a close. The damp 
rainy weather, at the be-
ginning of the harvest, has 
cost retailers thousands of 
dollars.
