In his attempt to put 
Ladybird as near the White 
House as possible, Lyndon 
Johnson has embraced the 
Democratic platform which, 
first, nullifies Texas' Right 
to Work laws. In the plat-
form this time the Demo-
crats are for the closed shop 
and for denying any indiv-
idual the right to work un-
less he belongs to a union—
what we mean is: "The 
federal government will be 
empowered to use its law 
enforcement agencies to see 
that all working men join a 
union." 

As things now stand, the 
States have controlled such 
laws, and most states have 
laws which allow a man to 
work whether he belongs to 
a union or not—Texas Teas 
one of the strongest Right 
to Work laws in the nation 
—no union can dictate to 
a man whether he shall or 
Ishall not belong to the 
union. If such a law as 
this is put into effect, the 
government will be subject 
to the union leaders. 

Mr. Johnson has tried to 
soft pedal this part of the 
platform and declared, it is 
alleged, that if he and Ken-
nedy are elected, that they 
will not pay any attention 
to this plank. But, what did 
Mr. Kennedy say in Detroit 
—according to his speech, 
the closed shop law is his 
pet baby and it will be en-
forced, which caused the 
union leaders to fall on his 
neck as if he were a long 
lost brother. 

Since the Texas Legisla-
ture has made it possible 
for Johnson to run for two 
offices at the same time. 
and the higher courts have 
-upheld their decision, it now 
but remains for the voters 
of Texas to march to the 
polls and vote for John 
Tower, the Republican can-
didate. Such action on the 
part of the voters of Texas 
would demonstrate to the 
Texas Legislature and Lyn-
don Johnson that they at 
least have the right to ex-
press their opinions at the, 
ballot box and that when 
they are stepped on they will 
do just that. 

While in Texas Johnson is 
telling the voters that they 
need not worry obout the 
oil depleion plank, in the 
Northern states Kennedy is 
yowling that it will be a 
main issue—he has to, the 
Northern states demanded 
the plank be placed in the 
platform. 

In this political campaign 
Kennedy and Johnson are 
playing both ends against 
the middle—if Kennery and 
Johnson are defeated, John-
son wants to retain his posi-
tion in the Senate. We 
think the time has come 
w.hen Texans should retire 
Johnson to his ranch and 
give him time to hob nob 
with his friends in Duval 
County—where they vote the 
dead as well as the living. 

We don't think Texans are 
going to allow Kennedy and 
Johnson to chain them to 
the stake of greed and bar-
becue them with the fire of 
ambition. First and fore-
most, candidates for the of-
fice of the presidency and 
vice presidency should have 
the good of the people at 
heart—their personal ambi-
tions should be laid aside 
and they should be willing

News On 
Aging Problems 

Austin — A blueprint for 
action, containing 60 re-
commendations on how 
many of Texas' aging prob-
lems can be solved, was a-
dopted here at the Gover-
nor's State-wide Conference 
on Aging. 

State Senator Crawford C. 
Martin of Hillsboro, steering 
committee chairman, said 
the Governor's Committee 
on Aging hoped the recom-
mendations would serve as 
a guide for local commun-
ities desiring to share the 
responsibility for making 
golden years truly golden 
for the elderly. 

The final conference re-
port, representina the views 
of more than 600 dtlegates 
interested in the aging pro-
blems, also contained re-
commended action by the 
various levels of govern-
ment. 

The major recommenda-
tion for federal government 
action was that the Old Age 

"Ye shall know the truth, 
and the truth shall make 
you free" 

Jno. 8:32 
In Rom. 16:7-10 Paul 

speaks of individuals "who 
also have been in Christ be-
fore me"; another as "my 
beloved in the Lord"; an-
other as "our fellow worker 
in Christ"; and another as 
"the approved in Christ". 
The relationship of being "in 
Christ" is spoken of many 
times in the New Testa-
ment. To be "in Christ" is 
to enjoy salvation, because 
we are told in II Tim.

2. That the Legislature 
appropriate funds to put in-
to effect a medical vendor 
payment plan, which al-
ready has been approved by 
the people, and that such 
a plan include payments to 
nursing homes as well as 
hospitals and phesicians. 

3. That a financial ar-
rangement be worked out so 
that 3,000 elderly seniles 
can be transferred from 
State hospitals to licensed 
nursing homes. 

Other recommendations in 
eluded: consideration of a 
state bond issue to get loan

dwellings for the aged; ac-
tivity centers in both urban 
and rural counties where 
need is evident; establish-
ment of a permanent State 
Commission on Aging and a 
State Committee on Employ-
ment for the Aged; removal 
of the State Constitutional 
requirement for a "pauper's 
oath" in order for a person 
to receive county aid; flex-
ible rather than mandatory 
retirement at 65. 

On the county level, these 
recommendations were ap- 
proved: 	more full - time 
health units; an increase in 
tregional neuro - psychiatic 
out-patient clinics; re-anal-
ysis on the county level of 
welfare programs; establish-
ment of county Commissions 
on Aging; greater efforts by 
churches, labor unions and 
fraternal groups in the so-
cial welfare field; and more 
home-care programs, visit-
ing nurse and homemaker 
services and rehabilitation 
programs on the local level. 

These recommendations 
were the direct outgrowth 
of a series of almost 200 
grassroots county meetings 
in which approximately 4000
