The Ropes community a a. 
startled and shocked Tuesday 
morning when it was learned 
that Mr. and Mrs. Billy Deal 
Thetford had been found 
-shot in their home northeast 
sat Ropesville. 

"As near as we can piece 
together what happened.' 
Sheriff Weir Clem told the 
Plainsman, "it was murder 
and suicide." 

Mr. and Mrs. Thetford had 
been separated for about a 
year and she had filed for a 
divorce, at the same time 
placing him under a restrain-
ing ord— not to ,i t* the 
house. Last weer., the sher-
iff told us, there had been 
trouble when Billy Dean vis-
ited the home and beat up 
tits wife. 	A friend of Mrs. 
Thetford told us, "Alice told 
me last week she was afraid 
of him and thought he was 
going to try to kill her." 

The events which led up to 
the tragedy started at ap-
proximately 6 a.m. when Bil-
ly Dean left the home of his 
Mother in Lubbock where he 
had spent the night. He ar-
rived at the family home a-
bout 6:15 o'clock. The 8-year 
old boy. William Dale, was a-
wakened by what, according 
to Sheriff Clem, he described 
as his father screaming. "I 
couldn't tell what he wa3 
saying. It sounded as if he 
was screaming at mother. 
Then I heard three shots. I 
jumped from bed and ran to 
the room where they were. 
They were both laying on the 
floor and I thought they 
were dead." 

William Dale called his 11-
year old brother and then 
called the police station In 
Lubbock. reporting the trag-
edy by saying, "I think both 
my father and mother are 
dead." Through this sour-e 
the highway patrol was non -
/led, who in turn notified 
Sheriff Clem in Levelland. A 
little later the boy called a-
ttain to report the highway 
patrol had passed their house' 
without stopping. 

"They were still laying on

Ihe stressed was that we must 
place greater emphasis on 
sensible investment programs  

I cffering benefits in terms of 
long-range economy, and 
more productive, self-sup-
porting citizens and that we 
Must relentlessly seek actions 
and programs to achieve ef-
ficiency and economy in our 
state government. 

Due to the length of Gov 
Connally's talk, I will not re-
peat it to you word for word 
but I would like to stress 
some points that he stressed 
as being extremely important 
to our state and to our area 
and point out the general 

I highmarks of his address. 
Gov. Connally made some 

ispecific recommendations as 
far as the vital services or 
nur state government are 
concerned. These include 
such things as recommend-
ing improved care for our el-
derly, our sick, and our de-
pendents in the state's  hos-
pitals and special schools. 
He recommended appropria-
tions for the Screwworm E-
radication Program. This 
program has been worked on 
by the people concerned foe 
the cattlemen of our state 
for the past year and a halt 
and is in need of additional 
funds from the state govern-
ment. The Governor also 
made recommendations as 
far as the Attorney Gener-
al's office is concerned, in re-
commending additional funds 
so that the best interest of 
the people of Texas are pi'o-
tected in our courts. Anoth-
er proposed appropriations 
that he made was to the Tex-
as Railroad Commission tJ 
include 61 investigators for 
surveys on oil and gas wells. 

In the investment program 
from the state funds, Gov. 
Connally stresses the impor-
tance of education in our 
state and to its future. He 
is recommending that 52c of 
every dollar in the state ap-
propriations be spent or bud-
geted for education. He made 
recommendations for increas-
es in teachers salaries parti-
cularly in colleges and uni-
versities. He stressed provi-
sions for graduate scholar-
ships and fellowships to help 
retain our outstanding grad-
uates in our State. He asked 
for additional funds for re-
search to attract and en-
courage our outstanding fac-
ulty scholars. He recom-
mends an increase for librai-
ries for 625,000 additional 
volumes in 20 colleges. 

Another area that Govern-
or Connally felt was vitally 
important was the tourist 
program. The tourist pro-
gram was brought to atten-
tion in the last campaigns 
ar.d the last general election. 
Some feel that this is a very 

'important program. He re-
'commends that the State set 
it  up the office of Tourist De-
velopment to handle this 
program.
