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THREE-DAY RAINFALL LEAVES 1.5 TO 2.5 INCHES

'Perfect' Rainfall Boosts Crop$
The Slaton area crop pros­

pects zoomed to new heights 
this week following a three-day 
period of genUy, soaking rains 
which were termed “ ideal”  by 
farmers.

The rainfall, which started 
Saturday night about 10:30, left 
from about 1.5 Inches to 2.5 
Inches all around the area. 
And, more Important, the June 
total climbed to near 7 Inches 
In some spots south of Slaton.

The widespread rainfall end­
ed Monday after soaking Into the 
soil following highly beneficial 
rains Saturday night, Sunday

afternoon and much of Monday.
The Slaton area again es­

caped the more violent thun­
derstorms which have hit the 
South Plains. No hall or heavy, 
damaging downpours were re ­
ported In this section. Far­
mers were Jubilant over the rain 
especially the dryland farmers 
who had waltedfor enough mois­
ture to plant. Many of them got 
their cottonseed in the ground 
following good rains about two 
weeks ago, and the slow, 
drenching moisture was just 
“ what the doctor ordered.”

Heavy rains, hail and strong 
winds caused damage to young

crops in some areas of the 
Plains -- especially parts of 
Lamb, Hockley and Cochran 
counties. The booming thunder­
storms dumped up to 6 Inches 
of rain In short periods and 
caused flooding In some sect­
ions.

Slaton recorded almost two 
inches for the three-day span, 
while other reports around the 
city were close to that mark. 
Victor Buxkemper reported 1,5 
Inches two miles southeast of 
Slaton, a report of 2 Inches 
came from flve miles north 
across the canyon, Earl F.

Wilson measured 1.8 inches 
one mile southwest of town; 
Francis Grabber recorded 1.5 
Inches four miles west of the 
city, and F. A. Strube had al­
most 2 Inches four miles east 
of Slaton.

Glen Akin, southwest of the 
city, reported more than 2 In­
ches of rain and about 4 to 
5 Inches for the month of June. 
On a dryland farm between 
Slaton and Gordon, he reported 
almost 7 Inches during the
month. Akin found a cotton
bloom Tuesttay morning on a 
crop he planted April 13. It 
came from Acala cotton, and

was the earliest Akin I tad seen 
a cotton bloom In his fields 
for many years.

As the thunderstorms moved 
In for a three - day stay, tem­
peratures dipped with only flve 
degrees separating the min­
imum and maximum Sunday. 
High was 63 Sunday and the 
low was 58. High and low read­
ings Saturday were 74 and 62. 
The mercury climbed back to a 
high of 86 Tuesday and an 
expected 95 Wednesday.

With continued favorable 
weather conditions, optimism 
ts high for a banner crop year 
In the area.

With only a few days left In 
“ Beautification Month” , city 
officials tills week asked re ­
sidents to cooperate in trash- 
barrel pickups.

Citizens should use trash 
barrels only for trash and gar­
bage, not for heavy Junk, rocks, 
dirt, etc., it was pointed out 
by City Administrator Buford 
Duff. The trash barrels are 
handled by two • man crews, 
and heavy Items In the bar- 
reU cannot be emptied.

Should citizens desire to have 
heavy Junk hauled off, they 
should place them near the 
barrels In the alley. If  the 
Items are not picked up In a 
few days, call city hall and 
report the items and address.

The beautification committee

VALUE $257.9 

MILLION IN '66
Gross value to farmers from 

2,122,770 acres of cotton al­
lotments In the 23 counties sur­
rounding Lubbock and re­
presented by Plains cotton Gro­
wers, Inc. came to $257,922, 
510 In 1966.

This Is the figure arrived at 
by John J. Seibert, area ex­
tension farm management spec­
ialist, working with the PCG 
staff. It includes producer In­

come from Unt, seed, and both 
price support and acreage di­
version payments under last 
year’ s cotton program.

In calculating Unt value,Sei­
bert used quality statistics pub- 
Uslwd for each of toe High 
Plains counties each year by 
PCG. Per-bale prices for lint, 
an a 500-pound basis, ranged 
from $72.76 to $91.62 or from 
a little over 14.5 cents to 18.3 
cents a pound.

Seibert says varietal d iffer­
ences plus the varying effects 
of adverse weather from county 
to county tn 1966 accounted for 
the difference In prices re­
ceived.

