Taxation Filing
Deadline Nears

Property owners have until
April 30 to render their pro-
perty for taxation at the county
tax office Iin Lubbock or the
Drewry Insurance office here
and apply for a residence home-
stead exemption for 1968, When
filing it is necessary for you
to report your lot and block
number,

Under provisions of the Tex-
as Constitution, a property own-
er may claim up to $3,000 of
the valuation for tax purposes
of a residence homestead as an
exemption from state property
taxes, The exemption does not
apply to county or special dis-
trict taxes, Russell S, Hardin,
county tax assessor - collector,
sald,

The rendition for taxation and
the application for the home-
stead exemption must be made
each year by the property own-
er himself, This applies to per-
sons who pay thelir taxes as
part of their monthly payments

to a loan agency as well as
to persons whose homes are
free of debt,

‘“Banks or loan agencies car
pay the taxes on a plece of
property on which they hold a
mortgage and add the taxes to
the monthly payments, but they
cannot render the property for
taxation or make an application
for a homestead exemption,
““Only the owner can do that,”
Hardin sald,

He also pointed out that a
property owner, by applying for
the homestead exemption, can
save up to $14,.10 on the maxi-
mum $3,000 exemption at the
present state property tax rate
of 47 cents of each $1 of
valuation,
