The school district last week 
Invited term owners to meet 
with school officials and tax 
appraisers and discuss the fo r ­
mula for valuatlng irrigated 
land. No formal action has been 
announced In connection with 
the sessions, but the matter 
may have come up tn the Wed­
nesday night meeting.

The new appraisal and reval­
uation program was a Joint ven­

ture by the school district and 
the City of Slaton. The pro­
gram became controversial to 
many taxpayers when they re­
ceived notices on the new val­
uations for assessment.

The school boerd last week 
authorized the issuance of two 
news releases which spelled 

'’out the financial needs of the 
school district, and listed fac­
tors leading to the rising oper­
ational costs.

Mayor Clarifies 
Weed Situation

In response to a report that 
several city residents were 
wanting the City of Slaton to 
do something about weeds In 
the community, Mayor Jonas 
Cain said Wednesday the city 
was "m oving as fast as poss­
ible”  to control the problem.

The mayor reported tliat the 
city has three mowers at work 
on cutting weeds on streets, 
alleys and City property. He 
pointed out tint the City can­
not mow weeds on private pro­
perty without a request from 
the property owner. The city 
charges a small fee for cutting 
the weeds.

Cain further added that the 
City has a policy of not loaning 
equipment for private use. He 
added that the rain tad slowed 
the city crews In getting to 
weeds in some areas.

By city ordinance, the City 
can cut weeds on private pro­
perty If It Is deemed necess­
ary for * public health and wel­
fare.' Under tMs situation, the 
property owner is hilled for 
the mowing fee and a lien placed 
against the property if he re­
fuses to pay.

Uranium Leases

Interest In G sru  county's
uranium future took another 
big Jump last week with the 
filing in the courthouse at Post 
of six mining leases by the 
Kerr-McGee Corporation.

About 3,718 acres were In­
cluded tn the leases, according 
to a report from The Post 
Dispatch.

The new groupof leases In toe 
extreme northwest corner of 
Garza County Is Just east of 
some 12,000 to 15,000 acres 
wMch the corporation leased in 
the Gordon - Southland area in 
the spring of 1967.

Since that time, there were 
reports the company sought 
other mining leases into eastern 
Lubbock County and to have 
made lease offers in at least 
one other Garza County area.

The six leases were toe first 
to be put or record In Garza 
County by the Oklahoma firm, 
one of the recognized leaders 
In the uranium mining Industry. 
An official of the company was 
quoted last spring as saying It 
might take several years to de­
termine whether to undertake a 
mining project in this area.

Long Distance 
Phone Rates 
Reduced Again

A T lT  has announced, effect­
ive August 1, a reduction In 
long distance rates for Inter­
state calls covering distances 
greater than 506 miles.

The latest reductions will 
lower rates for station-to • 
station daytime calls, placed 
between 7 a.m. and 5 p.tn. Mon­
day through Friday, from 3 to 
10 cents for the first three 
minutes.

"T h is  rate reduction will 
save customers approximately 
$20 million annually," said 
Lynn Morrison, manager for 
Southwestern BeU Telephone 
Company.

Only last November, ATaT 
reduced Interstate rates by $100 
million annually.

"Since World Warn, the con­
sumer price Index has risen 
77 per cent," Morrison pointed 
out. • That means, in bread- 
and-butter terms, that whatever 
cost 20 cents in 1945 now costs 
35 cents today.

"But the bread-and-butter at 
communications -•- long dist­
ance telephone service— today 
costs about half as much as It 
did In 1945, thanks to this 23rd 
reduction in rates since coast- 
to - coast service began In 
1915."

Morrison noted that In 1915, 
when It was first possible to 
call from New York to Los 
Angeles, It coat $20.70, After 
world war II, the coat was $4.

"Under the new rates, a 
three-minute call from New 
York to Los Angeles on day­
time, station - to - station 
rates will be $1.70," Morrison 
pointed out

"A lread y ," tie noted, "cu s­
tomers can call Interstate sta- 
tlon-to-station anywhere In the 
U. S. between 7 p.m. and 7 
a.m. weeknlghts and all day on 
weekends for $1 or less ."

39 Accidents 
During Month
The Texas Highway Patrol 

Investigated 39 accidents on 
rural highways In Lubbock 
County during the month of 
June, according to Sgt. O. C, 
Guthrie, Highway Patrol super­
visor at this area.

These crashes resulted In 
four persons killed, 26 persons 
injured, and an estimated pro­
perty damage of $44,025.

The rural traffic accident 
summary for this county during 
the first six months of 1968 
shows a total of 213 accidents 
nine persons killed, 111 per­
sons Injured, and an estimated 
property damage ot $182,849.

"During the first six months 
of 1988 In Texas there were 
1472 traffic deaths, or four less 
as compared to the 1476 traf­
fic deaths for the same period 
of 1967," the sergeant stated. 
However, If past trends continue 
the last six months will pro­
bably raise the 1968 total to one 
percent over the 1967 total at 
3,367 deaths.

The sergeant also stated that 
a training school tor 120 new 
patrolmen with the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety will 
start July 30.

Ag Training
The vocational agriculture 

department of Slaton High 
School will be one of approxi­
mately 40 vocational agri­
culture departments tn Texas 
that are redlstrtctlng or Ini­
tiating aew units In Cooperative 
Part - time training In vocat­
ional agriculture during the 
1068-69 school year. This will 
bring the total to approximately 
150 ag departments In Texas 
offering this type of training 
which will be In Its fourth 
year of operation.

The high school program of 
vocational agriculture educa­
tion la designed to meet the 
needs of youth who plan to en­
ter farming, ranching, or other 
agricultural operations. The 
cooperative part - time train­
ing courses provide Instruct­
ions for high school students 
who lave an Interest In and a 
vocational need for becoming 
established In an off - farm 
agricultural occupation. It la 
also designed to provide tech­
nical Instruction, o n - t h e -  
job training and work exper­
ience for high school vocational 
ag students preparing to enter 
employment In agricultural oc­
cupations.

Students spend one hour in 
class each school day to rec­
eive Instruction In the occup­
ations for which they are train­
ing and three consecutive hours 
each school day at training 
stations In order to learn the 
occupations. Training stations 
are agricultural businesses In 
the community that are cooper­
ating with the local school In 
training students by providing 
work experience necessary to 
become competent employees.

Paul Johnson, vocational ag­
riculture teacher In Slaton High 
School, will conduct this phase 
of the program and he recently 
attended a work - shop In Austin 
conducted by the Texas Educa­
tion Agency under direction of 
George Hurt, Director of Agri­
cultural Education, Texas Ed­
ucation Agency. The purpose 
of the workshop Is to provide 
the vocational ag teacher with 
training in organising and con­
ducting the cooperative part- 
time program In off-farm  ag­
ricultural occupations.
