Shooting Coses, 

One Man Dies
Two shooting Incidents in 

southeast Staton — one result­
ing In the death of leavee 
Cox — were under investigation 
by the Staton Police Depart­
ment this week, snd charges 
were expected to be filed In one 
case Wednesday.

Police CMef waiter Head re­
ported Wednesday that a sus­
pect tad signed a statement 
in connection with the shooting 
of Cox, and that the statement 
would be presented to the dist­
rict attorney's office for re­
view and possible charges.

Cox was shot and killed In 
front of the Twin Gables on 
Now Mexico street in the early 
hours Saturday morning. Two 
other persons--Raymond Ham­
ilton and Hattie Jackson of Lub­
bock • • were wounded in the 
shooting incldooL Cox was re ­
portedly shot four times In the 
left side.

Police were still invest!gat­
ing another shooting In front 
of Pauline's Plaoe onNew Mex­
ico street early Sunday morn­
ing. w illie Louis Thomas sus­
tained three gunshot wounds In 
the chest, arm snd side.

Police mada 10 Jail arrests 
the past week snd issued 14 
traffic violation ticket#.

Humors were flying around
ttie city this week that Santa 
Fa Railway was going to “ close 
down Its divisional point”  In 
Staton, but supL J. P. Spears 
stated Tuesday that “ there ta 
no truth to this story.”

hollowing Is the text of Sen. 
Blanchard's mws release:

“ 1 believe the 61st session 
of the Legislature In Austin 
has done a great deal toward 
the education of the public as to 
the need for citizen participa­
tion and Interest in our legis­
lative actions.

"W e have made progress in 
developing understanding for 
the need to take decisive steps 
to solve the water problem in 
Texas through concerted citi­
zen effort on a state water plan. 
1 believe the Senate Is complete­
ly aware of the necessity for 
continued action toward a long- 
range plan to help our area of 
Texas and all areas needing 
more water now and in the 
future.

We have 
bad a say-so In most issues 
and we have been represented 
In all Issues by at least ex­
pression of our needs.

I have sponsored legislation 
Improving benefits for firemen, 
1 have taken all possible steps 
to sponsor legislation to Im­
prove administration and new 
facilities for Texas Tech in 
Lubbock. I am grateful to mem­
bers of the senate who actually 
aided me In passing the bill to 
establish the medical school at 
Texas Tech this session. This 
MU was a near casualty in the 
Senate and 1 believe the friend­
ship expressed by some of my 
fellow members did more to 
passing this MU than any other 
single factor that waa Involved 
in the final creation of the 
medical school. Before t  gov­
ernor ever has a chance to 
sign a MU into law, there has 
to be this aye vote in the Sen­
ate to send It to the governor’ s 
office.

“ Important in Senate action 
also was the passing of a bill 
to create an upper level de­
gree - granting I'M vers lty of 
Texas Permian Basin coUege 
In the MldLand-ixtossa area.

" I  am proud of the counties 
In my District that are in­
terested In Permian Basin act­
ion and 1 think that West Texas 
Is going to show the rest of 
the state how w«U it can use 
these new facilities that have

been created tor our area.
“ I expect It wlU be quite 

awhile before we can thorough­
ly determine the total accom­
plishments of the 61st session. 
But, right now I can teU you 
that aU of our part of the state 
has come to the forefront and 
that we are respected and we 
are going to get what Is due 
us.

Tertodontal disease usually 
start with gingivitis, or Infla­
mmation of the gums. Bleed­
ing Is a frequent symptom. 
Bleeding gums may be shrugged 
off as a fairly oommon oc­
currence. But dentists point out 
that this Is a symptom calling 
tor attention.

Bleeding gums grow pro­
gressively worse If untreated, 
aa a general rule, and lend 
to more serious involvement.

The gums, which ordinarily 
hug the tooth like the collar 
of a turtle neck sweater begin 
to fall away. Debris then works 
itself down into the pocket form ­
ed between gum and tooth. This 
leads to periodontitis with in­
flammation extending deeper 
Into the tissues.

As disease progresses, pus 
pockets form and the springy, 
hammock-like tissue or per­
iodontal membrane is destroy­
ed.

F inally, the root la affected 
and the tooth becomes loose. 
By this time, the possibility 
of saving the tooth la slim.

To keep your own teeth, 
develop a strong pattern of 
dental care, punctuated by pro 
per brushing after every meal 
or snack. Most troubles are 
caused by the formation of add 
In the mouth, usually within 20 
minutes after eating. If you 
can’ t brush, a drink of water 
swished around inside the mouth 
wit] help allay the formation 
of add. Hegular checkups from 
your dentist also will help In­
sure healthy teeth and gums 
throughout a lifetime.
