Rain reports in Slaton ranged
from ,75 of an inch to about
1.5 inches, Some areas west
and southwest of the city re-
ported only small amounts of
rainfall, Lanny Swanner, just
southeast of town, reported al-
most 2 inches while little mols-
ture was recorded further
south,

Francis Grabber, 3.5 miles
west of Slaton, reported about

I Inches of rainfall, with some
farmers in that area recording
from 2 to 2,25 inches of mois-
