A long dry spell ended in
Slaton Sunday evening and Mon-
day morning, but the rainfall
was neither general enough or
heavy enough to suit most re.
sidents,

The molisture was termed
“too late” by some farmers,
but it was not enough to hurt
anything, The rains measured
up to an inch southwest of town
to slightly more than .25 of
an inch in Slaton,

Wilfred Kitten reported about
an inch on his farm southwest
of Slaton, but he said there
was only a trace a mile away,
The “strip” of rain showers
apparently moved to the north-
east, passing over Slaton, Little
rain was reported just south
of the city.

The shower activity started
Sunday evening and lasted only
a brief period before coming
again Monday morning early,
No hail or high winds were
reported in this area, Lubbock
recorded an inch of rain with
some light hail, It was the first
heavy rain since the May 11
tornado in Lubbock,

Slaton’s crop prospects con-
tinued to look good this week,
especially the irrigated cotton,
Several farmers probably had
enough cotton open to reap a
bale this week, but the area’s
first bale of cotton had not yet
appeared, First bale last year
was ginned on Aug. 27, and the
second bale came on Sept, 4,

If the weather continues to
cooperate, some farm obser-
vers are predicting that irrig-
ated cotton will yleld about
1.5 to 1,75 bales peracre, They
also noted that crops appear
real good north of town this

The good tax folks pride
themselves on having most
American taxpayers voluntar-
lly comply with the law. IRS
has a lot of proof that most
Americans are fairly honest
and law-abiding — at least in
Federal tax matters.

However, in spite of all the
talk about voluntary compli-
ance, there is another side.
A few thoroughly screened tax
fraud or tax evasion cases
are selected each year for the
thorough type of investigation
required of the Government
in making a case that will
send a tax cheater to jalil.
During the pest six months,
the court records show that
the United States Attorney and
the Intermal Revenue Special
Agents who Investigate tax
cases, took nine taxpayers to
court. These taxpayers In-
cluded an attorney, two truck

| owners and operators,a sales-
man, two manufacturers, a
TV repalrman, a Saving and
Loan Association Vice Pres-
ident, and a used car dealer.
Six were charged with filing
false Income tax returns, two
were charged with not filing
