Mrs Conner came to 
Slaton. June 10. 1*410. the 
day the Slaton townsite was 
sold She came from Lub 
bock with her widowed 
mother and a brother and 
sister. Her mother was Mrs 
Ida Champion, who kept 
boarders. They had p re­
viously lived in Plain view, 
then Lubbock, originally 
from Wise County where 
she was born Nov 6 , 1844 
Her mother died in I *MM 
and her sister and brother 
have died since.

Her first home in Slalon 
was located on two lots 
behind the Harvey House in 
a half board and the top 
part a tent; a little later 
they moved into a long, 
two-room house

Mrs. Conner started 
school in Slaton's first 
school which was one room 
with some curtains for 
dividers I he Methodist

Engraving Pen Is Tool 
For Operation ID Plan

An electric engraving pen 
is the only tool you need to 
participate in the Slaton 
Police Department's Opera­
tion Identification Program. 
Operation Identification is a 
program designed to pre­
vent burglaries by marking 
property. To deter burglars, 
valuables are permanently 
engraved with a traceable 
number— driver 's  license 
numbers arc preferable— 
and the owner displays 
warning decals outside his 
home or business.

Crime Prevention Officers 
Joe Hester and Mike Whit- 
lev of Slaton Police Depart­
ment said, "the engraver is 
very easy and vafe to use. 
You follow a few basic steps 
of operation It works from 
any standard 110  volt elec­
trical outlet Steps for its 
use are simple."

Before operating the 
machine, be sure hands art- 
dry and work area is well 
ligF.tcd. clear of debris and 
steady

Quickly get the feel of the 
engraver by writing your 
name a few times on a piece 
of scrap material. There’ s 
no need to press dow n on

the engraver— just move 
your hand slowly and 
easily— let the vibrating 
point do the work.

Tile knob on the end of 
the engraver controls the 
depth o f the cut and, 
therefore, the width of the 
line being marked. Turning 
the knob counter clockwise 
will lengthen the stroke and 
widen the mark

The use of the engraver 
to mark all items with the 
owner's Texas driver's li­
cense number makes stolen 
properly harder to " fen ce " 
and. thus, less likely to be 
stolen.

The identification pro­
gram also helps law en­
forcement agencies nation­
wide return recovered pro­
perty to its rightful owner.

"The more property that 
gets marked here, the fewer 
burglaries and thefts we are 
going to h a v e ."  Crim e 
Prevention Officer Joe Hes­
ter and Mike Whitley said.

Engravers can be checked 
out free from the Slaton 
Police Department.
