"How many of you read your Bibles?” and that when her 
daughter and some others did not raise their hands, they 
were told that "you ought to."

Board member J. Marlin Basinger also asked if giving 
the pupils a choice of taking part or not would satisfy her, 
and she said no. claiming that "the children are a captive 
audience. Would you approve if a Jewish rabbi were 
permuted to come into the classroom and instruct your 
children? I'm not against religion; that's not the issue. The 
issue is a matter of separation of church and state."

Basinger questioned whether presentation of the 
Christmas and Faster stories could be considered 
instruction Both he and member Skip Tumlinson indicated 
a belief that those pupils who do enjoy the Christmas and 
Faster programs should have the right to see them, 
jirovided their presentation in the schools is legal. They did 
agree, however, that Mrs Blakeley’s child and any others 
who do not wish to attend should be given that option.

Al one jxnnt Mrs. Blakeley asked board member Pete

Williams if he believed everyone should be a Christian. “ I 
certainly do.” Williams replied.

ton participate in a federally 
subsidized flood insurance 
program.

In a survey made by 
government officials, ten 
areas of Slaton have been 
designated as flood prone 
areas. These low lying areas 
are located n e it to play 
lakes, and flood waters have 
gotten a t high as front 
doorsteps in some of the 
areas.

Reaves said the govern­
ment instigated the program 
in 1*468 By subsidizing 
flood insurance, the govern­
ment reasoned they could 
save on disaster funds when 
floods did occur. In the 10 
areas in Slaton designated 
as flood prone, there are 
approsimately 170 residenc­
es. 500 people and 400 
acres involved.

Reaves said compliance 
with the program would be 
easy to do. The city would 
have to furnish copies of 
their building code and 
drainage reports, and an 
application would have to be 
made.

Reaves told the Commis­
sion that if the city did not 
participate, no federal mon­
ey could be spent in these 
areas. "That means no FHA 
money." said Reaves. "In 
fact. I can't think of any 
kind of money that could be 
spent there. A homeowner 
couldn't even get a title II 
loan to build a fence."

Both Citizens State Bank 
and the Slaton Savings and 
Loan have urged the Com­
mission to join the program 
The commissioners decided 
to "study the matter fur 
ther" and they put off any 
action. According to Reaves.

Guadalupe Mountains 
Park Drawing Crowds

CARLSBAD. N M — The 
gigantic limestone reef bolts 
toward the clean West 
Texas skv from the brown 
desert. One can see green 
conifer trees riding the 
uppermost crests and. in 
season, see snow caulked in 
deep fissures. The sight is 
breathtaking.

It is Guadalupe Moun­
tains National Park, a com­
bination of mountain and 
forest located between 
Carlsbad and El Paso. It is 
one of the nation's newest 
national parks and offers 
visual delights not available 
anywhere else in the world.

The core of the park is 
the southern point of the 
Guadalupe Mountains from 
the New Mexico state line 
into West Texas. The range 
continues north to the park, 
but is lower and less 
dramatic.

Resemble* “ V”
Rising from the surround­

ing desert floor, the Perm­
ian marine limestone reef is 
one of the most extensive 
and significant fossil reefs 
in the world. It resembles a 
huge "V" pointing south. 
At the point of the "V" is 
Ell Capttan Mountain, which 
with its vheer 1,000 foot 
cliffs, is visible for over 50 
miles.

Directly north of El Capi- 
tan. rising from a base of 
absuit 4,000 feet to a height 
of 8.751 feet above sea 
level, is Guadalupe Peak, 
the highest point in Texas.

Placed between the arms 
of the "V" are two other 
major features: a pine- 
covered highland, including 
the bowl, and deep-cut 
McKittnck Canyon. These 
views are hidden from 
motorists driving U.S. High­
way 62 180.

National Park Service offi 
cialv vay climatic differences 
within the park "are re­
markable " ,  Summer tem ­
peratures can be hot at 
lower elevations while the

highlands and moist can­
yons arc cool bv contrast.

Easiest To Reach
The most accessible area 

for tourists is McKittrick 
Canyon. Steep sided and 
narrow, both north and 
south McKittnck Canyons 
contain streams and com­
munities of hardwood and 
pines.

While the area's wildlife 
once included desert big 
horn sheep, wolves and 
Harlequin quail, park ex­
perts say the region still 
contains an abundance of 
mule deer, black bear, 
mountain lions and eagles

The canyon contains an 
unusual mixture of both 
mountain and desert plants, 
including alligator jumper, 
agave, votol, Texas walnut, 
madrone. bigtooth maple, 
ponderosa pine, resole 
brush and cholla.

pressure buildup Inside the 
can, thereby avoiding a rupture 
and spillage A Listed safety 
can also cannot be filled to the 
brim This feature is particu­
larly important in hot weather, 
when the gasoline must have 
room within the can for ex­
pansion

PHOENIX — Cottonseed 
has potential for much 
greater use in the food 
industry as the result of 
new developments already 
commercialized, according to 
National Cotton Council 
President C. L. Denton Jr.

While oil from the seed 
has been one of the top 
quality vegetable oils in 
American diets for more 
than a century. Denton says 
the cotton industry now 
appears to be on the verge 
of seeing a significant pan 
of its meal also going 
directly into human food 
products and greatly in­
creasing their protein con­
tent.

He explained that this is 
possible through the use of 
glandless seed or by remo­
val of the gossypol-contain­
ing gland of other cotton­
seed. The Council president 
praised members of the 
National Cottonseed Pro­
ducts Association at their 
meeting here recently for 
leadership in these efforts 
and said the move would 
become increasingly impor­
tant to the entire cotton 
industry.

No school district in Texas would be required to 
increase local taxes to pay for any part of my plan 
except those wealthier districts which would need to 
increase their effort to provide for any teacher salary 
increase approved by the legislature.

The time has come to substantially equalize 
educational opportunities and taxpayer efforts in the 
slate system of public education If we do not. I can 
assure you that the courts will We have as choices a 
legislative solution or a court ordered solution. I 
prefer — and think the vast majority of Texans prefer 
— legislative action now It can be done in this 
regular session of the legislature, within available 
state revenues and without new taxes.

It is my feeling that the citizens served by your 
newspaper should have the above information and I 
would appreciate your making it available as won aa 
practical.
