Tax Board Hikes 
SWPS Valuation

Southwestern Public Ser­
vice Company's request to 
have the valuation of Jones 
Plant lowered for the pur­
pose o f computing Slaton 
school taxes was turned 
down by the board o f tax 
equalization of the district 
Tuesday night.

The tax board, after 
meeting with the hoard of 
education of the Slaton 
Independent School District, 
voted to put ihe SWPS 
property on the tax roll at 
$34,968,440. about VJ mil­
lion more than the figurc 
the company had rendered.

The figure takes into 
consideration a b2 per cent 
lifetime depreciation factor 
applied to industries, so is 
quilc a bit less than Ihe 
actual value of the plant, 
according to Tax Assessor 
Fdwin Knight

The equalization hoard's

final figure on the Jones 
Station plant actually was 
about $3,000 higher than 
the figure at which Knight
had assessed the property, 
The board explained their 
action bv comment that the 
land on which the plan! is 
built should be valued, in 
iheir opinion, as industrial 
property rather than as 
ranch land as it has been 
assessed in the past

SWPS officials Wednes­
day gave no indication as to 
whether they would appeal 
Ihe assessment through le­
gal channels.

No lax rate has been set 
for the coming year, but the 
school hoard is scheduled to 
set the tax rate and also 
conduct the official public 
hearing on the budget at 
the next meeting o f the

For Physician Education

Last Tuesday's meeting of 
the Bicentennial Committee 
began with acknow ledge­
ment o f letters from Sen.

Alcoholism has been cal 
led ‘ ‘ nobody’* disease.’ ’ It 
belongs to no particular 
medical specialty and often 
i* denied by the public 
because of the social stigma 
attached.

But an increasing aware 
ness o f the widespread 
public health implications of 
alcohol and related drug 
abuse have caused the 
Texas Tech University 
School o f M edicine 
(TTU S M I to develop a 
program to cd 'cate physi­
cians about this disease

TTU SM 's  educational 
program, one of the few in 
the country to involve me­
dical students and residents 
in the direct treatment of 
alcoholics, was begun in 
l**7J in the Department of 
Psychiatry under grants 
from the Texas Commission 
on Alcoholism and through 
the National Institutes of 
Health Career Teacher Pro 
gram

Dean G eorge Tyner, a 
professor in Psychiatry, i- 
nititated the program be­
cause he considers alcohol 
ism to be "probably the 
most serious disease the 
nation faces." Some experts 
estimate that in the U.S. 
population of approximately 
200 m illion, nine million 
people are alcoholics Dr 
Tyner said predict tons are 
that 10 per cent of other 
persons who now use alco­
hol will develop the disease. 
He said, “ among health 
care workers the incidence 
is even higher."

Although niovt people are 
aware of alcohol's addictive 
properties, few realize that 
certain drugs can cause the 
same type of dependency, 
but without side e ffects  
such as liver disease.

"That...goes back to the 
defin ition o f a lcoh o lism ." 
Dr. Tvncr explained " A l ­
coholism is a disease asso­
ciated with the repetitious, 
compulsive ingestion of any 
sedative compound, the 
ch ie f one o f which is 
alcohol, to the point o f 
interfering with function." 
He emphasized that this 
state can be caused bv any 
number of different seda­
tives, or tranquilizers, as 
well as alcohol. “ The word 
'alcoholism * is a m isno­
m er." he said.

Dr. Tyner noted that 
persons having the closest 
working relationship with 
sedative drugs are in the 
health and allied health 
fie lds However, although 
the problem of alcoholism 
has been recognized for 
several years, until recently 
no formal medical training 
in the treatment o f the 
disease was available. He 
said that the stigma attach­
ed to the disease often 
cause both the public and 
the medical profession to 
ignore it.

In an effort to recognize 
and legitimize the disease 
among medical p ro fessio ­
nals. Dr Tyner decided that 
the best way to prevent the 
problem was to educate 
phvstcians during their me 
dical training and in conti­
nuing education.

