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THE NEED FOR HOUSING
A  persistent major problem in the American economy—  

•ltd one that is bound to be of great and perhaps even growing 
Importance A  the population grows— is that of providing ade­
quate housing Construction of dwelling units, houses and 
apartments, has fallen off this year although the number of 
people who need to be housed is rising There is a notable lag 
between home construction and population growth

There are numerous reasons for this Many observers 
believe that the terms and availability of financtng comprise 
the dominant reason That may well be. but there are other 
factors that should not be neglected

For one thing, the cost of materials and labor for construc­
tion is so high that the price of new housing is beyond the 
ranch of many faaulies Though a vigorous demand for housing 
continues to be unsatisfied, there is a dwindling effective 
¿■■Band— that is. desire backed up by the ability to pay Even 
in m any cases where actual ability to pay is not ui question, 
there is a great deal of buyer resistance to the high cost of 
housing

Although some increase in efficiency has reduced the 
impact of high construction costs, relatively little has been 
done along this line There has not been any great surge to 
develop better, more efficient building methods and cheaper 
materials Little has been done to adapt low-cost housing to the 
American scene Many thousands of dwelling units are built 
■lowly and without an alert eye to the means of holding down 
the cost.

A ll this is a challenge to the housing construction indus 
try. Easier credit may be a major part of the answer to its 
problems, but the industry itself also could do much, if it 
would, to cut the cost of housing and thus increase effective 
demand

That was a worthy philosophy in the early years of the 
20th century, before two world wars had disrupted society It 
Is philosophy no less worthy in our day. when students must 
seek truth in the turmoil of a conflict of beliefs and ideas such 
as the world has rarely if ever seen before

It 
might mean new taxes, said Carr, 
since the last Legislature appro­
priated nearly every cent now in 
sight for the next two years.

Gov Price Daniel, who is con 
sidering the special session, hasten­
ed to say that he had "no idea” 
of submitting a new tax request He 
pointed to his recent effort to get 
foreign oil imports limited so Tex­
as production could be increased 
Much of Texas' tax revenue come* 
from oil production, so this move, 
if successful, could improve the 
state's financial outlook.

Another souce of uneasiness is 
the Travis County grand jury- hard 
at work, despite the heat Insider* 
predict six or seven indlrtments re 
suiting from the ICT and bribery 
investigations begun by the Legis­
lature.

If true, this means more people 
are in trouble than outsiders can 
as yet account for.

JURY SERVICE IS ( ITIZEN’S 
DUTY

One of these days- perhaps soon 
—you may get a notice telling you 
to report for jury duty -and to 
"fail not.” In serving, you share 
one of the most solemn duties 
known to our democracy.

Some people try to get out of 
jury service. It may be inconven­
ient or unpleasant. Yet, when you 
are put on a jury you should think 
of this as a chance to help make 
good one of the promises of our 
Constitution—trial by jury. Say tha 
following to yourself:

My forefathers wrested my right 
to serve as a juror from tyrants.

"Under our law no one’»  life, 
liberty, or properly can be taken 
without due process of law.

“Trial by jury is our basic right. 
All who seek their day in court 
should have a fair hearing They 
will get it from me.

"1 will noi a*k to be excused 
from jury service except in in 
emergency

“On my oath 1 will well and tru­
ly try each case before me, and a 
true verdict render under the law 
given me by the judge and th© 
evidence introduced at the trial -  
without fear, favor, or hope of re­
ward.

“ I will listen closely, with open 
mind until all the facts are in and 
the judge has instructed the jury 
on the law.

“ I will search for the truth re­
gardless of wealth or poverty, 
friendship or enmity, of any party 
or witnesses.

"To aomeonc my decision may 
mean the difference between free­
dom or imprisonment, poverty o f 
wealth.

"Justice, onre but a dream. Is a 
reality when I, as a juror, do my 
full duty. No art o f mine aha'l 
bring ahame to our system of 11'*• 
erty under law."

Carr Lauds T exas Newspapers for Good 
Government Fight; Tellsof Proposed 
Constitutional Amendment's M erits

The only thing which seems to 
come close to matching their de 
votion to the newspaper business 
is their seal lor good government," 
Speaker Waggoner Carr of Lub­
bock told members of the Texas 
Press Association Saturday, con­
cerning newspaper reporters.

He was speaking before the 78th 
annual convention of that group 
which met in San Antonio last 
week end

He continued that he did not 
intend to leave the impression that 
all newspaper people were dedicat­
ed solely to public service, any 
more than he could believe that 
all public officials are dedicated 
exclusively to the public good 

Public Trust
Newspapers are in a position of 

public trust just as much as are 
public officials. Carr said

"Thomas Jefferson's famous 
statement. ‘Eternal vigilance is the 
price of liberty,' is as true of 
journalism as it is of govern 
ment," he said. Newspaper people 
must constantly guard and defend 

| their right to print the truth, Just 
as all people must continuously 
fight for freedom

Carr said that Texas' newspapers. 
1n his opinion, have done a wonder­
ful job in describing the hectic 
events which plagued our state gov­
ernment for the past two years. 

Heetir Events
He described one candidate for 

a high state office who. not too 
long ago, campaigned vigorously 
throughout the state, protected by 
libel laws from having his rather 
sordid past exposed

According to his information, 
Carr stated, the individual was 
well-known to policemen who had 
picked him up a number of times 
on morals charges without being 
able to gather quite enough evi 
dence to convict him Carr gave 
the illustration to point out how 
libel laws often tie the hands of 
newspapers in attempting to 
pose individuals who operate just 
inside the iaw

He pointed out facts concern 
ing the amendment to the state 
constitution which will be voted 
upon in November 1958, dealing 
with annual sessions for the Leg 
islature and $7,500 annual salaries 
for members.
