H. E. Classes Will
Be Continued Here

Former Slaton Man 
Killed in Train Wreck
James Tuliaferro, Amarillo, engi­

neer of the Santa Fe crack train, and 
former resident of Slaton; was killed 
Tuesday night when the locomotive 
and six baggage and refrigerator ex­
press cars overturned near Waynoka, 
Oklahoma.

The victim is well known is Sla­
ton, having lived here for a number 
of years, and his many friends hcie 
are indeed regretful to know of the 
fatal accident, as he was much loved 
by all who knew him.

The Home Economics department 
of the high school will conduct class­
es for women, boys and girls from 
May 25 to June 15.

Any girl who has studied Home 
Economics may enroll in one of the 
four classes, two in refinishing of 
furniture, one in foods and one in 
clothing. Classes are to be held twice 
a week. Ench girl will carry out some 
project at home such as refinishing 
the porch furniture, preparing the 
meals for the family, or making her 
own summer clothes.

Teachers are urging, that the moth­
ers leave the girls in charge of the 
homo twice a week and enroll in tho 
class open for women. The unit to 
be offered this summer is called 
“ Easy Guest Meals.”  It will he g iv­
en in eight lessons and will include 
planning, preparing and serving 
typical luncheons, dinners, refresh­
ments and such.

The following* problems will be dis 
cussed: planning guest luncheons and 
id lin g  the table; planning, work for 
a guest dinner and serving without 
any help; serving attractive party re­
freshments, serving a buffet lunch­
eon to both small and largo groups, 
picnic and camping menus and appro­
priate banquet menus und table deco­
rations.

The classes will be held on Tuesday 
and Thursday mornings at 0 o’clock 
in tho Home Economics rooms of tti< 
high school. The dates may be 
changed to suit the convenience of 
the group. The first lesson will be 
May 25. This will not only be for 
enroll:, v., but tie. first demonstra­
tion u; well.

Any ru\v:Uh gvade or ,:h school 
boy is welcome to enroll in the class 
for boy* which will be organized next' 
Monday afternoon, May 25, at 1:30, 
At that time the \m»t time for meet­
ing will be decided. In this course 
the boys will discuss such problem! 
“ What Shall We Cook in Camp?”  and 
“ How hould wo handle our silverware 
at tho table?” The boys may sug­
gest problems they would like to dis­
cuss. This class will meet twice i 
week, the same as the other classes.

There is no fee for any of these 
eourscs. Home Economics girls tak­
ing this work will receive a half 
school credit.

Mr. and M n. C. E. Minor, o f Am- 
arillo, spent several days here with 
t^eir son, P. A. Minor and family 
before moving to their new home In 
Ban Diego, California. Mr. Minor, 
who has ran a passenger train out of 
Amarillo for a number of yean, is 
retiring from active service. They 
erpcct to leave Amarillo this week.

Workers in the health campaign, 
sponsored by the Parent-Teacher as­
sociations and under the management 
of Mrs. R. L. Smith und Mrs. L. C. 
Odom, have completed the examina­
tion of all white and colored children 
in the Slaton schools.

The co-operation in this work has 
been quite evident, as a number of 
the children have been taken to their 
family physicinns by their parents, 
and the necessary corrections made.

A survey of the outcome of the clin­
ic work shows that in the high school 
and two ward schools 718 students 
were examined, 50(1 were vaccinated, 
147 not vaccinated; 00 immunized; 
3-1 chest irregularities were found;
72 dental corrections recommended; 

there were 144 normal mouths in 
which the teeth did not even need 
cleaning. Eye, ear, nose and throat 
corrections were recommended in 425 
cases, which included the fitting of 
glasses, treatment of lids, discharg­
ing ears, sinus troubles, embedded, 
enlarged, or diseased tonsils.

In the colored school there were 
48 examinations, 7 vaccinations, 37 
not vaccinated; 4 immunized; no chest 
irregularities; 31 dental corrections 
recommended, and 44 eye, ear, nose 
and throat corrections recommended.

Among the Mexican students, 
were examined; 11 vaccinated, 0 not 
vaccinated; 1 immunized; 13 dental 
corrections recommended and 12 ey 
ar, nose and throat corrections re- 
ommended.

Tho St. Joseph’s parochial school 
children were not examined on ac­
count of conflicting school examina 
tions. They will, however, go through 
a clinic at the Mercy hospital and un 
dergo the same examination as did the 
other school children.

A record was made of each case 
duplicate form, with one card being 
sent home to the parent by the child 
and the other filed, for reference in 
the fall when a health committee will 
be in charge in each school, and will 
check the cards and pupils and 
how many corrections have beeen 
made.

The work which is now established 
in the Slaton schools will be perma 
nent nnd its success is due largely 
to Mrs. Smith who gave her time nnd 
efforts for the entire time of the ex­
amination, not missing one day on 
the job. Sincere thanks have been 
extended her for her untiring work, 
and also to Mr3. Odom, who advocatoi 
tho work so strongly, and to every 
woman who assisted. As it is the 
most worthwhile work of the kind 
that has ever been put over i 
city, nnd great benefits are sure to 
be derived as daily corrections ar 
being made on the child which here­
tofore the parents were unaware of.

