SHOOTSHIMSELE

C. W. Post Takes His Life 
While Temoparily Insane 

Because of 111 Health.

Santa Barbara, Cal., May 0.— 
Charles W. Post, wealthy cereal 
food manufacturer of Battle 
Creek, Mich., today shot him­
self to death with a rifle while 
temporarily insane, according to 
testimony of his physician.

Mr. Post was convalescent 
from au illness which necessitat­
ed a major operation some weeks 
ago at Rochester, Minn. Re­
turning here recently, he seemed 
to be exceedingly nervous and 
Mrs. P o s t  engaged trained 
nurses to attend him.

Mr.Post arose at his usual hour 
this morning, breakfasted and 
lounged about until 10 o’clock, 
when he excused himself, telling 
the nurse on duty at the time 
that he wished to go to his apart­
ment to lie down. What hap 
peued then is a matter of conject­
ure. A shot was heard; Mrs. 
Post and a nurse rushed to the 
apartment upstairs and found 
the millionaire stretched on the 
floor, dead. He shot himself in 
the mouth, pulling the trigger 
with his toe.

Both Mrs. Post and the nurse 
said they did not know how Mr. 
Post had procured the rifle. Its 
presence in the room was taken 
by them to indicate that fie had 
planned his death some time in 
advance, but it seems that he had 
had a premonition of some such 
tragedy as he had asked that all 
firearms be removed from the 
building.

Fort Worth, Tex.—C. W. Post 
formerly resided in this city and 
in the early days of its develop­
ment was interested in a number 
of enterprises here and held 
stock in some of them at the time 
of his death. It was while mak­
ing an overland trip in western 
Texas that he rode to the plateau 
in Garza county where now 
stands the town of Post and de­
clared that he would one day 
build a city there. A few years 
agt he went to Battle Creek, 
Mich., for a change of climate on 
account of his health. He was 
then a man of limited means. 
He put up factories for the man­
ufacture of a brand of breakfast 
food that became popular on the 
market and he soon became a 
millionaire.

$1*25 a m o n t h  for grazing
privileges on 110 acres of wheat 
during the winter and a crop of 
wheat in the spring is what Bur- 
ford Cox did. Mr. Cox lives 7 
miles east of town. He has re 
ceived $540 rent during the four 
months for grazing privileges on 
his wheat.

M r. Cox has some ideas about 
growing wheat, too. He has tried 
it for eighteen years. Pretty 
uearly long enough to prove out, 
isn’t it?

And he has never had a failure.
“ What is the plan,”  asked the 

reporter, breathlessly.
Any plan which wards off fail­

ure for 18 years is calculated to 
take a man’s breath.

“ I am plowing the ground now 
for wheat this fall,”  Mr. Cox 
answered. “ When the weeds 
come 1 list again, and the third 
time when the weeds start again. 
Then I will plant the ground in 
sorghum and i>asture it to hogs. 
Next fall 1 sow wheat.

“ That means one crop every 
two years, but it means a pasture 
for the hogs the year you don’t 
get a crop. For example, take 
*200 acres. List and pasture 100 
acres this summer; plant it to 
wheat in the fall. Plow the 100 
acres on which you grew wheat 
this year; then next spring plow 
it and list it. letter sow sorghum 
or some such crop and pasture it 
with hogs. Then sow your 
wheat in the fall. That means 
half of your land in crops each 
year. It also means no crop 
failures.

“Don’t you ever fail?” the re- 
ivorter asked.

“ Yes,“said Mr. Cox. “ Wegrow 
confident, spread out over too 
much land and try for a crop 
every year. Sometimes we fail, 
then.”

For example, last year M r. Cox 
had 70 acres of land which he 
handled as he had recommended. 
In June he harvested 20$ bu. of 
wheat to the acre. His father 
and brother and himself planted 
a little more than 600 acres of 
stubble land to wheat the ordi­
nary way -they h a r v e s t e d  an 
average of 8 bushels on this. It 
was just like the other land, only 
cultivated differently.

Mr. Cox says the best yield of 
wheat he has ever gotton is *26 
bushel to the acre; the lowest 8 
bushels -that was when he cul­
tivated the old way. He has 
been growing wheat 1H years; 11 
years in Oklahoma and 7 years 
in the Plainview country. Plain- 
view Kvening Herald.

