Then there Is th* business 
of uniform marking along highways, 
which makes It possible for motorists 
to irfvr thousands of miles on a des­
ignated route whose markings be­
come so familiar that after a few 
miles he need not a«k directions.

"F'uially Federal participation has 
mad» possible a great number of 
bridges at strategic points Home of 
these have been needed for years, yet 
state and local authorities have been 
unable to provide them, partly be­
came of the cost, partly because of 
competition between routes When a 
stream separates two counties, or two 
states. It Is often Impossible to get 
them to agree where to build or how 
to divide the coat of a bridge. In 
such < sees the Fedora! authority has 
repeatedly mediated differences and 
secured const ruction.

Getting Bridge* Canatruated
"Another bridge that haa a peculiar 

tm port a nee, both locally and nation­
ally, haa been needed for generations 
across Raritan hay. New Jersey. It la 
one of th* links In the chain of com 
mu meat inn between New York city 
and the country at large In 1954 
New Jersey had tome f?OO.t)flO of Fed 
eral aid allotted to her roads and In 
1925 over J1.000.000. So the state 
agreed that this Raritan bridge should 
t>« built, costing about 14 1)00,000. 
F'ederal funds made up. about one- 
third of the amount. The bridge, over 
a mile and a half long. Is now nearly 
completed
