That !ri*h potatoes can be prof­
itably raised in this part o f Lub­
bock County 1ms been demonstrat­
ed by Joe Hester, who planted ten 
acres in potatoes this reason nnd 
has been gathering an average of 
182 one hundred pound -neks to 
the acre.

Mr. Hester’s farm is about ten 
miles north o f Slaton in a section i 
where irrigation from shallow 
wells Is fairly easy, however Mr. 
Hester says that there nre many 
other parts of the county where 
water Is just as easily obtained.

At the present price of potatoes, 
Mr. Hester considers them a prof­
itable crop, hut he lays that ho 
bus spent approximately $75 per 
acre on the present crop nnd that 
there is a lot of work required to 
raise potatoes successfully.

Bill Klattcnhoff says that onol 
of the most successful potato] 
growers In. Texas told him thnt he 
had experimented with potatoes in 
this section nnd that he fe lt sure 
that they could bo grown here ns 
ittslly as in the Rid Grande Val­
ley, Colorado or California.

Kirby Scxuldej-, who has been 
experimenting with celery in his 
unusually successful garden, says 
that after a slow start, hia patch 
looks like it will turn out very 
satisfaetorlly.
