Governor Shivers 
Proclaims May 19 
Armed Forces Day

AUSTIN, Texas, May 4th—Gov­
ernor Allan Shivers, Wednesday is­
sued a proclamation designating 
Saturday, .May 19, “Armed Forces 
Day.”

The proclamation, signed in the 
presence of high ranking Army of­
ficers and civilians cited the fact 
that the President had proclaim­
ed that date and directed that it 
be observed with appropriate 
ceremonies.

Following is the text of the Gov­
ernor’s proclamation:

"The President of the United 
States has proclaimed May 19, 
1951, as Armed Forces Day and 
has directed that it be observed 
with appropriate ceremonies.

“ Official slogan for Armed For­
ces Day this year is “ Defenders 
of Freedom,” in proper tribute to 
those who arc now fighting on 
foreign soil in defense of those 
principles which this nation has 
cherished since its birth.

“This tribute is in further re­
cognition of the Anncd I'orces’ 
part in the material and spiritual 
mobilization that is now taking 
place in this country. Its theme is 
a renewal of faith in our country’s 
sacred heritage and in tho ideals 
of peace and freedom, to the pre­
servation of which wc arc dedicat­
ed.

"Therefore, I, as Governor of 
Tex.as, hereby designate May 19, 
1951, as Armed Forces Day” in 
this State, and urge Tox.as citizens 
to display the flag of tho United 
States on this dav and otherwise 
to demonstrate their recognition 
of our appreciation for the ser­
vices of the men and women in our 
Armed Forces. —Allan Shivers"

Things Are Changing A  Lot!
Over the years one of the loudest complaints of the 

business men of Slaton has been that the town is too near Lub­
bock, and that Lubbock merchants have been drawing too much of 
the business from Slaton to Lubbock to allow the merchants to 
get the revenue that should come.

In spite, of the stiff competition Slaton has continued 
to grow both in population and in business activity and it seems 
that the tables arc turning.

The two towns are closer together in that more and 
more business buildings arc being constructed on the highways 
out of Lubbock and more and more firms arc building on the 
highway leading from Slaton to Lubbock, thus decreasing the 
actual distance between the two towns regardless of the city 
limits of Slaton and Lubbock.

Since the business districts of Lubbock have become 
so congested that doing business is more and more difficult ,thc 
tendency has increased for the firms in Lubbock to move out of 
the congested areas. As time goes on it is most surely a fact 
that the people in Slaton will look more and more to the mer­
chants here for what they need rather than go to Lubbock and 
battle for places to park or ride for miles and miles to get from 
-one shopping center to another.

There is an opportunity and a challenge to the mer­
chants of Slaton in this situation. The Mpportunity is in the fact 
that a lot of the business that is going from Slaton to Lubbock 
could be brought to Slaton where it belongs and the merchants 
could reverse the process to some extent and draw business from 
Lubbock to Slaton in a great volume. There arc occasions, now 
and then, when Lubbock people do shop in Slaton, but if con­
ditions should continue as they arc now and several aggressive 
merchants in Slaton should expand and be able to secure the 
merchandise, it is likely that the folks from Lubbock would be 
coming to Slaton to get the things they want or need.

The fact that considerable trade that could be held in 
Slaton goes to Lubbock may be a fault of the Slaton public, but 
there is little the local merchant can do but endeavor to make it 
more and more to the interest of the local people and people 
everywhere to come to Slaton.

Not only it is possible to draw business from Lub­
bock to Slaton, but it could be made so that people who now live 
in Lubbock would consider making their homes in Slaton. An 
aggressive real estate promotion with real values in homes in an 
exclusive and well planned real estate annex to Slatoir could do 
the job.

Let’s Have Plant Exchanges Often!
The fact that so many people were interested in the 

plant exchange, that was held on the City Hall lawn a couple of 
weeks ago, is outstanding evidence that the people of this area 
cu r* conscious of the fact that the Plains country will grow beau­
tiful flowers and shrubs, ami u is evidence that, with son\o en­
couragement, the citizens of Slaton could be induced to make 
Slaton the Garden Spot of West Texas.

