Bond Issue Fails By Nine Votes
light Turnout In Second Election 
Involving Issuance O f $ 5 0 ,0 0 0

Slaton voters turned down by a nine- 
vote margin a proposal calling for the 
issuance of $50,000 in paving bonds at 
a special election Tuesday.

In a light turnout, 193 voted for the 
bonds and 202 voted against.

The bonds were to pay the 
city '* portion of an assessment 
paving program, acheduled for 
1962. The program would have 
Included 40 to 60 blocks.

Monday's voting was a 
re-call on an election Involving 
the same Issue which failed by 
fix vote* approximately one 
month ago.

Slaton had recently passed an 
assessment paving program, 
which called for petitions to be 
signed by residents asking for 
th<* -••'Ins. If * lerr # tr-.-rity 
of the land-owners agreed to pay 
for their share, then the city 
would have paid for Its share 
and the singular parsons not 
signing would be assessed the 
amount due.

In bringing In the assessment 
program, Slaton was one of the 
last cities In the state to make 
the move. Other communities 
had found It necessarv If thev 
were have paving dona.

The paving program requires 
that two thirds of th* cost Is 
paid by the land owners, and the 
one third that Is the city's por­
tion Is paid through Taxes.
No tax raise would have been 
neceasarv to Isaue the bonds 
because the annual payment by 
the city will decrease b\ $25.- 
000 In 19~3. Only the Interest 
would have been paid until then.

Principally, the assessment 
program was considered due to 
the fact that most communities 
have more than 65 per cent of 
the residents already on paved 
streets, and the remaining per­
sons In new additions or areas 
where paving has not been In­
stalled have trouble In obtain­
ing the paving themselves, al­
though they pav one third of the 
cost.

's Inventory Good For Traffic Safety Activities

The strongest area of your 
program was in Police Traffic 
Supervision and Accident Rec­
ords; while those appearing to 
be In most need of strengthen­
ing sre Organization for Traf­
fic Safety Improvement and 
Traffic Courts. It is hoped that 
the Information and suggestions 
contained in this Analy sis will 
he used and that they will he of 
help to the officials and citizens 
of Slaton In further Improving 
your traffic safety activities.

Slaton reported one fatal ac­
cident in I960, which Is above 
the numt<er for the preceedlng 
years, and Slaton reported four 
non-fatal Injury accidents In 
I960, which is about equal to the 
proceeding years.

tatal accident records, It is also 
neceaaary to keep complete and 
accurate record* of non-fatal 
ln>iry and property damage ac­
cident! to determine the 
enforcement, engineering and 
educational needs of the city.

ACCIDENT RECORDS
Slaton's accident records ac­

tivities met 71 per cent of 
currently recommended per­
formance, a* compared to the 81 
per cent for 1959.

The top thirty per cent of 
cities reporting In the Inven­
tory Indicated a minimum of 
five hours per week are neces- 

i »ary to process each 100 
accidents reported.

Accident summaries should 
he prepared on an annual basis 
In addition to thpse now pre- 
pared monthly, to be used for 
selective enforcement pur- 
poses

Traffic Injuries should be 
1 summarised separately ac­
cording to tbe three categories 
of non-fatal Injuries. Slatonre- 
ported that Injuries were not 
summarized accordingly.

TRAFT1C ENGINEERING; 
Slaton's traffic engineering ac­
tivities, rated at 65 per cent 
continued strong, but suffered 
for lack of manpower. In terms 
of strength reported by other 
cities in the population group. 
Impro'wments were made dur­
ing I960 to eliminate or reduce 
some existing traffic hazards. 
A good relationship existed be­
tween city officials and the 
State Highway Department. 
Some studies were conducted to 
determine traffic engineering 
Improvements. However. It was 
reported that traffic engineer­
ing duties were not established 
by ordinance or charter as 
recommended. Also, to com­
pare well with other clues, Sla­
ton should prepare a plan or 
schedule of Improvements 
for the future.

POLICF TRAFFIC SUPER- 
VISION; Slston's police traffic 
supervision activities — the 
strongest phase of the traffic 
accident prevention program — 
met 75 per ce nt of recom me nded 
performance.

In police strength proportion­
ate to population. Slaton was 
three officers short of favorable 
comparlson with other cities; 
and there was a corellary per­
sonnel turnowr rate of 29 per 
cent. This turnover rate of per­
sonnel can he attributed to what 
la evidently a pay scale $50 
per month below favorable com­
parison with other cities In the 
group. A 30 per cent personnel 
turnover rate means, basically, 
training and fielding an entire 
new police force every three to 
four years— a process p>rob- 
ably as expensive as would '*  
salaries sufficient to attract and

hold good peraonntl.
The accident Investigation 

activity of tha Slaton pyollce was 
among tha nation’s atrongeat 
for cities this size; and com- 
mendably strong action waa 
shown against hazardous traffic 
law violations of the accident 
causing type. To Increase ac­
tivities In this section. It Is 
recommended that planning and 
direction of enforcement ac­
tivity he more selective — in 
close balance with accident fac­
tors as to time, location, and 
violations shown In past ex­
perience — and that regular 
performance checks ha made to 
evaluate this selective quality.

