Weekly Bible Question

Sponsored By The McLean Church Of Christ
Q. Is the church of Christ the only ones going to heaven? (Part 2)

A. Recall last week, we read that the New Testament speaks of only one church.
In fact, Paul opposed the idea of many different groups, “Now I exhort you,
brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that you all agree, and there be no
divisions among you, but you be made complete in the same mind and in the same
judgment. For I have been informed concerning you, my brethren, by Chioe’s
people, that there are quarrels among you. Now I mean this, that each one of you is
saying, “I am of Paul,” and “I of Apollos,” and “I of Cephas,” and “I of Christ.”
Has Christ been divided? Paul was not crucified for you, was he? Or were you
baptized in the name of Paul? * 1 Corinthians 1:10-13. The idea of many churches
was foreign to Paul’s thinking. Clearly, Paul knew of only one church, variously
called, “church of Christ,” “church of God,” or “the body,” to name just a few.
Also, in this passage, Paul plainly teaches against referring to the church by the

What is meant by the “church of Christ” or the “church of God?” In the Bible,
these terms denote ownership. They are not denominational names. Other ways to
say “church of Christ” would be “Christ’s church” or “the church that belongs to
Christ.” To further elaborate, since “church” means “the called out ones,” we could
also say “the called out ones that belong to Christ.” (Continued next week....)
