ARB To Hear
Property owners in the Carson County Appraisal 
District will have an opportunity to protest proposed 
appraisals of their property for local taxes. The dis­
trict's appraisal review board (ARB) will begin 
hearing taxpayer p rotests on July 2, 1991 from 9*X) 
AM to 11:30 AM.

After the ARB concludes its hearings and approves 
final property appraisals, local governments will use 
these appraisals to assess property taxes for 1991.

The ARB is a group or citizens who live in the 
appraisal district and who are appointed by the dis­
trict’s directors. Their responsibilities are outlined by 

i the Texas Constitution, which requires that property 
be appraised equally and uniformly and that exemp- 

i, tions and productivity appraisal be properly granted.

Property owners may appear before the ARB to 
protest any of these specific actions of the appraisal 
office:

* the appraised or agricultural value of their 
property,

* unequal appraisal of the taxpayer’s property 
compared to  other property in the district;

* inclusion of the property on the appraisal records;
* denial o f a partial exemption, such as a home 

stead exemption;
* denial of agricultural-use, open-space, or timber

productivity appraisal;
* determ ination that agricultural or timber land has

had a change-of-use and is subject to  a rollback
tax;

* identification of the taxing unit or units in which
the property is located;

* determ ination that the taxpayer is the owner of
the property

* any other action o f the appraisal office that
adversely affects the property owner.

Dianne Lavake, chief appraiser for the district, 
outlined the steps by which a property owner files a

Protest July 2
protest. First, the property owner must file a written 
‘Notice of Protest7 with the ARB. This must be filed 
by June 17 or within 30 days after the taxpayer is 
mailed a notice of appraised value by the chief 
appraiser, whichever is later.

However, if the ARB sends a property owner a 
notice of any other kind of change in the appraisal 
records, or if the chief appraiser issues a prior-year 
omitted property notice, tne property owner has only 
10 days from the mailing date to file a protest.

Official forms for a notice of protest are available 
at the appraisal district office. ’A letter from the 
taxpayer is also acceptable,' Lavake said, 'as long as 
it identifies the property owner and the property that 
is the subject o r the protest and indicates aissatisfac- 
tion with some decision or action of the appraisal 
office.'

Each protesting property owner may offer evidence 
or argument, either in person or by filing an affidavit 
with the ARB. Property owners should be aware that 
the ARB has no authority over tax rates or taxing- 
unit spending and will not hear protests on these 
matters.

The ARB will schedule hearings asproperty owners 
file protests and will inform them or the time, date, 
and place of their individual hearings at least 13 days 
before the scheduled hearing date. Lavake said that 
protest hearings will be held for one day and that the 
ARB expects to approve the final appraisal roll on 
approximately July 20. Stale law requires the ARB to 
review and approve the appraisal records by July 20, 
or when not more than 5 percent of the total proper­
ty value in the district remains under protest.

The State Property Tax Board has issued a pam ­
phlet, Taxpayers’ Rights, Remedies, Responsibilities,' 
which explains how to prepare and present an appeal 
to the ARB. The pamphlet is available at the Carson 
County Appraisal District office at 102 Main, Pan­
handle, (806/537-3569).

The new school finance 
laws are already taking their 
toll on local school districts. 
McLean,  L efo rs  and 
Alan reed are working 
together to beat the 
September 1st deadline for 
freedom to choose what 
schools they will join with. 
After that date the decision 
will be up to the state 
commiHiooer of education.

Lefors was first to start 
action voting to circulate a 
petition calling for an 
election on the consolidation 
issue.

In order to place this 
issue on the halloa fix 
August, the schools must 
get 10 per cent of the 
registered voters in their

respective districts to sign a 
petition.

School Board members 
feel that when House Bill 
351 goes into effect it will 
be a death knell for Lefors 
and Alan reed, with the 
possibility of McLean facing 
problems later an down the 
line. Figures from the 
Texas Education Agency 
«how that the Lefors 
District will lose about 
$166,145. and Alan reed will 
loae $96,661. next year. 
McLean, on the other hand, 
will gain $106,095.
