N ew  S tate Attendance Laws N ow in  Effect
“ Is your child a full time 

student?
“ ...Only if your child 
attends school 175 days per 
school year, then that child 
is 97 percent of one student. 
If absent 10 days during the 
school year, then 94 percent 
of one student is what the 
state allows for your ch Id.” 

This is Superinter dent 
Kenneth Sweatt’s chall :nge 
for the year under the 
S tate 's  new attendance 
accounting system. “ In the 
past,” he explains, "we 
were allowed to choose a fall 
month and a spring month. 
During those accou iting

periods, we stressed and 
offered incentives for full­
time attendance to achieve 
maximum percentages for 
state payments.

•“ W ith  in c re a s e d  
computer technology, each 
school district will send 
attendance records each 
month, and the state will pay 
basic entitlements based on 
average attendance for the 
en tire year, continues 
Sweatt.

Accoding to Joyce 
Hutsell. Business Manager 
of the School District, the 
basic allotment per student 
begins at approximately

$1,900 for a computation of 
gross state aid for a founda­
tion school program. 
"However, when the state 
awards this amount per 
student, they automatically 
factor out of it a district’s 
share of the foundation 
program.

"For instance, assume 
that the state computes 220 
students at $1,900 per 
student, then the district 
would automatically receive 
$418,000 per student, then 
the district would automati­
cally receive $418,000 from 
the state to operate an 
accredited system.

"However, the state, at 
the end of an involved 
formula, assumes that the 
school district can pay 40 
percent of minimum costs. 
Now, that basic allotment 
has become $1,140. So for 
220 students, there is now 
$250,800 from the state 
rather than the gross 
$418,000 computed first.

“ This is an over-simplifi­
cation of a very involved 
f o r m u la .”  c o n tin u e s  
Hutsell. but these are the 
basic elements to the 
program.”

“ At this point,” adds

the teacher must have 
maintained a performance 
appraisal in the “ exceeds 
e x p e c ta tio n s”  category  
during 1989-90.

Level Three Entry: the 
teacher must have a per­

formance appraisal rating of 
165, or a lesser budgeted 
positions, in the 1989-90 
school year and performance 
appraisals in the "clearly 
outstanding” category dur­
ing 1988-89.

Level Two Entry: the
teacher must have a 
performance appraisal rat­
ing of 165, or a lesser score 
based on a ranking of scores 
for the number of budgeted 
positions, in the 1989-90 
year and a 1988-89 per­
formance appraisal in the 
“ exceeds expectations" 
category.

Surplus Funds: should the 
District determine, after 
applying the performance 
criteria above, that funds be 
available to place more 
teachers on the career 
ladder levels II and III, then 
one of the following actions 
shall be taken: (1) appraisal

ratings required for entry to 
Level II or to Level III shall 
be lowered; or (2) the 
amount of stipends paid 
shall be increased to no 
more than 52,000.00 for 
Level II or $4,000.00 for 
Level III; or (3) a combina­
tion of both (1) and (2) 
above.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 2, Sixth Called Session, 71st Legislature, 

proposes a constitutional amendment to provide that if the Senate, at 
any special session, does not take final action to confirm or reject 
an appointee of the Governor made during a recess of the Senate, the 
appointee is entitled to continue in office until the Senate rejects the 
appointee at a subsequent session or until the Governor appoints 
another person to fill the vacancy, but such a nominee whom the 
Senate does not act to confirm or reject at a subsequent regular 
session is considered to be rejected when the session ends.

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to clarify the authority of 
the senate to consider certain nominees to state and district 
offices and to provide for filling vacancies in those offices.”

“ This one year only,” 
says Sweatt, "we will be 
able to choose the best 
weeks of attendance records 
and be guaranteed 98 per­
cent of that figure for 
accounting. For all future 
years, however, the average 
attendance throughout the 
entire year will determine 
state aid.”

The importance of 
maximum attendance for 
each student cannot be over­
emphasized. Parents who 
h a v e  any questions concern­
ing  th e  law s a n d  p o lic ies 
regarding attendance sh ou ld  
con tac t S uperin tenden t 
S w e a tt o r P rin c ip a l Ju d y
Babcock.

