Handgun Instructor Course
Offered

The first class for
certified handgun instructors
is scheduled to begin July
17 at the Department of
Public  Safety  Training
Academy in Austin. The
DPS plans to train about 60
students per class.

In July 1943 Gunter
Ressel was a 22 year-old
German prisoner of war.
He was captured in Tunisia,
Africa on May 9, 1943,
flown first to Glasgow,
Scotland, then to New
York. He ‘hen travelied by
train to the prison camp
just east of McLean, where
approximately 3,000
prisoners weare held during
the war. Gunter and
Angela, his wife of 35 years,
came back to town last
week under entirely
different circumstances.

The Ressels came to
McLean to visit friends

Paul Macina, who
befriended Gunter when he
worked on the Macina farm.
During his six months at the
McLean camp  Gunter
worked on the Macina farm
three days a week and at
the Pakan farm three days a
week; prisoners did not
work on Sunday.
