This dedaratc ry 
judgement suit challeng d 
the validity of the D istric’s 
rules and statutory author ty 
to regulate groundwau r.

The District has used ts 
reserve funds to pay f x  
attorneys and the techiwal 
experts needed in the efft rt 
to  settle this suit. Since t ie 
District has not raised tax»  
the past four years, o  ir 
reserves have been depict« d 
and we have been forced o 
make the increase in tax* 
this year.
