Storm Ca uses Cancellations, Accidents
Monday morning, local 

residents began digging out 
from the first major winter 
storm of 1987. The snow 
began falling on Thursday 
night just after sunset. 
There was a brief break on 
Friday, with very little add­
ed accumulation, but the 
storm intensified during the 
weekend. By the time it was 
over on Sunday afternoon, it 
had dropped more than a 
foot of snow and strong 
winds had left drifts of over 
five feet in some areas.

A weaker storm came 
through Monday night. It 
left little new precipitation 
but snow packed roads made 
travel hazardous at best.

Impassable roads forced 
the cancellation of numerous 
activities including the Var­
sity basketball games in 
Phillips, the McLean Junior 
High basketball tournament.

the All-Region High School 
band tryouts, and local 
church services. In addition, 
many businesses were either 
closed entirely or opened 
late on Monday while class­
es in McLean and Alanreed 
were cancelled.

Despite decreased travel 
on highways, several weath­
er related accidents were 
reported. The first occured 
on Thursday night about 
four miles west of McLean. 
Jeffrey Jerome Kirke of 
Des Moines, Iowa was trav­
eling west on 1-40 when he 
hit a patch of ice and spun 
out. The jeep he was driving 
flipped over and came to a 
stop in the median. He was 
taken to Shamrock Hospital 
and treated for minor injur­
ies. A passenger was not 
hurt.

The second incident hap­
pened Saturday morning.

James Lee Liming of Terra 
Haute. Indiana was siz miles 
east of McLean, traveling 
west of 1-40, when he also 
spun out on the ice. He 
skidded to the right side of 
the road, turned over and 
landed in a ditch. He was not 
injured.

On Saturday, there were 
two accidents including a 
multiple vehicle pile-up. The 
first occured in the afternoon 
about four miles west of 
Alanreed. Donald Edward 
Livingstone of Oxnard, Ca. 
driving a semi-truck, was 
going too fast for the road 
conditions. His truck jack­
knifed. went into the median 
and rolled over on its right 
side. The driver, who was 
hauling 38,000 lbs. of lettuce 
and carrots, was not injured.

The second accident occ­
ured Saturday afternoon and 
involved three semi-trucks.

According to DPS Officer 
John Holland. the first 
truck driven by Gregory 
Disotuardt of Saugus, Ca. 
was going to fast on the 
ice-slickened roads and jack­
knifed near Alanreed. Two 
other semis, driven by Lance 
Jenkins of Lexington, Ohio
and Fred Lee Pierce, Sr. of 
Pexico, Missouri, were trav­
eling too close to the first 
truck and collided with it. 
They also jack-knifed. The 
accident blocked traffic on 
1-40 for about five hours and 
cars had to be rerouted on to 
the service roads. Ho injur­
ies were reported.

The final incident happen­
ed Monday morning five 
miles west of Alanreed. A 
semi traveling east on 1-40 
was going too fast and jack­
knifed into a dtich. The 
driver, Michael Allen Collins 
of Tuscon, Ariz., was not 
injured.

Gray County Commission­
ers met last Thursday to 
consider, among other 
things, what to do about the 
potential loss of revenue 
sharing funds.

He 
said, “ I expect we will fond 
them but the amount hasn’t 
been determined yet.”

meeting 10 act as a spokes­
person for the library. She 
said, “The revenue sharing 
money accounts for about 
20-25 percent of our budget.
If we lost it, the impact on 
library services would be 
tremendous. We never even 
thought about not having 
those funds available to us.” 
She added. “The county has 
supported us since 1941 and 
all of the Commissioners 
expressed their support for 
us. We hope something can 
be worked out.” 

Commissioner Simmons 
said that the library could be 
helped through private don­
ations and through setting 
user fees. Mrs. Magee said 
that all along the library has 
received private donations 
and memorials. "How­
ever,”  she said, “ that reve­
nue sharing money is ex­
tremely important to us and 
we don’t want to entertain 
the idea of having to rely on 
donations to keep us going.

She also wanted it to be 
emphasized that the install­
ation of the new computer 
system had nothing to do 
with the library's current 
dilemma. She said, “ It came 
from a separate grant and 
has nothing to do with the 
revenue sharing money.”

Texas Gas Tax Info.

Texas’ temporary five- 
cent increase in gasoline tax 
on January 1 puts the state 
on a par with the rest of the 
country in highway user 
fees, according to an econ­
omist with the Federal High­
way Administration.

“ Fifteen cents a gallon is 
just getting up to the thresh­
old of what is needed in the 
leading states, as far as 
taxation of motor fuel, said 
Tom Cooper, an economist 
with FHWA in Washington, 
D.C. "The range is wide 
among the 50 states, from 
seven cents to more than 18 
cents. At 10 cents a gallon, 
Texas was one of the lowest 
in the country.”

Published reports listing 
Texas as a high-gasoline-tax 
state differ from the high­
way department’s official 
statistics, according to Bob 
Lanier, chairman of the 
State Highway and Public 
Transportation Commission.

