The year 2000 marks 
the 100th anniversary of 
the beginning of the J.S. 
Morse ranch north of 
McLean.

The 25-year-old J.S. 
Morse came to Gray 
County in 1900 with his 
uncle, W.A. Morse,
where they began raising 
cattle and horses on the 
North Fork of the Red 
River. On November 11, 
1903, J.S. (Sam) Morse 
married Martha Ellen
Bogan u i  Willow, 
Oklahoma, and they aer 
up housekeeping on ihe 
ranch. M o m  began
using the triangle brand,
with the triangle pointing 
down, and for much of 
the century, the operation 
waa known as the
Triangle Ranch

The Moraea’ son S.B., 
was killed in World War 
n  along with two of his 
cousins Their daughter,
Minnie, married John C. 
Haynes in 1927, and
Haynes eventually became 
manager of the ranch.

Ownership then passed 
on to John C. and
Minnie Haynes's sons 
Sam A. Haynes and John 
M. Haynes, and to a 
cousin, Minnie Katherine 
Robbenon of Oklahoma 
City. Today, John M. 
Haynes (till operates a 
large portion of the

triangle brand 
called the campstool, 
while Sam A. Haynes 
livds in McLean and is s 
former mayor of the city.

Because the John M. 
Haynes residence is on 
the site of the former 
De*worth community, the 
ranch now is called the 
Deaworth Line Camp.

The ranch began 
rairfng Hereford cattle 
and eventually shifted to
Angus and Red Angu«, 
then to  a herd of mostly 
Angus Charolais cross 
cattle John M. Haynes 
also currently raises some 
Longhorns and Watusis

la past decades, the 
ranch had a large horse 
population. For several 
years, Morse sold horses 
to the U.S. Army 
remount program. In the 
19608, the ranch also 
operated Triangle Ranch 
Feed and Cattle Co. just 
west of McLean and also 
a Bacon Bin hog facility.

The 100th anniversary 
was recognized June 17 
with a supper and dance 
at the ranch, hosted by 
John M and Joyce 
Haynes. More than 100 
friends and family 
attended.
