ON FARM VEHICLES

House Bill 1826 passed 
by the 72nd Texas 
Legislature will become 
effective January 1, 1992.

This bill provides for the 
establishment and funding 
o f a young farm er 
endowment program. An 
additional fee of $5.00 will 
be collected at the time of 
registration for motor 
vehicles registered with 
Farm Truck and Farm
