Census Bureau figures may lead to re-districting

In recent basketball playoff action, the Plains Cowboys took on the Post Antelopes February 
19 and scored a convincing 73-52 win to clinch Bi-District honors. They next journeyed to 
Big Spring Saturday, February 24 to meet the highly regarded Wall Hawks and again came 
away with a big 56-49 win to claim  the area championship trophy.

W hen the U.S. Bureau o f the 
C ensus releases i t’s official 
number count o f all Americans, 
the constantly growing popu­
lation and population shifts will 
definitely call for re-drawing of 
congressional, state , county 
and city district lines through 
out the nation. County Judge 
D allas  B re w e r th in k s  it is 
highly likely some redistricting 
lines will have to be drawn in 
Yoakum County.
In an interview last Friday, the 
Judge said, “ Until we get the 
final census figures, we w on’t 
know for sure, but I feel it’s 
very possible there will have to 
be some adjustments to district 
lines here, p robably  for the 
most part in Denver City.” He

thinks economic fluctuations 
in the petroleum industry could 
have  c h a n g ed  th a t to w n ’s 
population numbers since the 
last census in 1991 enough to 
mandate re-drawing precinct 
lines. “ Plains, with a smaller 
and  p ro b ab ly  m ore s tab le  
population base, may not be 
looking at changes in its lines. 
W e’ll ju st have to wait and 
see,” the Judge added.
The Judge explained, “ The 

county has a contract with the 
Jim Allison and Associates law 
firm in Austin, the firm which 
re-drew our precinct lines in 
1991.They are scheduled to 
meet with commissioners court 
M arch 14 and give us their ini­
tia l assessm en t. O f course ,

nothing will be definite until 
the final and official census 
numbers are in place, and the 
deadline for that report is April 
1 .”

The Judge explained the con­
tract with the Austin law firm 
requires a payment o f $6,000 
for the first phase assessment 
o f  the  co u n ty  n u m b ers . I f  
enough population changes are 
apparent, requiring actual re­
drawing precinct lines, the firm 
would be paid $ 12,000 for that 
work, instead of the $6,000 fee. 
Com m issioners Court would 
have to accept the firms plan, 
and it would have to be sent to 
the Legislature, and finally to 
the US Census Bureau.

“ Our primary mission was to 
keep the peace betw een the 
Serbs and Albanians. We went 
on daily foot or truck patrols 
of the area, conducted random 
searches of suspected Albanian 
troublemakers, and guarded a 
Serb school and church against

bom b or g renade  a tta c k s .” 
Luke said his unit took no en­
emy fire directed at them, but 
there were frequent attacks on

Serb homes and buildings, and

ernor stated.
These test scores undeline the 
need for Texas to focus on ways 
to im prove m ath instruction 
and learning, Perry added. He

the Texas Assessment of Aca­
demic Skills ( TA A S), the state 
mandated testing program, and 
tougher high school graduation 
standards make his math initia­
tive even more imperative. Cit­
ing the success o f the Texas 
Reading Initiative, Perry said, 
“ Clearly we must now do for 
math what we have done for 
reading.”
His proposed math initiative 

w ould  p rov ide  fu n d in g  fo r 
M ath A cadem ies to prepare 
teachers on the best way to 
teach the subject; A M aster 
M ath Teacher program  would 
pay a $5,000 annual stipend to 
those who receive expert certi­
fication; and intensive summer 
and after school programs for 
students in danger of falling 
behind. The governor’s p ro­
posed budget earmarks some

$41 m illion for the plan.
The reading initiative is di­

rected at early education and 
pupils in kindergarten through 
third grade. Perry’s proposed 
math program  would focus on 
students in grades five through 
eight
T he G o v e rn o r’s p ro p o sed  

budget also would increase the 
Student Success Initiative by 
m ore than $100 million, and 
more than triple the Teach For 
Texas G rant Program  to en ­
courage more young people to 
pursue teaching careers.

