A number of years ago he planted 
Russian Olive trees, now towering some 25 feet, which provide 
cover for ground nesting quail and many other tree nesting birds.
He has planted now large Pyracanthia shrubs, thriving on drip 

systems, and providing cover for quail from hawks.
For a number of years Sanders has purcahased hundreds of trees 

through the Yoakum SWCD Windbreak Tree Program and the Texas 
Forest Service, providing both browse and cover for wildlife species. 
He has been a true steward of our local environment. Sanders is a 
past Yoakum SWCD Board Chairman, and a former Board member 
of Sandy Land Water Distrrict.

Court hears proposal for Mallett 
Ranch preservation project

Colby Ortega listens in background as Mayor Shane McKinzie discusses tobasso issues

In a presentation to Plains City Council in April, Plains High Student Council Treasurer Colby 
Ortega shared their council’s desire to reward local businesses which have made a commitment 
to make their premises smoke-free. Student Council members will present certificates of 
appreciation to firms which have chosen to be smoke free over the next five weeks. The City 
Council endorsed the students efforts. The students had earlier attended a conference at Ceta 
Canyon where they learned sobering facts about tobacco use; In the United States 1,000 people 
die daily from tobacco related illnesses,.including 24,000 Texas deaths annually.

The May 1 session of Commissioners Court 
heard an initial proposal to participate in the 
preservation of historic Mallet Ranch, with the 
old ranch headquarters about 6 miles southwest 
of present day Sundown. Christina Stephens, 
grant director for the project, told the court the 
ranch was established in 1895, and contained 
at one time some 53,000 acres of land, about 
13,000 acres which are now part 'of Yoakum 
County. Other ranch land is located in Hockley, 
Cochran and Terry Counties.
Stephens said' her initial visit with the court 

was to offer information and seek genefal 
approval of the proposed project, with no firm 
commitment of donated services or funding for 
the project. She said there was serious interest 
in obtaining permanent access to land in a 
portion of Sulphur Draw, which runs through

Plains and was once the route to nearest 
railroads at Big Spring. The land could be used 
for location of a future memorial to the founding 
of the of the old ranch.
Asked if interest was developing in the 

proposed project, she said the City of Levelland 
had commited to furnishing land for some type. 
memorial, and the City of Sundown was 

• considering the refurbishing or moving the old 
headquarters. Judge Brewer questioned whether 
residents in Denver City would be interested in 
the project if it were located in Plains. 
Commissioners Lindsey and Powell favored 
further study of the project, but because it 
would require no monetary commitment, felt it 
deserved further study. Ms. Stephens said initial 
estimates of the cost for the project would be

This month, the U.S. space program reached a landmark in its 
history, and it looks forward to a promising new era. On April 
12th, we celebrated the 25th anniversary o f the first space shuttle 
launch. The last quarter century o f human space flight was domi­
nated by this amazing spacecraft. The passing o f  the baton from 
the shuttle to a new generation o f vehicles is on the horizon. With 
these vehicles we will reach new destinations and view new vis­
tas.

Late last year, Congress enacted my NASA authorization bill, 
the first in five years. The bill does more than simply authorize 
funds for the space program. It begins the transition to the new 
era o f exploration.
That era will continue this July with the launch o f the space Shuttle 

Discovery on the second Return to Flight test mission. During 
their mission to the International Space Station, Discovery’s crew 
will test new equipment and procedures that increase the safety 
o f space shuttles.
The successor to the shuttle program will embark on bold, new 

missions, including a return to the moon after a hiatus o f  more 
than 30 year. This time, it will be more than a brief visit; the moon 
will become a stepping stone for exploring the further reaches o f  
space.
Our ultimate goal o f  this new era will be to set foot on the Red 

Planet. Incredible pictures form the Spirit and Opportunity rov­
ers on Mars have given us a deeper sense o f  what it will be like to 
stand on the surface o f Mars, climb its rolling hills and explore its 
craters and valleys.
This new journey must begin from where we now are. It must 

build on the solid base o f  knowledge and experience that we have 
spent many years and invested extensive resources to develop. 
That base will not be completed until we return the space shuttle 
to full flight status; and we must finish the Space Station to pro-. 
vide an essential laboratory for important research. *
Current plans call for the end o f space shuttle flights in 2010, but 
we need to be sure we do not have a gap during which our nation 
is unable to perform manned missions. We do not yet know when 
the new Crew Exploration Vehicle (CEV) will become fully op­
erational. Therefore, my bill requires NASA to notify the Con­
gress if a gap appears likely and detail the steps they believe we 
should take to bridge the gap.
We must be able to sustain operations aboard the space station. 

It will be necessary to ensure that we have the capability to de­
liver cargo, re-supply the station, and return payloads to Earth. It 
is not enough for us to simply attach the remaining modules to the 
space station and leave it behind. That would not meet our com­
mitments to our international partners, our taxpayers, or to the 
scientists who have spent two decades planning and preparing to 
use the space station.
My bill maximizes our investment in the International Space Sta­

tion by designating it a National Laboratory. It is an important 
national asset with enormous potential for scientific research and 
exploration, for example, increasing our understanding o f  cosmic 
rays and working to develop new sources o f  energy. This desig­
nation will open up new avenues for outside funding and support, 
and it will extend the benefits proved by the many unique possi­
bilities for research on the space station.

Our efforts in space are essential to keeping our nation com­
petitive. We have an exciting and bright future in space explora­
tion. We are on a course that will bring important new knowledge 
and inspire the net generation o f  American scientists to do what 
only yesterday, seemed like science fiction.

Four out o f  five seniors who 
have voluntarily signed up for 
the Medicare prescription drug 
program are satisfied with their 
coverage, according to a new 
survey commissioned by the 
Medicare Rx Education Net­
work and conducted by KRC 
Research.

** The following is an article written by a ten year old boy, a 
project assigned by his elementary school instructor. With 
the second Relay For Life rapidly approaching, we thought 
it appropriate.

There are three 
very special people that have had cancer I know.
The first time I heard about cancer was when my Uncle Jason

I didn’t know then that we were there for Jason to see 
more doctors. A very short week later he died. I was sad because 
he had just married my aunt Stacey and I would miss him a lot. 
The next time the word cancer was said was when I was in the 

third grade. My friend Jacob had it. I was astonished that one of 
my best friends and someone my age could have cancer. 
Everyone in my family, including cousins and grandparents, 
helped me collect can tabs to give to him. We also prayed a long 
time for him and it must have paid off, because he is better now 
and cancer free. I was so happy to hear this and to also know he 
would be able to come back to school, because he missed all of 
fourth grade. I think of him as a miracle and a very special person. 
That is why I am hopeful and also grateful.
The last time this nasty word came up was when my grandma 

Rosemary found out she had it. Everyone thought it was just a 
toothache, but the doctor said something else. She was really 
sick and wanted to see doctors in Lubbock. So she and my Poppa 
moved to Lubbock to be closer to her doctor. It was really sad, 
because they missed their house in Gustine and also missed some 
of our holidays. They finally moved back, but soon after she got 
very sick again and died. I miss her good cooking and our fun 
holidays.

Cancer has affected me in lots of ways the past four years. I 
have lost ny uncle, my grandma, and almost a friend. It makes 
me sad and confused. I am happy that all my prayers for Jacob 
were answered and I hope and pray it never comes back. Its 
special to know even prayers from little people can help with 
such big things.
