economic down turn.
There could be an up-beat sce­
nario  in store, however, for 
Plains, Yoakum County and the 
immediate surrounding area. 
After repeated failed negotia­
tions to purchase the bank­
ruptcy court controlled former 
Texas Equipm ent dealership 
here West o f town, a W est 
Texas Agriplex crew is hard at 
work cleaning, remodeling and 
expanding the site for their 
opening of a new ag service 
outlet.
David Hicks, a Gaines county 

g ro w er and a g ri-b u s in e ss  
owner, is in the process of re­

vam p ing  the fo rm e r Jack  
Spears Drilling site and build­
ing assets to house his newly 
created West Texas Agriplex 
operation.
Hicks, owner of West Gaines 

C ounty  Seed & D e lin tin g , 
plans to convert the former ir­
rigation business site into a 
general farm supply operation. 
The Agriplex facility will fea 
ture parts and supplies for all 
m ajor manufacturers of trac­
tors and field equipment, other 
rela ted  accessory item s,and 
both liquid and dry fertilizer 
sales.

G en e ra l M an ag er R o b e rt 
Armstrong reported,“ We are 
doing a major overhaul of the 
site  and facility . The m ain 
building will contain offices on 
the west side, with the remain­
der of the large building hous­
ing farm and ranch supplies, 
tillage equipment, and irriga­
tion parts and equipment. 
Armstrong also said a com ­

p lete  dry fe r tiliz e r  fac ility  
would be based in the large

bam on the east side of the site, 
and a new, state of the art liq­
uid fertilizer station would be 
constructed nearby.
Armstrong told CCN, “ We 

will have a loosely managed 
d ep a rtm e n ta l o rg an iza tio n  
when we open. Derek Lamar, 
form erly with Texas Equip­
ment just across the highway, 
will handle our farm  equip­
m ent and parts departm ent, 
w ith assistance from  Steve 
Barnes in irrigation and fertil­
izer equ ipm ent, and Butch 
Mack, former manager of Agro 
in Plains will head up our fer­
tilizer sales.”
Andrews said, “ Our intial goal 
was to be able to be open and 
be in business by February 20. 
It could be as late as March 1, 
but with the progress w e’re 
m aking, I feel we could be 
serving our Plains and Yoakum 
County customers by the target 
date. We are looking forward 
to working with the many good 
producers in Yoakum County.”

Texas Parks and Wildlife Department 
Schedules Antelope Meeting

Texas P arks and  W ild life  
would like to invite all inter­
ested parties to a meeting con­
cerning pronghorn an telope 
permit issuance in Cochran and 
Yoakum Counties. The meeting 
is set for February 19th at 7:00 
pm. in the C ochran C ounty 
Auditorium.

C u rren tly  the  dem and  fo r 
pronghorn antelope permits has 
outgrown the num ber of ani­
mals that can be harvested and 
the department would like to 
receive your input on this mat­
ter. A ntelope season in both 
counties was opened in 1994

and 11 landowners were issued 
11 permits. By 2001 the num­
ber of landowners requesting 
perm its had increased to 86. 
“Sure we have more landown­
ers requesting permits but the 
land base has not increased as 
m uch,” according to Duane 
Lucia. “In 1994 the 11 land- 
ow ners rep resen ted  40 ,974  
acres, average 3,724. In 2001 
the 86 landowners requesting 
perm its represents a total of 
186,981 acres, average 2,174. 
Our average landowner size has 
decreased by about 1500 acres. 
Landowners are being sent let-

ters asking them to attend the 
m eeting with some possible 
solutions, “We want to work 
with the landowners and hunt­
ers not dictate to them what is 
going to happen” Lucia says. 
Some of the possible solutions 
could include a. lottery, rotat­
ing perm its and coops. “We 
need to come up with some sort 
of equitable way that will help 
all landowners, no matter what 
size of property that are man­
aging.” Lucia states, “there are 
some other areas in the Pan­
handle District that are experi­
encing similar situations.”

