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Gareless dumping 
causing delays in 
garbage pickup

Officials at Plains’ city hall are on the verge of wringing their 
hands over problems caused by residents dumping of un-au- 
thorized objects in trash dumpsters. City Administrator Ed 
Hansen told CCN Friday, “ One of our trucks is currently 
down with mechanical problems. Our other unit is now laid 
up with hydraulic problems caused by the compacting unit 
being damaged when it impacted damaging material which 
never should have been placed in the dumpster.”
Hansen said all too often trucks carrying trash to the county 

landfill contain foreign objects which can cause serious dam­
age to the units hydraulic system. “ Landfill personnel have 
found car and truck wheel rims, steel pipe as large as six and 
eight inches diameter, large masonry blocks, sacks of ready 
mix cement which solidified after being wet, large tree limbs 
and trunks.
“ We need our citizens help. If we don’t have at least one 

truck running soon, we may have to rent a truck and driver 
from some other town, and if these practices and damages 
continue, we may be forced to seriously look at raising rates 
for our garbage disposal service.”
Hansen reminded residents the city will pick up all materials 
described above which should never be placed in a dumpster. 
“ If people will just place this type of material beside the 
dumpster, we have a crew which will load it on a trailer and 
carry it to the landfill.” He also warned residents the city is 
not allowed to remove any abandoned refrigerators, unless 
the unit has been purged of the freon coolant and a sticker is 
attatched to the unit by a licensed firm or individual certify­
ing the gas has been removed.

Visiting Aussie impressed with SOAR program

John Forrest, a member of the 
Australian Parliament, told 
Gary Walker, his pilot bringing 
him to West Texas from Aus­
tin, “ What I’m seeing below 
us could pass for the Outback 
of my country - it’s dry, and 
badly needs rain.”
His government dispatched 

Forrest, upon his continued 
urging, to Texas to study first 
hand precipitation enhance­
ment programs here. He hopes 
to be able to gather enough data 
to encourage his fellow law 
makers to authorize another 
attempt to encourage rainfall 
on the vast and dry continent. 
Forrest was a guest last Friday 
morning at Sandy Land Water 
District’s aircraft hangar, where 
two of the aircraft used in the 
Southern Ogallala Aquifer 
Rainfall program, are based. 
Judge Dallas Brewer w el­
comed Forrest to Texas and 
Yoakum County, and Gary 
Walker briefly spoke of his 
visit.
SOAR Meteorologist Duncan 
Axisa narrated a slide program 
which graphically depicted 
how the state of the art radar 
and a computer program here 
can analyze approaching 
clouds, and assess the possibil­
ity of them being potential rain 
bearing clouds, and if cloud 
seeding flights could enhance 
the chances of rainfall. 
Following the slide presenta­

tion, Forrest told visitors he 
was truly impressed with the 
technology and equipment in 
place at the local site. He said 
some years back there were 
similar programs tried in Aus­
tralia. “ Unfortunately, we

didn’t persist in our efforts to 
encourage Mother Nature to be 
more bountiful with rains, we 
didn’t persist in improving our 
methods and equipment as you 
have here in Texas. When I get 
back home, it will be my job to 
convince the other law makers 
to study what you people here 
have and are doing.”
He related Australia is a con­

tinent remarkably close to the 
size of the continental United 
States. “ We have a population 
of some 90 million, while you 
number over 250 million. We 
must be careful about opening 
our doors wide to all wanting 
to live down under - our most 
critical problem is lack of wa­
ter.”
Several ag producers in the 

audience asked Forrest if

ground water was used in Aus­
tralia in the production of 
crops. He reported there is ex­
tensive irrigation there, but 
ground water is used princi­
pally on food plants, including 
vegetables, fruits, nuts, wine 
grapes, and application of the 
water is usually by drip or 
trickle type systems. “ We raise 
cotton in Australia, the same as 
you do here, but we don’t use 
these huge pivot systems. Our 
cotton is grown where there is 
normally enough rainfall for 
the crop, and in some cases 
with irrigation from a few of 
our rivers. We just don’t think 
there is enough money in cot­
ton to justify more expensive 
irrigation methods. Our pro­
ducers do make money on the 
other crops we grow.”

Forrest was particularly im­
pressed with one slide in 
Axisa’s presentation, an analy­
sis of 731 seeded and 731 non- 
seeded clouds tabulated over a 
period of time by the San 
Angelo precip enhancement 
program. The slide depicted the 
lifetime, area, volume of the 
clouds, height, and volume of 
precipitation contained in the 
seeded and non-seeded clouds. 
The seeded clouds dramatically 
lasted longer, covered larger 
areas, built to greater heights, 
and had greater volumes of pre­
cipitation. Forrest told the 
m eteoroligist he definitely 
wanted a copy of the disc this 
data as stored on. “ This is 
strong stuff, telling me the pro­
grams work.”