Total Unt value of the 1,293, 
700 bales (500 pounds gross 
weight) In the area was $149, 
885,258.

To that figure the value of 
cotton seed added another $33, 
375,000 based on an average of 
800 pounds of seed per bale a* 
$65 per ton.

Government payments finish­
ed out gross cotton Income with 
another $108,037,252 In the 23 
counties. In this figure were In­
cluded $68,8#7,682of price sup­
port payments and $39,275,560 
of payments for diverted seres.

City’s Water 
Crew Honored
The Slaton water Depart­

ment has received an "Award 
at Merit”  from the southwest 
Section at th*' American Water 
Works Association, It was an­
nounced this week.

The 1966 safety award la 
granted to water utilities with 
less than 50 employees who 
complete Ui> full year without 
a lost-time Injury.

Joe Cardenas, superintendent 
at Slaton's water and sewer de­
partment, was notified ol the 
safety award this week ami re ­
ceived a special certificate.

A rate Increase that would 
add 72 cents a month to th*' 
average homeowner's gas bill 
was requested by Pioneer Nat­
ural C.as Co. at the regular 
Monday night City Commission 
meeting.

Slaton and 54 other towns 
would be affected by the aver­
age 11.5 percent rate hike. City 
councils in each town have 60 
days In which to approve or 
reject the application.

Slaton’ s commission took no 
action on the application Mon­
day night All commissioners 
had not studied the detailed ap­
plications sent out by the gas 
company, and the commiss­
ioners also wanted to see th*' 
reaction In other area towns.

C. L (Stony) Wall, Amarillo, 
president of Pioneer, said “ In­
creased operating costs neces­
sitated" th*' request for th*' 
second rate boost in a decade.

The company asked that the 
new rates become effective on 
meters read Aug. 15 and there­
after. If approved, the minimum 
monthly charge for gas service 
in each affected town would 
climb 20 cents, from $1.65 to 
$1.85. For the average domestic 
user, the new rate would mean 
an annual outlay at $83.25 for 
gas, up $8.61 from th*' current 
$74.64, Wall said.

"Our Wages, taxes and other 
expenses of doing business have 
Increased substantially since 
our rate increase in 1961,”  
Wall stated. The company said 
Ita actual rate of return was 
2.35 percent, and the new sche­
dule of charges would provide 
a 4.9 percent return.

It was pointed out that this 
Is still below the 6.5 percent 
return allowed by the Texas 
Railroad commission. Pioneer 
said gas customers In this area 
still would be paying less than 
the statewide average.

All South Plaint points, plus 
Midland and Odesss, served by 
the company were Included In 
the rate hike request. Ratea

tradlttonall) are Identical In 
each city, Wall said.

The current minimum month­
ly gas bill In the area ts$1.65. 
This Is for the first 2,000cublc 
feet of gas used. The new mini­
mum charge wouldbe $1.85. F or 
the next 8,000 cubic feet used 
per month, a customer now pays 
60.5 cents per thousand. The 
new rate would be 67.5 cents.

For the next 40,000 cubic feet, 
the monthly bill would go from 
55 cents to 61 cents p?r 
thousand, for the next 50,000 
from 50 cents to 56 cents, for 
the next 200,000 from 38 cents 
to 42 cents more and for the 
next 200,000 from 33 cents to

Should You Buy Beef

by Side, Or Retail Cut

The decision on whether or 
not to (narchase beef by the 
side or by the retail cut is an 
often pondered question by beef 
buyers, says Associate Count' 
Agent je rry  DeBord.

The answer, he adds, largely 
depends upon the local retail 
pricing for each cut.

As an aid to those pondering 
the beef buy mg question, De- 
Bord says Ed I’vacek, exten­
sion livestock marketing spe­
cialist, has prepared a fact 
sheet on the subject and copies 
are available locally at County 
Extension office.

I ’ vacek points out that about 
2.25 pounds of live choice grade 
steer are required to produce 
one pound of salable beef In a 
retail store and that only about

one-quarter of the beef carcass 
gives us the popular steaks we 
all like.

The fact sheet also points 
out other factors which af­
fect the decision of buying by 
retail cuts or by wholesale pur- 
chase of a portion of beef. These 
include price specials, grade 
purchased, meat guarantees, 
storage costs and convenience.