From this proposal grew a 
training program in addic­
tive disorders for both 
undergraduate medical stu­
dents and residents Stu­
dents are assigned to pa­
tients and actively partici­
pate in diagnosing and 
treating the disease. They 
do physical and psychiatric 
evaluations and. cooperating 
with members of the psy­
chiatric staff, follow their 
patients through various 
stages of treatment

Another phase o f the 
training Involves attending 
seminars on the principles 
of diagnosis and treatment

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New Low Crocks Down On Uninsured Drivers
Uninsured motorists in 

voived in traffic aividcnh 
resulting in death, personal 
injury or properly damage 
in excess of $250 mav be 
subject to suspension of 
their driving privileges and 
vehicle registrations under a 
revision to the Texas Safety 
Jtcsponvibility Law

Col. Wilson T- Speir, 
director of the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety, 
said the new law — which 
was enacted during the 
recent Legislative session — 
requires DPS to evaluate 
traffic accidents (meeting 
the above criteria ot sen 
ousness) to determine if 
ihere is a ’ reasonable 
probability of judgement'' 
against one or more ot the 
drivers

If such a finding is made, 
and if the driver or owner 
has no liabiliiv insurance 
meeting the stale’s mini 
mum requirement, then the 
DPS must require the un 
insured motorist believed at 
fault to satisfy the security 
provisions ot the law This 
may be done in the follow 
mg wavs.

By submitting a written 
release signed by the other 
damaged parties

By tiling an installment 
agreement made with the 
other damaged parties in 
solved.

Bv depositing security in 
a sufficient amount to take 
care ot damages sustained 
by others and maintain proof 
of financial responsibility for 
a period of five years from 
the dale of the accident.

Bv filing copies of civil 
damage judgement obtained 
aginst other parties involved 
in the accident, or a 
judgement of non liability.

When the security prost 
sums of ihe law are not 
satisfied by the uninsured 
owners and operators, and 
the DPS determines there is 
‘ ‘a reasonabfe probability of 
judgement" against such 
persons, the follow mg pro­
visions of the law become 
applicable'

A written notice of future 
driver license and motor 
vehicle registration suspen 
sum must be forwarded to

such persons by certified 
mail Such a notice will 
advise that a hearing will be 
granted upon request

lipon receipt of a request 
fi>r a hearing, the DPS will
notify the persons request 
log same to appear before 
the traffic court judge in 
their precinct of residence.
and it will become the 
responsibility of the traffic 
court judge to determine 
whether or not Ihere is "a
reasonable probability of 
judgement' and. if so. the 
amount of security to be
deposited wuh DPS bv the 
uninsured person*.

Am susjsension invoked 
bv ihe DPS in motor vehicle 
accident cases of this type 
will be staved by a request 
lor hearing until such time 
as the matter is finally 
resolved through adminis­
trative hearing or the 
courts

Speir said the new law 
was enacted 10 enable Texas 
to complv with a US 
Supreme Court decision.

The decision had invalidated 
portions of Ihe previous 
lexas Safely Responsibility 
law because of a lack 
of "due process" provisions 
in the old law

Speir said the new law 
was signed bv the Governor 
on June 20. and uninsured 
motorists involved in ac­
cidents since June 21 can be 
affected by Us provisions.

Populations of chemically 
resistant greenbugs are 
building rapidly and spread­
ing throughout the Tesas 
and Fastern New Mcsico 
plains regions, threatening 
serious economic injury, ac­
cording to area entomolo­
gist*

The problem has rapidly 
intensified because the bugs 
are developing resistance lo 
Thiamet. leaving only two 
chemicals which are gener­
ally effective.

Jack King, research direc­
tor of Grain Sorghum Pro­
ducers Association and the 
Tesas Grain Sorghum Pro 
ducers Board, said Thiamet 
is "getting only fair control 
in some places and virtually 
no control in others, and the 
resistance is continuing to 
spread"

"Parathion and Dia/inon 
are still holding but there 
are repons that resistance is 
beginning to develop in 
both." King said. "And the 
kill time is longer on all 
three chemicals, in some 
cases up lo three days"

King advised against fly-

ing chemical controls for 
corn leaf aphids at this 
time "They (aphids) will 
probably leave the fields as 
soon as Ihe sorghum stam  
to head and what remains 
will be killed with the 
greenbug controls."