Doctors gave of their time und 
work to this cause without compen­
sation. Those who examined t 
students were I?:*. S. B. Malone of 
Lubbock, Dr. M. C. Overton, Jr., Dr, 
Frank Miller, Dr. W. E. Payne, Dr. 
W. A. Tucker, Dr. S. II. Adams, Dr. 
Paul Owens, Dr. G. W. Shank 
J. \V\ Hightower and Dr. M. F. Swart 
of Lubbock. Thanks arc extended to 
them.

About the first of June this dis 
trict will be visited by a public health 
nurse and sanutarian, according to 
reports received, and all boys an 
girls who will enter school for their 
first year will be examined. This 
work is being done by the U. S. Bu 
reau o f Child Health through the de­
partment of Health of Texas, with­
out any charges.

SIGNS OF THE TIMES

A national business statistical or­
ganization has recently collected re­
ports from i>S different lines of busi­
ness, showing where they stand by 
comparison with a year ago. The 
only lines in which business is bet­
ter, nationally speaking, are the man­
ufacture and retail sales of men’s 
clothing. Business is as good as it 
was a year ago in twenty-five dif­
ferent lines, including all kinds of 
women’s wear, shoes and millinery, 
men’s underwear, bread, drugs and 
chemicals, groceries, fish and laun­
dering. It is poorer than a year »g<> 
in the automobile business and seven­
ty other lines.

The increased business in men’s cloth­
ing suggests that there are more men 
who couldn’t afford a new suit last 
year are buying one this year; either 
that or the old suit, carried over a 
season, has at lust worn out. The 
ladies have the advantage over the 
men in that almost any woman can 
fix over her old dtesses in un emer­
gency, but it i> a pretty tought job 
to make a man’s old suit look pro 
sentable.

The upturn in one industry, how­
ever, is the herald of others. It is 
something of an achievement that 
twenty-live different lines are doing 
as well us they were at this time in 
11*30. That is pretty good evidence 
that the general business decline has 
got to the bottom of the grade. In 
a good many lines it probably will 
run along about on the present level 
for some time to come, but one line 
after another will begin to pick up j

The most disquieting thing about 
present business conditions is the 
talk hoard from many industrial con 
tern about wage reductions. The 
policy of keeping workers on part 
time at the full daily wages has been 
prettty well adhered to so far, where 
the reduction of expense waa essential. 
There is no room for doubt that this 
policy has averted a great deal of suf­
fering. It is better for all concerned 
to have a hundred people working half 
time than fifty working full time and 

j fifty earning no wages at all. But it 
would be a tragedy if. just ns the cm- 

i ployraent situation begins to look bet­
ter. those returning to work and those 
who stayed on the job wore to have 

[their earning power reduced.

V1LLAGB LIFE

(!. K. Chesterton, the genial and 
brilliant English essayist who has 
just gone home after several months 
in America, told English newspaper 
men that he thought American vil­
lages were eyesores.

By comparison with English villag­
es, and viewed from an English stand* 
point, Mr. Chesterton was saying just 
what many other European visitors 
have said. We don’t know what vil­
lages he saw, but wo do know that 
they all looked pretty much alike. 
They all had brilliant electric lights 
along Main Street and, on Saturday 
nights, in all of the plate glass store 
windows. Most of them gave the im­
pression of trying to be as much like 
Minneapolis, Chicago or St. Louis, as 
they possibly could, and none of them, 
to the traveller merely passing thro­
ugh, displayed the peaceful eightcen- 
tho century repose of the typical Eng­
lish village. Never having seen any­
thing like them in England, American 
villages appear to Mr. Chesterton 
much like Gypsy camps or a country 
fair. Me didn’t like the red store 
fronts, or the big signs, or the busi­
ness activity at all. But he was fair 
enough to admit that he didn’t under­
stand them.

‘‘When you go into an English vil­
lage you have the feeling that al­
though this may be a dead hole, yet it 
is something solid that will endure 
longer than other things,”  said Mr.

Chesterton. But our English visitor 
was fair enough to say that in many 
ways he thinks family life in the lit­
tle frame house is the United States 
is a more healthy and satisfying thing 
than many families in England or on 
the Continent can show.

We might as well admit th^t Main 
Street in the average American vil­
lage is not a picturesque ruin which 
artists want to paint, but it has taken 
most English villages a thousand 
years or so to die peacefully, while wo 
still are young and very much alive. 
Give us time, Mr. Chesterton.

Experimenters with the Diesel type 
of engine for airplanes are optimis­
tic in spite of many setbacks. Diesel- 
engined planes have made long- flights 
economically but the questions of 
manufacturing cost and durability re­
main to be answered.

The Diesel engine is like any other 
engine which depends upon the ex­
plosion of a mixture of gas and air 
inside a cylinder, except that i. uses 
heavy oil instead of gasoline and re­
quires no electric ignition system, the 
pressure inside the cylinder being bo 
great that the oil is heated to the ig ­
nition point by the rise in tunipvfuture 
caused the pressure.

The high pressure required makes it 
difficult to reduce the Diesel engine 
to the light weight required for avia 
lion. For ships and wherever crude or 
semi-refined oil is available cheaply 
it is highly economical in moderate­
sized units as steam turbine. In avia­
tion it is expected that the same 
weight o f fuel will produce three 
times the mileage us gasoline, at a 
lower price per gallon.

Sooner or later the Diesel engine 
will come into its own in the air and 
flying will lie cheaper as well as safer 
from the fire risk.