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D A Y  AM O NG  DANISH FARMERS
Copenhagen. Denmark.—This is a 

great farming country. Every square 
foot of land is utilized. There is al­
most no waste land. In America you 
will find here and there a scientific 
farmer. Here every farmer is a scien­
tific farmer. He knows farming, and. 
thanks to co-operation, he kuows mar­
keting as well. Every cow is a good 
cow. giving a good 'Tianttty o f *ood 
Ulna. Not only is the milk good w heu 
tt leaves the cow but if it goes to the 
city it goes promptly and is still good 
milk when it is delivered. If it is 
made Into butter it becomes good but 
ter and reaches the consumer in the 
beat possible form. The pigs too are 
high grade. As they move to market 
they appear to be all of uniform color, 
size, shape, and quality, for each con­
forms to a type proved by experimen­
tation to be the best for the purposes 
to which they are devoted.

Every farmer analyzes his soil, fer 
tlllzes his fields, and rotates his crops 
according to the best principles of 
soil conservation In America you oc­
casionally see such farming aud such 
farmers; here you see nothing else.

Medium Sized Farm.
What appears to be the home of a 

well-to-do farmer upon a medium 
sized farm is our first point of st­
uck.

We find the buildings including 
dwelling, stables, granary, hay shed 
and other outbuildings arranged 
around a square court All except the 
dwelling house are roofed with thatch 
which although It seetns to be In good 
condition the farmer assures us is 
twenty years old. Everything ex­
hibit* the utmost neatness The sta­
bles, ponltry houses and pig shelters, 
are all as clean as the nature of their 
use permits, while the house Itself Is 
Immaculate.

The former owner of the farm is 
dead The widow and children now 
occupy the place. Of three sons one 
is in Copenhagen and is to leave the 
farm permanently. He goes to the 
city not because he wants to but be­
cause there is no room for hi in upon 
this farm and it is almost Impossible 
to get more land—everybody wants to 
keep all he has. The older son is to 
have the major part of the farm turn­
ing over a smaller portion to a young 
er brother. The mother will continue 
to live on the farm with the older son 
The farm is eighty-eight acres in ex­
tent, There are on tt six horses thir­
ty-five cows, and sixty pigs, besides  
the poultry. The farm with its stock, 
buildtngs. and equipment la worth 
about H7.008.00.

Co-operative Bacon Factory.
The farmer la a member of a co­

operative bacon factory. In order to 
meet the demands of the market, 
which has been most carefully studied, 
he and the other members find it 
necessary to breed a pig of a particu­
lar type, one which will produce good 
bacon. All of the members therefore 
are raising a pig produced by crossing 
the English Yorkshire with the native 
Danish breed. They have found also 
that the best bacon Is obtained when 
the pigs are brought to market from 
twenty-two to twenty eight weeks old. 
weighing beween 180 and 200 pounds. 
Careful experimentation has also dem­
onstrated that If the hogs are mar­
keted at this time the most bacon per 
food unit fed them is produced. The 
pig s life Is a busy life They have 
only five to seven months to live and 
must, weigh at the end of that time 
from 180 to 200 pounds. The hogs 
are also bred for large litters since 
this is an important consideration 
when it becomes necessary to rush 
ihe entire output of hogs upon the 
market at an early age Experts say

that the pig to produced is ideal for 
the production of bacon.

Co-operative Creamery.
This farmer belongs to a co-opera­

tive dairy association which conducts 
a creamery some little distance away. 
The members are mostly the smaller 
farmers. Each leaves his cans of 
milk on the road to be gathered up by 
a collector hired by the association. 
The ’ Collector when he returns the 
cans brings o«?!s*the skimmed ffit t  
The milk sent Into the creamery Is 
tested and the price depends altogeth­
er upon the butter fat contained In 
the milk. This results In a constant 
improvement in the breed of cows 
since the members find It profitable 
to keep only the best breeds.

The farmer escorted us through the 
farm to a stubble field where the cat­
tle were grazing. It must be remem­
bered that In Ikmmark cattle are 
never pastured‘ behind fences as they 
are in the United States Every cow 
Is tethered with a chain about twenty 
feet long.

Each cow is fitted out with a thin 
canvas blanket and thus protected 
from files and other annoying Insects. 
The increase In milk production when 
the cow is thus freed from all disturb­
ing insects is said to be very consider­
able. The cow is spared every exer­
tion.