All of the vacant places over town could be made to 
be beautiful instead of looking like the land God forgot and it 
is possible that the town could be made much more attractive.

The folks who exchanged plants, or came and got 
plants, arc primarily interested, as they should be, in beautifying 
their gardens or in landscaping their homes and not particularly 
interested in making out of the way spots any more attractive 
than they are, but if the proper community spirit were built up 
it is possible that all of our residents could be made conscious 
o f the fact that pretty flowers and shrubs could make Slaton a 
very outstanding town.

Ten years ago Slaton had a population of a few over 
3600, but today there is probably 6000 people living in Slaton, 
and nearly 7000 in the immediate shopping area. That many have 
come to Slaton to make their homes is because of the crowded 
conditions in Lubbock and because Slaton is such a nice place 
to live, because there are so many paved streets, because the 
average merchant still wants business and is not trying to get high 
profits, because we have plenty of water and because the people 
who live here take pride in their homes, in plain words, because 
Slaton is a real home town.

The folks here should bend every effort to keep Sla­
ton a good home town and the community will grow gradually 
to make a substantial city where every one can prosper, where 
the laws will be observed, where people will always lake pride 
in their homes and where plant exchanges will be held once or 
twice every year.

Inflation!
It is written of the late Abdul Hamid, Sultan of Turkey, 

that becoming annoyed at the demean or any of the ladies of the 
seraglio, he had her sewn in a sack and tossed into the Bosporos. 
Now let it be granted that this may appear to some as an over- 
persuasive way of treating a lady, possibly basically good at 
heart, who always put a piaster in the poor-box in church of a 
Friday, but was perhaps a whisper on the extravagant side.

But still and all when I consider the ignorance, stupi­
dity, and incompetence of the President and Congress in causjng 
and continuing the inflation which destroys savings and defrauds 
the buyers of government bonds, I wonder whether the Grand 
Turk didn’t have a point. For it must not be forgotten that in­
flation could be slopped cold if the budget were balanced and 
debt retirement begun. Inflation js the misbegotten child of an 
unbalanced budget and printing-press money. Unfortunately this 
is a fact which is not generally realized.—The Dallas News.

Kill The Goose?
Texas has been industrializing rapidly in the past 

decade. The process is still going on at full blast. Just the other 
day it was announced in Washington that certificates for Texas 
defense industries approved during the past five months come to 
$569,873,000. Only one stale, Pennsylvania, is ahead of us. Texas 
is to get twice as much new defense industry as New York; nearly 
twice as much as Ohio; five times as much as New Jersey—all 
of them leading industrial states.

It is interesting to note that Louisiana, which like 
Texas has unlimited natural gas supply available for industrial 
use, was awarded only $80,3(W,000 in defense plant certificates, 
or one seventh Texas’ total.

Louisiana has approximately the .same inducements 
for industry that Texas has, except for one thing. That is, tax 
policy. The neighboring state put a 1-cent tax on natural gas in 
1948. That makes fuel more expensive for both domestic and in­
dustrial use. It also displays an attitude of indifference to the 
location in the state of new industries.

This Is exactly what the Sewell bill, now before the 
legislature, would do. The 1-ccnt increase in tax on natural gas 
would be a 200 per cent jump. It could well cause manv indus­
trial concerns now interested in a Texas location to build else­
where.

That 7-to-l margin in Texas’ favor in regard to defense 
plant authorization is significant. It cannot be explained on the 
basis of population, water supply, labor availability, or location 
fn reference to raw materials and markets. It must bo duo in

large port to the difference in fuel taxes and to the attitude to­
ward Indusry which that difference points out.

Chicks can be fed anytime after 
they are 24 hours of ago witH 
safety, and since most baby birds 
arc at least this old when they go 
into the brooder house, feeding 
may commence at once on their 
arrival.