TRAFFIC COURTS; Slaton's 
traffic courts met 61 per cent 
of recommended performance 
as compared to 43 per cent in 
1959.

In view of our present law sin 
Texas, this performance la 
rather good. And, until some 
statewide changes are made — 
notably making our traffic 
courts courts of record — we 
cannot progreas auhstantlally 
In Slaton or anywhere else in 
the state.

Even though we are "ham­
strung" In our operation of traf­
fic courts In Texas generally, 
there are a few items which 
could Improve the operation we 
do have.

Your courtls opened without* 
ceremony — an opening cere­
mony would create a proper at­
mosphere for a more dignified 
session.

Records pertaining to cases 
filed and to financial transac­
tions should he kep>t In connec­
tion with traffic courts and 
clerks should he available to 
record them — even If only on 
a pyart time basis. It is recom­
mended that the traffic court In­
ventory be prepared by or with 
the assistance of the Judge or 
Prosecuting Attorney of the City 
Court. This was not done in this 
case.

The Judge and the Prosecutor 
did not attend any traffic court 
or judicial conference during 
the year. Experience has shown 
that attending such meetings, 
they are able to become more 
familiar with the various as­
pects of the traffic problem, 
which of coursewouldhelpthem 
In handling traffic cases.

SCHOOL TRAFFIC SAFI TV 
EDUCATION: This section im­
p-roved In rating from 54 to 
69 per cent. The public scb  ols 
program was rated at 70.5 per 
cent covering 92 per cent of a 
total pupil population; activities 
of non-public schools, covering 
8 per cent of pupil population, 
at 53.9 per cent.

however. It Is recommended 
that classroom and practice 
driving Instruction should be 
expanded to Include all eligible 
students.

The most significant defic­
iencies In your school traffic 
safety program appear to be In 
the areas of supervision and 
authorisation. Curriculum pro­
visions should l« authorized 
along with time allotment for 
teaching same. I ffectlveness 
of school traffic safety educa­
tion could l« Increased if a stu­
dent accident repwrtlng system 
which Included traffic accidents 
occurlng at any time of the day 
or night to all school age chil­
dren could be established.

FARLIC TRAFFIC SAFETY 
EDUCATION: The I960 Public 
Traffic Safety l ducatlon pro­
gram continued strong, re­
corded and evaluated at 69 per 
cent of recommended perfor­
mance as compered to 61 per 
cent In 1969.

The news media In Slaton 
supported traffic safety strong­
ly — the number of editorials 
appearing in the nswspeper and
a number of scheduled traffic 
safety spot announcement* sug­
gest full cooperation and sup>- 
pyort of the news media. It 1* 
recommended that your city 
Study the need for streetsidc 
locations for display of traf­
fic safety potters snd that more 
use lie made of traffic safety 
[xysters In various Indoor 
and non-pyermanent locations. 
F.ducatlng the citizens of a com­
munity to traffic laws is very 
difficult; however. can be 
carried out through the distri­
bution of these traffic laws 
In the form of a digest of your 
city traffic ordinances in lay­
man’s language.

ORGANIZATION FOR TRAF­
FIC SAFETY IMPROVEMENT 
The term "Organisation for 
Traffic Safety Improvement" 
includes all organised traffic 
safety activities within a copi- 
munity Based upon Information 
provided, the statua of safer, 
organization within your catn- 
munlty In respect to traffic 
Improvement was evaluated; at 
40 per cent, with almost 'all 
credit being obtained from 
official action and no crqdtt 
from citizen action.

The officials charged with 
traffic responsibilities are to 
be commended for meeting reg­
ularly to dew lop and implement 
joint solutions to the tralftc 
problem.

by Dr. W. L. Stengel of Texet 
Tech a t two of the basic fac­
tors in the projected tour of 
West Texet ttockmen and far­
mers through Arizona and Cali­
fornia.

The tour, sponsored by the 
Agriculture and Livestock 
Committee of the West Texet 
Cham l*r of Commerce, it 
scheduled for Jan. 14-20, 1962. 
Billed as the Livestock 
Feeding-^? rain Market De­
velopment Tour, the trip will 
lie made by ISO or more West 
Texans al<oard a siwcial train 
to lie made up in l-uhliock. 
Fort Worth and Clovis. N. M.

Dean Stengel, chairman of 
the WTCC committee, said re­

servations for the tour ere 
coming In dally and it now ap­
pears that a large delegation 
of West Texans will take part.

Stangel pointed out that the 
number of cattle being fattened 
In Texas has increased by six 
per cent in the last 12 months, 
and that the growing number of 
feeders » lll able to gain val­
uable knowledge from the Cal­
ifornia and Arizona feeders who 
now account for about 15 per 
cent of the total grain-fed cattle 
in the U. S.

The two million head of cat­
tle fattened annually in the two 
states also r e q u ir e  a!»out two 
million tons of grain, S^ngel 
said.