The Bunion Derby started 
on March 4, 1928, when 27S 
runners left Los Angeles on 
a 3,422.3 mile trip. Andy 
Payne from Claremore,

from Los Angeles to 
Chicago, then turned on to 
New York. This foot race 
created tremendous publi­
city for Old 66 as well 
wishers, all across the 
country, turned out to greet 
the runners as they passed 
through their respective 
areas.

N ew  State Attendance Laws N ow  In Effect
“ Is your child a full tim< 

student?
"...O nly  if your child 
attends school 175 days >er 
school year, then that cl ild 
is 97 percent of one studt nt. 
if absent 10 days during the 
school year, then 94 pen ent 
of one student is what the 
state allows for your chil J .” 

This is Superintent ent 
Kenneth Sweatt’s challenge 
for the year under the 
State’s new attendance 
accounting system. "In the 
past,” he explains, ‘we 
were allowed to choose t fall 
month and a spring me nth. 
During those accounting

periods, we stressed and 
offered incentives for full­
time attendance to achieve 
maximum percentages for 
state payments.

-“ W ith  in c re a s e d  
computer technology, each 
school district will send 
attendance records each 
month, and the state will pay 
basic entitlements based on 
average attendance for the 
en tire year, continues 
Sweatt.

Accoding to Joyce 
Hutsell. Business Manager 
of the School District, the 
basic allotment per student 
begins at approximately

$1,900 for a computation of 
gross state aid for a founda­
tion school program. 
"However, when the state 
awards this amount per 
student, they automatically 
factor out of it a district’s 
share of the foundation 
program.

“ For instance, assume 
that the state computes 220 
students at $1,900 per 
student, then the district 
would automatically receive 
$418,000 per student, then 
the district would automati­
cally receive $418,000 from 
the state to operate an 
accredited system.

"However, the state, at 
the end of an involved 
formula, assumes that the 
school district can pay 40 
percent of minimum costs. 
Now, that basic allotment 
has become $1,140. So for 
220 students, there is now 
$250,800 from the state 
rather than the gross 
$418,000 computed first.

"This is an over-simplifi­
cation of a very involved 
fo rm u la .  ”  c o n tin u e s  
Hutsell. but these are the 
basic elements to the 
program.”

"At this point," adds

Level Two Entry: the 
teacher must have a 
performance appraisal rat­
ing of 165, or a lesser score 
based on a ranking of scores 
for the number of budgeted 
positions, in the 1989-90 
year and a 1988-89 per­
formance appraisal in the 
"exceeds expectations” 
category.

Surplus Funds: should the 
District determine, after 
applying the performance 
criteria above, that funds be 
available to place more 
teachers on the career 
ladder levels II and III, then 
one of the following actions 
shall be taken: (1) appraisal

ratings required for entry to 
Level II or to Level III shall 
be lowered; or (2) the 
amount of stipends paid 
shall be increased to no 
more than $2,000.00 for 
Level n or $4,000.00 for 
Level III; or (3) a combina­
tion of both (1) and (2) 
above.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 2, Sixth Called Session, 71st Legislature, 

proposes a constitutional amendment to provide that if the Senate, at 
any special session, does not take final action to confirm or reject 
an appointee of the Governor made during a recess of the Senate, the 
appointee is entitled to continue in office until the Senate rejects the 
appointee at a subsequent session or until the Governor appoints 
another person to fill the vacancy, but such a nominee whom the 
S enate  does no t ac t to  confirm  o r  re ject a t a su b sequen t regu la r 
session is considered  to  be re jec ted  w hen the session ends.

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to clarify the authority of 
the senate to consider certain nominees to state and district 
offices and to provide for filling vacancies in those offices."

"This one year only,” 
says Sweatt, “we will be 
able to choose the best 
weeks of attendance records 
and be guaranteed 98 per­
cent of that figure for 
accounting. For all future 
years, however, the average 
attendance throughout the 
entire year will determine 
state aid.”

The importance of 
maximum attendance for 
each student cannot be over­
emphasized. Parents who 
have any questions concern­
ing the laws and policies 
regarding attendance should 
contact  Super in tendent  
S w e a tt o r P rin c ip a l Judy 
Babcock.