“ There are two major 
discrepancies,” said Lanier. 
“ In reports ranking Texas 
thirteenth highest, states 
having the same tax are 
grouped as one. For exam­
ple, the five states taxing 16 
cents per gallon are ranked 
in one place. Carrying this 
logic out, there are only 26 
rankings. On this basis, it is 
true that Texas is thir­
teenth.”

“ But if the ranking allo­
cates one position to each 
state, Texas ranks number 
20 of 50 states and the 
District of Columbia,” Lan­

ier said. “Three other states 
are tied for that ranking.’’

And the second dis­
crepancy confuses the issue 
even further, Lanier said. 
“ Other computations have 
ignored the sales tax many 
states charge on gasolone.’’ 
said Lanier. “ In some states 
this amounts to more than 
the direct gasoline tax.”

Lanier said that an aver­
age of all state gasoline 
taxes must be considered to 
get the full picture.

“ If you average the latest 
figures from the Highway 
Users Federation and add 
any state sales taxes, the 
national gasoline tax aver­
age is 13.76 cents a gallon, 
compared to 15 cents in

Texas,” she said. “ But our 
state maintains some 40,000 
miles of farm-to-market 
roads that in many states are 
maintained by the counties. 
Since further tax increases 
occur throughout the year in 
other states, we expect our 
ranking to drop.”

Cooper supports Lanier’s 
prediction of further in­
creases.

"The number of states 
taxing more than 15 cents a 
gallon is growing,” he said.

But Lanier says the nickel 
increase enacted in 1986 has 
not resulted in an increase in 
highway funding for Texas.

“ At 15 cents a gallon, our 
gasoline tax preserves the 
incease made in 1984,”  said 
Lanier. “ And h removes us 
from the general revenue 
category by placing highway 
funding entirely on a user- 
fee basis.”

vital.

If the patient, or patients 
family requests a specific 
hospital or doctor, the atten­
dants will transport to the 
hospital required. However, 
in order to give first rate 
care, in situations when time 
is of the essence, the atten­
dants often suggest travel­
ing to the closest hospital. 
The attendants will also 
contad the hospital and 
request the paramedics to 
meet them enroute if medi­
cal assistance is necessary.

Local volunteer, Lynn 
Pool, is currently attending 
classes to qualify her to 
administer I-V treatment 
when necessary. This extra 
knowledge and ability will 
enrich our ambulance 
service and will help our 
commnity even more.

Everyone should be

Good Records 
Help Make 

Farming Profitable
Good records can help 

farmers and ranchers to 
manage their operations 
more effectively and to 
recognize opportunities for 
increasing profitability.

“The benefits of keeping 
and using records are 
many," points out Richard 
Paterson, Jr., an economist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. “ The 
first big payoff to good re­
cord keeping is planning. 
With records from past 
years, a farmer or rancher 
can prepare a financial pic­
ture (cash flow) for the up­
coming year or years.”

This will enable him to see 
the timing of expenses and 
receipts month by month 
and just exactly when and 
how much operating money 
he needs to borrow—all 
before he spends a dime on 
his operations, notes the 
economist.

Using the cash flow state­
ment. a producer may be 
able to make adjustments to 
reduce interest expense by 
borrowing later or to consi­
der production or market­
ing alternatives which may 
enhance the “ bottom line.”

“ Records also can help 
the farmer or rancher know 
his current financial posi­
tion,”  says Patterson. 
"Relying on good records 
and the cash flow statement 
prepared at the beginning of

the year, he can compare 
actual receipts and expenses 
to his budgeted estimates. 
Any adjustments that need 
to be made can then be 
planned for rather than 
coming as a surprise to him 
and possibly his lender.” 

Keeping records will pro­
vide the farmer or rancher 
the necessary information to 
prepare his tax return and 
avoid making mistakes. 
Common problems include 
failing to include all deduc­
tions on Schedule F and 
over-reporting taxable 
income due to bank deposits 
which do not show the 
source of funds.

Protect Your Pet 
From Frostbite
People are constantly re­

minded to be careful of 
frostbite during extremely 
cold periods. Let’s be sure to 
not forget our animals, as 
they too are susceptible to 
frostbite.

Frostbite is the actual 
freezing of tissues as a result 
of exposure to the freezing 
elements. Slight frosting 
causes the skin to become 
pale followed by intense red­
ness, pain and swelling. The 
hair may fall out and the skin 
may begin to peel much the 
same as with a severe sun­
burn. If the area is then 
warmed, the affected area 
will usally heal fine on its 
own. If, however, the freez­
ing continues, the area will 
become very painful, swol­
len and cold. Blood circu­
lation is poor. If unattended, 
this a re a  will b e  sharply 
defined by a line between 
the damaged tissue and the 
tissue with good blood cir­
culation. After a period of 
time, the frozen portion will 
more or less rot away and 
the adjacent anatomy will be 
permanently disfigured.

The extremities are most 
commonly affected. The ears 
go first, followed by the tail, 
then the toes. Keep a close 
watch during these cold 
spells and help avoid frost-