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In last w eek’s issue, we fea­
tured a photo of the young PHS 
Cowboy Baseball team w ork­
out.
N ostalig ia  kicked in, and I 

vaguely recalled my only expe­
rience involving the sport while 
in school at Pecos.
I remember somewhere in my 

last Junior High years, maybe 
even as a freshman, the athletic 
d e p a rtm e n t G u ru s d e c id e d  
baseball should be included in 
the P.E.agenda. At that time, the 
sport was non-existent. I imme­
diately decided I would become 
a pitcher. As dumb as I was, I 
already realized crowd atten­
tion  w as a lw ays c e n te re d , 
briefly, on the pitcher, every 
single play, and that was where 
I determined Glory would be 
found.
It was not a recognized UIL 

event in our district, just a PE 
e v e n t. I practiced pitching ev­
ery day. One o f my dim m er 
witted friends would serve as 
my catcher during recess, or 
whatever they called it then, 
and during lunch. I would burn 
that ball into his glove like a 
missle from  Hell, unerringly in 
the strike  zone. The genius 
coaches finally  schedu led  a 
mock game during a lunch pe­
riod. I was selected to pitch.
I was already anticipating col­
lege scholarship offers when I 
took the mound, w earing my 
usual Levis and boots. I faced 
the batter, a wimp looking kid 
one year younger than me, and 
thought, “ You are Dog Meat, 
you pimple on a m ole!”
I flung my best fastball which 

I thought reached supersonic 
speed levels, but if radar guns 
had been available it may have 
achieved 28 miles per hour. I 
had always been noted for my 
accuracy. I struck the Umpire, 
( also my Government Coach 
whom I hated ) square dab in 
the throat. Since it was just a fun 
game, and no one but the catch­
ers wore protective gear, the 
coach-ump suffered consider­
able discomfort and an abiding

hatred for me throughout my 
continuing outstanding high 
school athletic career.
They allow ed me a couple 

more pitches. I nailed my own 
classmate buddy on the knee, 
then, determined to really bare 
down and throw like I and God 
knew I could, against my third 
batter, I m anaged to hit my 
catcher on the only unprotected 
portion of his body, that big old 
knobby bone on your ankle, 
w hatever you call it, w hich 
seemed to create exquisite and 
very vocal pain reminiscent of 
Inquisition tortures.
I was retired from the un-of­

ficial team, and it was years 
later before Pecos High would 
even consider resuming base­
ball.

I had a very scary experience 
in Hobbs, NM  this weekend. I 
carried film  of the Cow boys 
baseball and basketball games 
to W alMart for developing. 
W hen I was giving them  the 

film, this big burly type guy 
about the size of a Green Bay 
Packer lineman nudged me and 
said, “ Hey, buddy I see your 
cap reads Plains, Is that Plains, 
Texas?”

I adm itted , yes ,it is. He 
asked,“ Do you know the guy 
that does that newspaper over 
there, the Cowboy something 
or other?”
My heart beat faster. This guy 

has read our paper, and is go­
ing to say something good to 
me. I answered politely, “ Yes 
sir, I do, quite well,” anticipat­
ing words o f praise and adora­
tion..
This huge hunk of m eat guy 

glowered like a hungry Rott­
weiler and said, “ Well, tell that 
je rk  idiot there’s some of us 
over here in Hobbs who wanta 
whup his hiney. We got some 
chubby folks, I admit, but they 
ain’t all in WalMart. He better 
not have been talking about my 
w ife. S h e ’s 5 ’ 9 ” ta ll, and 
weighs ju st 237, and by NFL 
standards, she’s in good shape.” 
I readily admit I thought I was 
in deep stuff, and said, “ Sir, the 
guy who writes all that garbage 
is a little wimp 86 year old. He 
is barely literate, his wife has 
terminal cancer, he tithes, sings 
in the church choir, donates to 
the Cancer'Society, the Kosovo 
Orphans fund, and the NRA.