Dogs w on’t bite 4 The Turtle ’
automation comes to reading electric meters

In the latter part of January 2001, Lea County 
Electric Cooperative started installation of new 
automated meters in Lovington. According to 
John Benard, Manager of Distribution Engineer­
ing, the five to six month project should see 
some 4,500 meters in place by mid-summer. 
The new meters look and work the same as the 
current meters in the field, with one exception; 
they will be equipped with a small electric de­
vice, called a Turtle, which allows the meters to 
automatically download readings to the Coop­
erative.
M arketing M anager Allan Brown explains, 

when meter readers go into the field, because in 
most cases a meter is mounted on the house in 
the backyard, the readers have to go onto the 
property, and there’s always fear of a dog get-

ting out, or someone getting hurt. It can be an 
inconvenience for the customer and “ It is not  ̂
the most cost-effective way to get that informa­
tion,” he says.
The Turtle, by contrast, constantly reports a 

m eter’s reading to a substation receiver, elim i­
nating the need for a monthly manual reading. 
The good news, says Brown, is switching to the 
Turtle will not cost anyone their job or increase 
rates.

In the in s ta lla tio n  now  tak in g  p lace  in 
Lovington, customers are advised changing the 
m eters to Turtles may cause a m om entary 
interuption of power, usually just a few min­
utes
While the Cooperative has been researching au­
tomated meters the past four years, the decision 
to do it this year was based on the expectation

of two meter readers’ upcom ­
ing retirement. The Coop does 
not plan to fill those positions.
“ We have some personnel who 
are going to retire anyway, and 
rather than replace high cost 
positions, this is a way to avoid 
those costs and provide greater 
a ccu racy  and re l ia b i l i ty ,”
Brown explained.

A cco rd in g  to  the  
Cooperative’s projections, the 
upgrade to the Turtle should 
pay for itself in saved wages 
and expenses within five years.
After that, any additional sav­
ings that add to their bottom 
line could potentially be re­
turned to the Coop member in 
the form of capital credits.

Not only does the Turtle cut 
costs, it is very accurate. It is 
sim ply  an e lec tron ic  panel 
with an optical eye that counts 
and records the num ber of 
rev o lu tio n s  the m eter disc 
makes. Each revolution mea­
sures one kilowatt hour. The 
T urtle  records the k ilow att 
hours used, and transmits the 
signal onto the pow er line.
About 3,000 Turtles can inject 
their frequency on any one 
common power line.
To ensure the Turtle program 

is properly recording power 
usage, meter readers will take 
readings, and compare them to 
w h a t th e  T u rtle s  have re ­
corded.
Brow n said after the elec­

tronic recorders had undergone 
a successful trial run, the Turtle 
program would be installed in 
both Plains and Tatum market­
ing areas.

State funds solid for 
the long run

2001 was a tough year for investors. The slow down in the 
economy which started in late 2000 culminated with a plunge in 
October after the September 2001 terrorist attacks.
M any of the Yoakum County tax funds are invested in fund 

m anagement groups until needed for county budgets. Treasurer 
Toni Jones told CNN the bulk of these tax monies are tempo­
rarily deposited in two investment management groups, Tex Pool, 
and Funds M anagement Group, with Tex Pool handling some 
sixty percent o f the investments over an average year.
A recent report from the State Comptroller indicated Tex Pool 
and other state and local government used investment sources 
rem ain solid. “ Tex Pool funds are not in danger from  the slow 
market. This state sponsored investment fund for local govern­
ments invests funds conservatively, but enables investors to with­
draw money within 24 hours without penalty if needed in an 
emergency. Susan Anderson, the chief investment officer for 
the Com ptroller’s office, says ”  this kind of liquidity provides a 
safety net. If  an investment begins to perform poorly it can be 
sold quickly. You’re going to have up years and down years, 
and typically we look at these funds on a ten year basis.”

USFWS Offer Incentives for 
Rare Species Management

Landowners interested in de­
veloping habitat for the lesser 
prairie chicken and other south 
plains wildlife now have some 
new tools at their disposal. Ac­
cording to John Hughes, a bi­
ologist with the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service (USFW S) in 
Canadian, private landowners 
may now take advantage of a 
voluntary incentives program 
aimed at rare species conserva­
tion. “The High Plains Partner­
ship for Species at Risk is a 
program designed to assist pri­
vate landowners with habitat 
development and enhancement 
for declining wildlife such as 
the lesser prairie chicken, swift 
fox, and burrowing owl. W hile 
these species are not listed as 
threatened or endangered under 
the Endangered Species Act, 
the USFWS wishes to provide 
technical assistance for land- 
owners interested in develop­
ing habitat for these species. 
We feel that a non-regulatory, 
incentive-based approach is the 
best way to ensure the contin-