Texas Tackles 
Water Dispute

Lower Rio Grande farmers had 
entered this summer under dire 
circumstances. Drought was on 
its way, and to make matters 
worse, the Rio Grande was dry­
ing up, due in part to Mexico’s 
failure to abide by a 1944 water 
treaty.
Texas Agriculture Commis­

sioner Susan Combs, Governor 
Perry, U.S. Senator Kay Bailey 
Hutchison, as well as many of 
the region’s producers have 
worked diligently with U.S. and 
Mexico’s top officials, urging a 
resolution to the ongoing dispute. 
By June, however, prospects for 
even a partial repayment to carry 
farmers through the summer ap­
peared dim.
The total value of the 1.5 mil­

lion acre-foot water debt accu­

mulated by Mexico since 1992 
amounts to almost a $1 billion 
net loss to the Valley’s economy, 
according to a Texas A&M 
study. This amount includes lost 
wages, rents, interest, profits and 
other net income, along with 
30,000 jobs lost from 1992 to 
2002.

In contrast, evidence has shown 
the Mexican state of Chihuahua 
has built up its agricultural crop 
sector - even during drought 
years. A May 2002 Texas A&M 
report showed over the last de­
cade, Chihuahua had shifted 
from growing low value crops 
requiring less water, such as bar­
ley, wheat and soybeans, to 
higher value crops requiring 
more water, like alfalfa, peanuts, 
tree fruits, cantaloupes and on­

ions. Chihuahua crop yields were 
also up 8 percent during the 
drought years of 1995 to 1999.
“ We have satellite photos, first 

hand eyewitness accounts of vis­
its to the Rio Conchas Basin, and 
we have reports from Mexico’s 
own agricultural agency,” 
Combs said. “ These all illustrate 
concretely Mexico has water, 
even though they will not admit 
to it, and show they are releas­
ing this water for cropland in the 
Chihuahuan desert at the ex­
pense of our farmers.”
After learning from news reports 
as much as $420 million in North 
American Development Bank 
funds had been requested by 
Mexico to upgrade irrigation sys­
tems, Combs sent a letter to 
NADBank chair, Tres. Secretary 
Paul O’Neill, urging no U.S. 
funds be used in Mexico until the 
water treaty terms were met.
In May, Mexican President 

Vicente Fox announced Mexico 
would unveil a plan detailing 
water conservation in Mexico, 
and water deliveries to conform 
to the 1944 treaty. By mid-June 
his announcement continued to 
be delayed. The Texas Farm 
Bureau has recommended the 
treaty be scrapped if that be­
comes the consensus of the Rio 
Grande Valley farmers. A water 
district has seriously proposed 
a 400 mile gravity flow pipeline 
be built to divert Mexico bound 
treaty water - 1.5 million acre 
feet annually that flows from the 
Colorado river in Arizona to Baja 
California - to the Rio Grande.
“ As one of our state’s major 

trading partners, the importance 
of our relationship with Mexico 
cannot be over emphasized,” 
Combs said. “ But this water 
treaty dispute has put a real strain 
on relations, which I hope we can 
quickly mend and strengthen 
again.”

I read an interesting article in 

the Sunday AJ about the migra­
tion of Cattle Egret birds from 
Africa to South America, and 
finally to North America.

time, I thought I was witness­
ing the launch of a Patriot mis­
sile. Not all birds are terribly 
swift, of course, and those com­
ing to mind first are the dozens 
who foolishly tried to surpass 
the speed of many vehicles I’ve 
driven and have died quickly 
but very messily on the wind­
shield.
That’s better than what hap­

pened to a rancher and his hired 
hand I knew at Eden many 
years ago. They were tooling 
along a country road, and saw 
a gathering of buzzards ahead, 
feasting on some sort of road 
kill. The rancher said he started 
blaring his hom as usual, and 
the ugly, fowl creatures began 
to take wing. He just kept blar­
ing his horn, tooling right

along. Four of the buzzards 
cleared his pickup, but one over 
gorged clumsy brute of a buz­
zard smashed into and through 
the windshield. The rancher 
said he somehow managed to 
keep from turning the rig over, 
and finally skidded to a stop in 
the bar ditch. “ I looked at 
Ralph, and immediately started 
to throw up, he looked at me, 
and he immediately started to 
throw up. The inside of the 
truck was covered with feath­
ers, buzzard guts, blood, some 
other even worse stuff, and a 
buzzard foot hung off Ralph’s 
ear.”