The meat Inspection stamp 
is your assurance of whole­
some meat prepared in a sani­
tary manner, points out the 
associate agent.

W hen you support a dependent 

that lives with someone else, 
you should keep careful re­
cords on the amount of sup­
port you provide if you plan to 
claim the dependent on your 
income tax return.

On the other hand, if someone 
else provides support for one of 
your dependents, but you plan 
on claiming the dependency, 
you must keep a record of the 
amount of support you provided 
in rent, clothing, food, medical 
expenses, educational expenses 
and other normal support ex­
pense. Only one person can 
claim the dependent.

You must provide principal 
support or more than Sty' to 
be entitled to the deduction. It 
pays to work out the problems 
with IRS help.

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When to File 

For Medicare?
The Lubbock social security 

office receives many calls each 
week from area residents who 
are approaching 65 and want 
to know the best time to file 
their application for retirement 
benefits or medicare, accord­
ing to John G. Hutton, district 
manager.

Hutton advised contacting the 
social security office 3 months 
before reaching65 If you haven’t 
already filed a claim. This Is 
true even though you are not 
going to retire, because you do 
not have to quit work to qualify 
for medicare.

In order to have coverage 
under the medical Insurance 
part (the part that helps [ay 
doctors' b ills) effective with 
the month in which you reach 
65 you must complete your 
application during the 3-month 
period before the month in which 
your 65th birthday falls.

Another reminder, Hutton 
said, is to bring proof of your 
date of birth with you when you 
call at the office to apply. This 
should be the oldest records 
you have available. If you do 
not have proof of birth the soc­
ial security workers will be 
glad to advise you how to go 
about getting satisfactory evid­
ence. Also, you should bring 
in your w -2 form showing your 
wages for 1966, or your tax 
return if  you were self- 
employed.

The social security office Is 
located at 3428 Avenue H, in 
Family Park shopping Center 
and Is open from 8:30 to 4:45 
Monday through Friday. In addi­
tion, the office remains open 
until 8 on Thursday evening.

28 Accidents Care In Use 

During M ay Of Pesticides
The Texas Highway Patrol 

j investigated 28 accidents on 
rural highways In Lubbock 
County during the month of May, 
according to Sgt. a c . Guthrie, 
Highway Patrol Supervisor of 
this area.

These crashes resulted in 
one person killed, twenty-four 
persons injured and an estimat­
ed property damage of $18,480.

The rural accident summary 
for this county during the first 
five months of 1967 shows a 
total of 150 accidents resulting 
in seven persons killed, 130 
persons injured, and an esti­
mated property damage of $127, 
727.

The use of agricultural che­
micals, especially pesticides, 
will Increase as crops devel­
op and insect problems mul­
tiply.

Pesticides are a boon to 
I farmers If used at the proper 
|rate and at the right time. 
But, warns, Associate County 

| Agent, Jerry DeBord, they are 
| formulated to kill and will do 
that job not only on Insects 
but livestock, pets and even hu­
mans can become victims If 
the materials are carelessly 
used.

Each container of pesticide 
carries a label of contents as 
well as directions and sugges­

end at
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tions for Its use. This label 
information should be followed 
to Ibl titter, advises the asso­
ciate county agent. Pesticides 
formulated for use on crops 
should not be used on live­
stock.

Unless storage facilities are 
available, it Is best to pur­
chase only the amount of mat­
erials needed for a particular 
Job. Tnls will eliminate pro­
blems of storage and disposal, 
says DeBord.

If chemicals are delivered to 
the farm before they are need­
ed , make sure they are stored 
safely and out of reach of child­
ren, livestock and pets. They 
should not be removed from the 
original containers until they 
are to be used.

Pesticides are safe In the 
hands of a careful user. They 
were designed to do a Job and 
when used for that par pose and 
according to recommendations 
can be counted on to give e f­
fective results.

The Research Committee of 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
recommending that the 23- 
county cotton producer organi­
zation In 1967 provide grants- 
ln-aid totaling $32,200 to help 
carry out 12 research projects 
on High Plains Cotton product­
ion, according to Don Jones, 
committee chairman.

The committee’ s recommen­
dations already have been ap­
proved by PCG’ s Finance Com­
mittee and will be considered 
later this month by the organ­
ization's full 4«-man board.