A farmer with developing 
greenbug problems should 
contact his local applicator 
for information about what 
chemicals are proving bene­
ficial in his area. King 
points out that timing is 
vital and that farmers should 
avoid spraying too early. He 
adds that in most cases, the 
label rates should be used

"When using Parathion, 
a rale of 1/4 pound per acre 
active ingredient is advised 
in good weather or 1/3 
pound per acre if the 
weather is less than ideal." 
King sugests.

King urged farmers who 
use Parathion and Diarinon 
hut do not get satisfactory 
results to contact him un 
mediately at GSPA-TGSPB 
offices.

On a recent afternoon in 
t eniral Texas, the weather 
turned vicious. Suddenly out

tial rains — and with it, 
lightening, hail bigger than

What might have been a 
peaceful Memorial Day 
weekend turned into a mess 
for many home and busi­
ness owners All the repons 
ir e  not in, but property 
losses will run into the 
millions.

This experience could ap 
plv anywhere in Texas — al
any time. It just so hap­
pened that it was in 
Austin

For example, one indivi­
dual in Austin had his 
mobile home blown five  
feet, causing damage, in­
convenience and expense. 
He couldn't find his com­
plete insurance policy, and 
didn’t know the name o f his 
agent. How could he find 
out about coverage?

Not surprisingly. after the 
storm passed, then came 
question* about recovery 
and about insurance How 
d<> I gel flood insurance? 
Why isn't damage from 
flooding covered in my 
regular insurance? Where 
do I find my insurance 
company to report the loss? 
Arc materials used to pre 
vent further damage cover­
ed bv invurance'’

It's not surprising the 
questions came after the 
fact because, according io 
the Texas Office of the 
Invurance Information Insti­
tute. it sometimes takes a 
serious, unexpected loss to 
gel people's attention Some 
people just won't plan 
ahead or look after their 
own interests; others maybe 
haven't even thought about 
a catastrophe happening lo 
them.

(Juestions Raised
Fads about flood insur­

ance in Austin, for instance, 
had been fairly well report­
ed as it had just become 
available in recent weeks. 
Still there were questions. 
Often people assume flood 
damage is covered in their 
standard policies — it is 
not. and it requires a 
special policy.

The Tesas climate has 
vimethmg to offer for all 
who seek recreating pur 
suits — from seashores and 
lakes to rorests and rugged

mountains
In most cases, summer 

recreation is associated with 
water for swimming, boat­
ing. water skiing and fish­
ing While great for recre 
attain, water poses a serious 
threat to the safety of young 
and old alike

Last vear. for example. 
’ 25 persons drowned in 
water-related accidents in 
Tesas. according to Parks 
and W ild life  Department 
figures

Swimming accidents took 
the largest toll —  211 
persons Close behind were 
fishing accidents, account­
ing for 10b deaths And 
boating, sailing, skiing and 
canoeing had a combined 
toll of 54 deaths

Not all of these drownings
involved swimmers and 
boaters.

In far too many cases 
individuals fell from a place 
of presumed safety — such 
as a dock or river hank — 
into the water and drowned

Children are most sus­
ceptible to this type of 
accident A good safety 
rule is to put a life jacket on 
every child plavmg near the 
water — just in case of a 
sudden, unplanned dip All 
boaters should wear life 
preservers for the same

Alwavs swim in marked 
areas if possible, and never 
swim atone If you get into 
trouble, vour companion can 
toss you a life jacket or 
rope, or exiend you a pole 
to help you reach safety. 
Never swim when chillled. 
overtired or overheated

Slav out of or off the 
water if a thunderstorm 
threatens. Rough water and 
lightning take their toll.

Always supervise small 
children constantly. They 
need your protection It only 
takes seconds for a tragedy
to occur.

If you're a boater, make 
certain vour boat is in 
perfect shape and meets 
state and safely regulations 
— which includes having a 
(oast Guard approved flo­
tation device on board for 
each perwn It's a life-sav­
ing practice to be wearing a 
flotation device. If your boat 
should capsize, it's a good 
idea to stay with it — 
chances are that it will float, 
vavs the Department o f 
Health Resources.