This farmer, and in fact every far­
mer whom we have interviewed dur­
ing the entire day, seems to have a 
very thorough knowledge of the rota­
tion of crops. On this farm the plow 
land Is divided Into nine fields among 
which the crops are rotated accord­
ing to a carefully considered and well 
defined schedule. Natural and com­
mercial manures are used, the farmer 
having had the soils of his various 
fields analyzed, so that he may know 
what la needed for each field. He 
now purchases his manures from a co­
operative company which guarantees 
the chemical content of Its products 
although formerly, when private deal­
ers sold fertilizers. It was difficult to 
get them of assured chemical compo­
sition.

The Big Farmer.
While Denmark has been called the 

land of the rich little farmer the coun­
try la not entirely devoted to the 
smaller farm. After driving some 
distance we saw what was evidently 
a large farm with extensive buildings. 
It proved to be a farm of 800 acres

The buildings on this larger farm 
are most substantial handsome struc­
tures. \\ e found on the farm twenty- 
two horses, one hundred eighty cows, 
besides poultry and pigs. There are 
employed upon the farm fifteen male 
hands and fifteen female Polish labor­
ers. We found the barns of the latest 
types, clean and fresh. The floors are 
concrete and sloped to a transverse 
drain Each stall has a patent head 
yoke and Is equipped with an auto­
matic water basin. Ample provisions 
there are also for flushing and clean­
ing floors. The arrangement for pre­
serving the fertilizing quality of the 
waste Is complete. Solid and liquids 
are stored in cisterns from which the 
manures are periodically removed and 
distributed over the farm The bins 
for ail feeds and machinery and tools 
for handling are conveniently ar- 
ranged.

A Co-operator.
The owner of this farm belongs to 

the Trtfoltura dairy, a big cooperative 
association whose members are most­
ly owner* of the larger farms. Upon 
becoming e member of this co-opera­
tive concern the farmer enters Into 
en agreement similar to that entered 
Into by ail co-operators in Denmark.

He agrees to de/lver to the association
all of his dairy products. The agree­
ment Is a most comprehensive one 
and he Is pledged not only to deliver 
w£iat he produces, but It Is his duty 
under his agreement to produce all 
that he normally can with his farm 
aud hlB equipment.

Early In the history of co-operation 
in Denmark a situation developed 
which Ib similar to that now existing 
In America. Whenever a co-operative 
concern was formed for the purpose 
of marketing the product of its mem­
bers the members were at once ap­
proached by outside buyers who of­
fered them a substantial advance over 
the price being paid by the co-opera­
tive concern. Many of the farmers 
were led to accept the price. This 
might have been expected. Outside 
buyers simply Increased the price un­
til they had drawn off from the co­
operative association a sufficient num­
ber of members, so that the concern 
became a failure. Immediately upon 
Its failure the outside buyers dropped 
the price and the famers were Just 
where they were previous to the or­
ganization of the society. As a pre­
ventive of this situation every I>anlsh 
co-operative concern pledges each 
member to deliver to it his full out­
put

Quality of Milk.
The greatest care is taken upon this 

farm to protect the quality of the 
milk. The veterinarian of the co-op­
erative society visits the farm every 
eighth day and inspects the cows, the 
barns, the equipment, and the feed. 
Every tenth day also the milk is test­
ed for batter fat. A record is kept 
and each cow’s history is fully record­
ed, It being possible In this way to 
weed out the poor cows. The mem­
bers of the co-operative organization 
are also under the strictest obliga­
tions to report immediately any slight 
Indisposition of the cow and to sepa­
rate the milk of the Indisposed cow 
from the other milk.

Contamination of the milk as well 
as the spread of any disease is thus 
well guarded against. When *^s milk 
is to he u&ê  for hospital purposes or 
infant’  ̂ food the diet of the cow is 
further limited, so that all feeds 
which tend to taint the milk even 
slightly are excluded. The cows are 
tested more frequently for disease 
and are kept under closer supervision. 
All milk Is cooled as soon as it leaves 
the cow and all bacterial growth 
checked.