Before the chicks arrive, the 
poultryman should .sec that he 
has an ample supply of a reliable 
chick starter on hand. This feed 
should be placed on egg flats or 
paper plates during the first day 
or two to encourage early feeding. 
Thereafter the birds should be 

I able to feed at the hoppers.

Provide Green Feeds

If it is available, provide the 
chicks with fresh green feed such 
as alfalfa, clover, blue grass or 
kale, cutting it into short lengths 
of Ms inch or thereabouts. These 
feeds arc rich in the nutrients 
which often are found lacking in 
some poultrymcn’s feeding pro­
grams. As the chicks grow older, 
they can be turned onto grassy 
range.

When chicks are about five 
I weeks old, scratch grains can be 
fed, gradually changing at six to 

I seven weeks to a good growing 
mash. Never nfflke a sudden 

I change in feeding methods.
Fine grit and oyster shell can 

bo made available to chicks after 
(he first several days. At six weeks 
larger sizes of grit and shell may 
be used.

Constant Supply Of Water

Perhaps the most important 
thing to be said about watering 
the chicks is this: make sure they 
have an adequate supply of clean, 
fresh water before them at all 
times. I f the chill is taken off the, 
water before It is placed in the 
founts during tho first several' 
days, consumption will be increas- 

' cd.
Water should be supplied in 

I quart-size founts during the early I 
period of brooding. At tho start) 
there should be four quarts of ] 
water for each 100 birds per day.

I This should be doubled when; | 
I chicks arc three weeks of age. 
Larger size walerers may be us- 

I cd at this time.
Frequently baby chicks die of 

Ithrist before learning to drink or 
where to find water. Thus, it is a 
good idea to tip the beak of each 
bird in the water as the chick.s

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Plans Underway For 1951 State 
Fair To Be Held October 6-21

The 1951 State Fair of Tcxa.s 
October 6-12, will offer $83,071 
in Uvostock premiums - $10,365 
more than last year and the high­
est In the history of the 66-year- 
old exposition.

Ray W. Wilson, manager of 
the fair’s livestock department, 
said the 1951 premium list will 
be mailed this week to 7,500 live­
stock breeders and exhibitors 
throughout the nation, and to all 
county agents and vocational ag­
ricultural teachers in Texas.

Topping the list of show fea­
turing 26 breeds of cattle, swine 
horses, sheep and Angora goats 
will be the Pan-American Nat­
ional Hereford Show, Oct. 6 11. 
Premiums of $25,000 are offered 
for this show alone, the highest the 
fair has ever posted for any one 
show.

Total beef cattle premiums are 
$34,650, an Increase of $12,300 
over last year. Arrayed with the 
Hereforda will be top Aberdecn- 
Angus, Brahman and Shorthorn 
cattle. A ll beef cattle shows run 
Oct, 6-U,

Dairy cattle premiums total 
$15,450, Guernsey, Holsteln-Frles-

lan, Jersey and Milking Short­
horn cattle will be shown Oct. 12- 
19.

The Junior Livestock ShowOet, 
15-20 will offer preniluni.s totaling 
$11,015, an Increase of $3,605 ov­
er 1050. There will bo classes for 
dairy cattle, steers, pigs and .sheep.

Premiums for the nine breeiis 
of swine to be shown will total 
$0,152 and prizes for the six breeds 
of sheep that will be on display 
come to $2,077. Angora goat pre­
miums amount to $850. Swine, 
sheep and goats will be shown 
Oct. 6-11.

Dates and premiums for the 
horse show will be announced lat­
er, Wilson said.

Of the 83,000 in premiums be­
ing offered at the 1051 fair, the 
State Fair of Texas will contri­
bute ,$64,701 and national and 
state purebred livestock a.ssociat- 
ions will contribute $18,283. This 
is an increase of $7,302 over prem­
ium money given by breed asso­
ciations last year, Wilson said. 
This indicates a growing recogni­
tion of the fair’s vast audience and 
Its leadership in promoting bet­
ter livestock, he pointed out.