Most of us remember the “sup­
ply and demand” lecture from 
our Economics 101 class. The 
goal is to have enough supply 
of your product to meet the de­
mand. Apparently, some folks 
in California skipped that class 
in high school. C alifornia is 
now  e x p e rie n c in g  a m ajo r  
power supply problem, causing 
serious concern for consumers 
and businesses, and potentially 
for the rest of the country.
The problems they are facing 

are simply supply/demand eco­
nomics that result from  a badly 
written deregulation law and 
som e poor energy  cho ices. 
W hile deregulation can bring 
low er pow er b ills, the 1996 
California electricity deregula­
tion put a cap on retail prices, 
hiding the true cost o f electric­
ity from consumers and leav­
ing them no incentive to con­
serve. It also did not cap whole­
sale prices and prevented utili­
ties from  entering  in to  long 
term  pow er con tacts, w hich 
made them  subject to the al- 

. ways volatile spot market. Now 
the utilities are facing the pain­
ful reality o f bankruptcy. 
California imports 25 percent 

of their electricity and discour­
ages energy production within 
the state. C alifo rn ians w ant 
electricity from  clean burning, 
environmentally correct natural 
gas, but they do not want to drill 
for it or build new plants. From  
1988-98, the s ta te ’s e lec tric  
generating capacity  actually  
declined five percent, accord­
ing to the Departm ent of E n­
ergy, yet, power consumption 
rose 15 percent over the same 
period. Not surprisingly, their 
surging dem and is now ou t­
stripping their dwindling sup­
ply, and doing so very quickly. 
Just like California our coun- 

try is headed for an energy cri­
sis. Fortunately, President Bush 
and the U.S. Congress have

made energy a top priority. I 
believe we have a monumen­
tal opportunity to correct the 
poor energy decisions of the 
past and adopt a com prehen­
sive, long term energy policy 
that promotes all forms of en­
ergy, particularly petroleum . 
O ur dom estic petro leum  re­
sources are not in short supply; 
however, access to that supply 
must be addressed in any leg­
islation.
To begin with, we must limit 

our dependence on foreign oil. 
A pprox im ately  56 o f crude 
consumed by our country last 
year was imported from foreign 
countries. This is projected to 
increase to 64 percent by 2020 
if policies stay the same. I have 
cosponsored legislation to es­
tablish a com petitive oil and 
gas leasing program for the ex­
ploration and production of oil 
and gas resources in the Arctic 
Coastal Plain. The U.S. Geo­
logical Survey estimates that 
there is enough oil to replace 
all imports from Saudi Arabia 
for the next 30 years. In addi­
tion, there is a pipeline less than 
90 m iles away w ith enough 
capacity to carry an additional 
million barrels of oil a day. The 
hurdle to opening ANW R, for 
the security of the nation, is the 
w ide spread m isinform ation 
being  prom oted by extrem e 
environmental groups.

Closer to home our farmers, 
ranchers and consum ers are 
fee lin g  the energy  crunch . 
Prices for fertilizer are at an all 
time high, the costs of irriga­
tion are skyrocketing, and con­
sum ers are s tru g g lin g  w ith  
huge natural gas and electric­
ity b ills. W hy has th is hap ­
pened? Our economy has been

boom ing and dem and for elec­
tricity throughout the nation is 
high. A lso , m any e lec tric ity  
generating plants have switched 
from coal to natural gas, which 
is in high dem and but o f which 
there is less in stock.
Because of several years of low 
petroleum  prices, exploration 
and d rillin g  fo r n a tu ra l gas 
slow ed  d ram a tica lly . W hen  
prices w ere ca tas tro p h ica lly  
low in 1998-99, the industry 
had to shut in productive wells, 
because they were no longer 
economical to operate. This in­
dustry downturn caused the loss 
of 50,000 jobs. The condition 
lasted for 18 months and gave 
consumers a period o f historic 
lows for petroleum  products. 
The “boom  or bust” cycle o f oil 
and gas prices is bad for con­
sumers. Producers in the Per­
mian Basin do not want a reli­
able price with which they can 
make long term  investment de­
c is ions . T he in d u stry  is re ­
bounding and doing their best 
to drill new wells, but there is a 
lag time o f 12-18 months to get 
that product from  well to mar­
ket.
Sadly, there is very little we can 
do in the short term  to fix the 
recent price escalation of energy 
products. But there is much that 
can be done for the long term. 
We m ust realize that there is no 
such thing as the perfect energy 
source, but that each is needed 
to produce a balanced mix that 
gives us stable energy supplies 
and prices. F urtherm ore, we 
cannot afford to demonize in­
dustries that benefit us. Energy 
production and environm ental 
protection and not mutually ex­
clusive. We need to protect our 
environment but in realistic and 
balanced terms.