ued survival of rare species, as 
well as more common species 
such as pronghorn antelope, 
mule deer, bobwhite quail.” In­
centives come in the form of 
cost-share payments for range- 
land habitat improvements such 
as cross-fencing, water devel­
opm ent, prescribed burning, 
brush management, and native 
prairie restoration. Landowners 
can also receive written assur­
ances that they will not be sub­
je c t to fu ture governm ental 
regu la tions if  they agree to 
m aintain or im prove habitat. 
“We want to assist landowners 
in m anaging for rare species 
habitat while eliminating their 
fears of future restrictions on 
land use,” say Hughes. “Private 
property  rights are o f pa ra ­
m ount im portance to us. We 
believe we can protect those 
rights and still keep rare species 
from becoming threatened or 
endangered.”

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New Sheep and Goat Scrapie 
Regulations in Effect April 1

San Angelo-Sheep and goat in­
dustry folks owning one head 
or thousands need to remember 
that on April 1, 2002, all sheep 
and goats must be in com pli­
ance with the new USDA state 
and federal scrapie m anage­
ment regulations.
“These new regulations re ­

quire sheep and goats to be 
wearing a premises identifica­
tion ear tag before they are re­
moved from your prem ises,” 
says Dr. Frank Craddock, Texas 
C ooperative E xtension  state 
sheep and goat specialist here. 
“It makes no difference if that 
place is a ranch or som eone’s 
back yard, if the animals fall 
within the required regulation 
g u id e lin e s , th ey  m u st be 
tagged.”
Inform ation from  the Texas 

A nim al H ealth  C om m ission 
and other government authori­
ties indicate that scrapie as a 
fatal degenerative brain d is­
ease, Craddock explained. The 
malady develops slowly, and 
infected animals usually don’t 
show symptoms until they are 
at least 18 months old. Sym p­
toms include weight loss, trem­
ors, coordination loss, swaying 
and wool pulling.
Past eradication efforts haven’t 
been successful, he said. The 
new prem ises iden tifica tion  
system will allow diseased ani­
mals to be tracked back to their 
point of origin. Knowing the

origination point is a key ele­
ment in the successful eradica­
tion o f the disease.
Craddock described these five 
sheep and goat classes that re­
quire tagging: (1) All sheep 18 
months of age or older; (2) all 
breeding sheep regardless of 
age; (3) sexually intact show or 
exhibition sheep and goats; (4) 
all goats 18 months of age or 
older that are or have been com­
mingled with sheep, and (5) all 
breeding goats that are or have 
been commingled with sheep. 
W ethers from either species 

and commercial goats that have 
never had contact with sheep 
are the only two exemptions to 
the tagging rule.
“To be absolutely safe and to 

cut down on confusion, my rec­
ommendation is to tag all fe­
male sheep and goats regard­
less of age and all intact males 
over 18 months old when they 
leav e  yo u r p la c e ,” sa id  
Craddock. “After April 1, if you 
take animals to an auction with­
out tags, the auction will tag 
them with their premises tags, 
for a fee.”
C raddock added that sales 

transactions must be kept and 
recorded for five years. This 
can be as easy as writing the 
date of sale, the premises num ­
ber and the sold animal’s indi­
vidual numbers on the side of 
the tag box. The premises num-

ber should also appear on all 
sales documents including auc­
tion check in slips, vouchers, 
canceled checks and bills of 
sale.
The ear tags will carry the 

ow ner’s prem ises number on 
one side along with a sequen­
tial number on the reverse side 
that owners may use for main­
ta in in g  in d iv id u a l an im al 
records.
“To get your premises identi­

fication number and order your 
free ear tags, call toll free 1- 
866-873-2824,” said Craddock. 
“W hite metal or white plastic 
tags along with a free pair of 
tag Pliers will be provided at no 
cost to the producer. It is im­
portant to remember that turn 
around time on tag orders is 
slow; from four to eight weeks, 
so to meet the April 1 deadline 
place your order as soon as pos­
sible.