The Research c ommittee will 
recommend that a major portion 
at the funds, $23,800, be spent 
on the development and eval­
uation of Improved varieties and 
strains of cotton adapted to High 
Plains conditions and on cotton 
disease and weed control re ­
search.

Other studies the committee 
felt should get financial help |

ization of rainfall and irr iga ­
tion water, various methods of 
modi ly ing th> cotton plant for |
adaptation to the low tempera­
tures sometimes pvrvailing on 
the Plains, soil fertility and the 
Influence of planting designs and 
climatic coalitions on cotton 
fiber development.

1 stablished research institu­
tions sharing in the grants wtU 
be the South Plains Research 
and Extension Center at Lub­
bock, the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station at tiushland, 
the High Plains Research
Foundation at Halfway and 
Texas Technological College.

The $32,200 total to be spent 
by PCC on cotton production 
research In 1967 compares with 
$36,250 budgeted for grants last 
year.

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Weather conditions this year

in many areas or t »  Plains up 
to the first week in June without 
a stand of cotton.

Some areas without irrigation 
water still haven't had enough 
moisture to plant. Others have 
gotten a stand only to see It 
wiped out by hail or other tur­
bulent weather.

To some extent In both in­
stances but particularly on ir ­
rigated tarma, producers are 
faced with deciding whether It 
will be more profitable to plant 
for a late cotton crop or re ­
vert to the generally less pro­
fitable, but taster maturing, 
soybeans.

The current farm program 
provides that farmers unable to 
get and keep a stand of cotton 
early enough to allow reason­
able expectations of harvesting 
a crop can plant cotton acreage 
to non-allotment crops, includ­
ing soybeans, and still get both 
price support and acreage div­
ersion payments as If cotton had 
been planted.

Determining which of the two 
crops will be most profitable 
requires taking into consider­
ation a number of factors and 
relating each of these to spec­
ific ares and individual farm 
conditions.

The date after which pro­
ducers will be permitted to 
abandon cotton is set by county 
Agricultural stabilization and 
Conservation -eevice . oramitt- 
ees and varies from one loca­
tion to another. But in every 
case It Is necessary to secure 
prior ASCS approval be fo r  
planting soy beans If cotton pay ­
ments are not to be lost.

Some cotton leaders have ex­
pressed concern that too many 
producers will base decisions 
on conditions which prevailed

emphasis on feeding problems, 
Immunizations, physical exam­
inations and referrals for spec­
ial conditions.

During the course of the con­
ferences which have been held 
monthly, a number of crippling 
conditions, congenital heart 
problems, eye abnormalities, 
and severe anemias and other 
forms of malutrltlon have been 
found In this conference and 
gotten under proper treatment.

id discipline must fit the 
child -- his individuality, lus 
ige, his size, his build, his

inner emotions, one child can 
be spanked until he Is black and
blue, and yet he never bats an 
eye. Another dissolves In tears 
by merely raising your voice to 
him. Discipline must fit each 
child to be effective.

Discipline Is composed of 
three parts: the specific sit­
uation, the specific child, and 
the specific parents. No set of 
rules could possibly be devised 
that would apply to EVERY sit­
uation, EVERY child, and 
EVERY parent. It never has 
been done and It most likely 
will never be attempted. SO 
where are we now1'A ren ’ t there 
any concrete suggestions to help 
when disciplining young child­
ren ’

Yes, through modern re­
search into the behavior of 
children, through extensive 
studies done at such institutes 
as the M errill - Palmer In­
stitute for the Study of Child 
Development, and through ages 
and ages of trial and error --

experts have come upon certain 
methods which produce positive 
results In most children, most 
of the time. Call it "ch ild  
psychology" If you wish, but 
lt*s only another term which 
Is substituted for "good ole 
common horse-setyje."

Katherine Reed, In her book 
The Nursey School, lists sev­
eral guides to speech and act­
ion. How else do parents dis­
cipline children if not through 
either speech, action, or both’ 
Don’ t be skeptical until you 
have taken the time to think 
them through — as a parent 
and as a child. You’ ll find that 
in most cases It’ s "J es t good 
ole common horse-sense.’ ’

Mrst, state suggestions or 
directions to children In the 
positive rath«r than the nega­
tive. Using the negative "n o "  
and "don’ t "  will eventually lose 
It’ s effectiveness. It’ s like 
"hollering w o lf ’ --  If a parent 
shouts no at every little thing 
his child does, then some day

i when the situation is more ser­
ious, the child will Ignore his 
warning.