There are upon this farm fifteen 
Polish girls who are comfortably 
housed, well fed, and paid a living, 
though moderate, wage. It must be 
noted, however, that they are Import­
ed laborers, and are not In aay sense 
Immigrants. They do not come to 
make a permanent home In Denmark, 
but coming In March and April, they 
return to Poland In November or De­
cember. The stay In I>enmark la 
usually limited to from seveu to nine 
months. It la estimated that each 
year about ten thousand farm hands, 
many of them women, come Into the 
country for the busy season. All 
agree that this importation of labor 
Is beneficial. The farmers themselves 
are loath to put in their time on the 
hard hand labor necessary In raising 
many of the root crops which are so 
Important In this part of the country 
and are glad to got the cheaper for­
eign labor when It presents Itself.

The Laborer Farmer.
Again we proceed and this time 

pick out what is evidently a small 
farm. The owner of the form, which 
is only about six acres In extent. Is 
one of the eleven drivers employed 
by the local creamery. It being his 
duty to collect the milk and return 
the cans and skimmed milk each day 
to the farmers. His duties gre uot 
extensive, his wages are moderate, 
and he finds It necessary to depend 
largely upon his little farm for sus­
tenance. He has recently bought 
three of his six acres, borrowing the 
money for the purchase price from a 
co-operative credit society which is 
aided by the government. His Interest 
Is at the rate of three per cent, per 
annum, in addition to which he Is pay­
ing each year a small Installment up­
on the principal. He had In cash 
when he bought the farm only ten 
per cent, of the purchase price, but he 
capitalized his character, as is possl 
ble here, and made the purchase. 
Originally a farm laborer he under 
stands thoroughly the principles of 
the scientific farmer. He appreciates 
the value of rotation of crops, the nec 
esstty for fertilization and all methods 
of conservation of the fertility of the 
soil.

Upon the next farm live an elderly 
couple who own three acres from 
which they obtain the major part of 
their living, although the farmer 
spends some of jils time In making 
wooden shoos which he sells at a low 
price and from which he obtains only 
a meager amount. In the adjoining 
house we found a farmer who had 
about four acres. He ekes out his 
support from the farm aided by a lit­
tle salary received for acting as sec­
retary of a local co-operative society.

None of these three small farmer* 
are at present wholly dependent upon 
the farm although each ia looking for­
ward to the time when he can secure 
a little more land and thus become In­
dependent of the outside earning

W H ERE DOES A PLANT FEED ?

Need I* Emphasized of Having 8oll
Compact Enough That Moletur* 

Can Readily Paee Through.

(By W. C. PAI.METl. Agricultural Edi­
tor. North Dakota Agricultural Col­
lege.)

The first thing to know in growing 
a crop is where does it feed. If the 
crop Is to be a success It must be 
given the conditions that It needs. 
The plant must have food, water, air 
In soil, warmth and sunshine. The 
warmth is In a measure secured by 
growing the crop in a warm season. 
The sunshlno is secured by keeping 
down weods and uot planting too 
thickly.

The problem left then is to secure 
food, water and air in soil. These 
must be where the plant does Its feed­
ing. and that is done principally in the 
soil turned with the plow. The proof 
of this can be seen in auy field. Note 
the smaller growth of the crop In the 
dead furrow. Whether It be grain, 
legume, grass or cultivated crop, the 
smallest plants will be found In the 
dead furrow. Why smaller? Decause 
the plants here had less plowed soil to 
grow In. The subsoil, while It con­
tains the moisture, does not contain 
a sufficiency of air and humus to sup­
port the germs and to bring about the 
chemical action that makes plant food 
available. Thus the plant food In the 
subsoil *ls only partially available. 
This emphasizes the need of the 
plowed soli being deep and that It con­
tain plenty of humus which Is directly 
concerned In the plant food being 
made available as well as In holding 
moisture and In binding the soil 
grains together to prevent drifting.

While the plowed soil Is wanted 
doep yet it should be fairly compact. 
The plant cannot feed In a soil that la 
too loose nor will the moisture move 
upward freely enough If the soil is 
too loose. The available plant food 
being in the plowed soil,-that Is where 
the moisture Is needed. This empha­
sizes the need of having the soil com­
pact enough that the moisture can 
readily pasB from the subsoil Into the 
plowed soli. If the plowed soil Is of 
the sAine compactness clear to the 
surface then tho moisture will pass 
to the surface and escape. This up- 

; ward passage must be cut off. The 
way to do this Is to loosen up a layer 

! of a couple of Inches on the surface. 
The plowed soil, compact below and 

| loose on top, will keep the largest 
amount of moisture In tho place where 
the plant feeds.

LESS DANGER FROM DISEASE

Weeds and Trash Removed From 
Roads Tends to Sweeten Ground and 

Eliminate Stagnant Poole.