Every direction should be 
given In a positive form. For 

| example, Instead of saying
"Don’ t hit the window," say 

| "Throw  the ball over here." 
say "R ide  your tricycle around 
the bench," Instead of "D on 'l 
bump the bench." Or say "Take 
a bite of your dinner" Instead 
of "Don’ t play at the table."

By using this method of giving 
directions, the child can feel 
a sense of freedom -- while at 
the same time he Is performing 
under YOUR sets of limits.

Second, give a child a choice 
only when you Intend to leave 
the situation up to him. Par­
ents need to be careful to avoid 
offering children choices when 
they are not really willing to 
lei him decide the question.

How many times have you 
heard a mother say, "D o  you 
want to go home now"* and 
when the child replied, "n o ”  
she acts as though he were 
being disobedient because he 
did not answer the question In 
the way she wanted him to an­
swer 1L The best method would 
have been to say, " I t  Is time 
to go home now. You can come 
*galn and play another tim e."

Sometimes using «  question 
is only a habit of speaking.

But It’ s confusing snd frustrat­
ing to the ch ild  C holces are 
legitimate, with increasing 

i maturity one makes an increas­
ing number of choices; In (act, 
our society accepts the ability 
to make decisions as a basic 
development to maturity. Hut 
remember that once you give a 
child a choice, you must also 
accept the responsibility for 

| complying with the child’ s de­
cision.

Avoid shoutlngl Nobody, not 
an adult and certainly not child­
ren, Uke to be shouted at. But 
some parents seem to think 
that the louder they speak, the 
greater chance of controlling 
behavior. Well, ‘ taln't nec­
essarily so ." It may be nec­
essary to speak firm ly, but It 
la never necessary to raise 
one’ s vole*.

The most effective speech Is 
simple, and direct, and slow. 
If necessary, move closer to 
the child and speak quietly, face 
to (ace with him. The parent 
sets a pattern -- If you shout 
to them, don’ t be surprised if 
you find your child shouting 
back to you!

Another Important guide: Re­
direction la mosteffective when 
consistent with the child's mot­
ives or Interest. All of this 
really means that parents need 
to learn that In changing a

child's behavior, one should 
attempt to turn the child’ s at­
tention to an act which has equal 
value to him.

For example, when a child 
feels like climbing, he wants 
to climb -• not paint, or swing, 
or work puzsles. So If he Is 
climbing In z dzngvrous place 
simply find a place when he 
can climb. Or If a child la 
throwing sand In a playmate’ s 
hair •- simply tell him that his 

| friend is not happy, and then 
suggest that If h* feels like 
throwing something he should 
find his ball! Redirection should 
help s chlldface his problems 
by showing him how It can be 
met, not by diverting him.

Give the child the minimum 
j  of help in order that he may 

have the maximum chance to 
grow In Independence. Giving 
the minimum help may mean 
showing a child how to get a 
block or box to climb on when 
he wants to reach something, 
rather than his parents reach- 

I lng for him.
It can also meen giving him 

time enough to work out pro­
blems rather than stepping in 
and solving It for him. When 
offering help that a child truly 
needs, be sure to be friendly 
about It. Confidence In self Is 
based upon foundation at trust 
In others and a feeling of being

valued by others. When child­
ren ask for help, parents should 
listen to his request and an­
swer It In a way which >ill 
make him less afraid of being 
helpless and dependent, one,, 
a parent falls Into the habit 
at doing everything for Jschild 
— It la a real chore to get 
back on the right road without 
frustrating the child.

Lim its should always be 
clearly defined and consistently 
maintained. There must always 
be lim its beyond which a young 
child can not be allowed to go. 
The important thing la to be 
sure that the limits set ate 
necessary and that they are 
clearly defined. Much of the 
difficulty between adults and 
children which Is labeled "d is ­
cipline’ * exists because of con­
fusion about what the limits 
really are.

For example, many parents 
will say, "don’ t play in th. 
Street.’ ’ When really what they 
meant was, "Stay tn your 
yard ." One of the moat com­
mon faults of parents Is that 
of using too many worda, of 
giving two or three directions 
when one would have been suf­
fic ien t Children eventually de­
velop a protective "deafness" 
to too many words.

Disciplining a child Is a dif­
ficult thing for all parents.