A powerful argument In favor of 
good roads Is the fact that they make 
for the better health of the community. 
Weeds and trash have no place In the 
good road scheme, and their removal 
means a free airing and sweetening of 
the ground where stagnant water may 
have been In the habit of standing, 
and a consequent elimination of breed­
ing places for flic* and mosquitoes. 
This means far less danger from con­
tagious diseases.

Then there is the question of dust. 
A well surfaced road gives a minimum 
of dust to the air, and much danger 
from Infection is thus saved. If the 
surface Is oiled In the bargain, this 
danger Is almost entirely negligible.

Good roads mean dry feet and free­
dom from the colds which are caused 
by wet shoes, especially In the case of 
school children and others who nre 
compelled to pass on foot And last, 
but not least, the example of a clean, 
well-kept roadside Is an encourage­
ment to the owners of farms lying 
along It to clean up things and take a 
part In the general progress. Good 
roads have a financial value hardly to 
be measured, but their snnltary value 
Is as great, if not greater, all thtngs 
considered.

Sheep and Young Weeds.
Too much Is often expected of sheep. 

If wcedB are allowed to mature before 
•herp aro turned on them poor results 
will likely result Old. woody weeds 
sre very unpalatable and have very 
little feeding value. The eheep should 
be turned onto the weeds when they 
are young and tender. When In this 
•tago the sheep will nip them to the 
ground, stopping their growth and 
killing many of them.

Help That 
Stomach Trouble

May or May Not Ba Substantial, aa 
Dn« Daalret, but Art Practically Es­

sential—Corn Chowder Splen­
did Luncheon Dish.

Soups made with herbs and vege­
tables to be used on fast days are 
very numerous Some of them are 
created for novelty, some for very 
simple light form of diet, merely a hot 
beverage suitable for very cold 
weather, or cold in summer time, like 
the Russian or German beer soups. 
Then thero are other soups or purees 
made entirely of vegetables and herbs 
which are substantial enough to re­
place meat dlsheB as they give a con­
siderable amount of nitrogenous food 
when they are properly compounded. 
But the names of these soups do not 
designate them as belonging to any 
special time or seiaon. Here are three 
of the best:

Corn Chowder — Chowders make 
most satisfying and nourishing lunch­
eon dishes, and several are made with­
out meat extractives of any klud. For 
corn chowder take a quart of grated 
fine corn; ordinary canned sweet corn 
may be used, but first put through a 
food chopper; also a white onion 
chopped fine, two good-sited white po­
tatoes, diced; a tablespoonful of 
minced parsley, salt and pepper. Put 
the potatoes in first; then a sprin­
kling of onion, a little parsley, salt, 
pepper, and then a layer of corn. Then 
more potato, and so on, until all are 
In, having the top layer of corn. Add 
a pint of cold water and simmer gently 
until the potato le Just tender, but not 
broken. About twenty minutes will bo 
sufficient, perhaps less. Rub together 
two tablespoonfuls of butter and two 
of flour; add beaten egg yolk and thin 
with a little hot milk; then add a 
pint of scalded hot milk; stir all to­
gether and stir Into the chowder. 
8tlr and cook a few minutes longer 
and serve at once. If you do not wish 
to use the egg, the chowder le excel­
lent without it.

Convent Soup—Take two pounds of 
fresh flounder, qr any white fish; cut 
In pieces; one carrot, one onion, one 
turnip, two stalks of celery, chopped. 
Add a bunch of herbs and a quart of 
cold water, and cook gently for about 
two hours. Take out the fish, remove 
the bones and skin and put the meat 
back into the soup with a pint of 
scalding hot milk, thickened with a 
level tablespoonful each of butter and 
flour and mixed with the beaten yolk 
of an egg and a little lemon Juice. Sea­
son to taste with salt, pepper and grat­
ing of nutmeg. Press through a sieve 
and serve.

Stone one pound of French plums, put 
them In a stewpan with one-quarter 
pound of castor augar, three-quarters 
of a pint of water, and a strip of 
lemon peel. Stew till tender, remove 
the lemon peel, add the gelatin, stir 
till dtasolved, add a wlneglassful of 
wine, port or Haret, and pour Into a 
mold with a hole in the center. When 
aet turn it out and fill the center of 
the mold with half a plot of whipped 
cream.
