A technical term for what
some would call **Black
English** is a *“‘sub-oultural
argot’’ (pronounced like
ar-o!™). An argot is @
“gpecialized vocabulary and
idioms (or dicleet) of " par-
ticular people.' (Webster's
New World Dictionary)

Yiddish is an example of a
sub-cultural argot. It 5 @&
speech form used Dy a sub-
grouping of people within a
national culture, The Yiddish
which we hear is often @&
mixiure of Hebrew and
Germun langunge forms,

What js called ' Biack Eng-
lish* may be seen as having
paraliels with Yiddish. The
casual social language forms
—of the *fingioup’ speech
hablis—ofl most black peop!
do, in fact, vary from the
formalized speech used most
frequently by blacks in public
conversation, This Is niuch
more widely true of blacks in
poorer comrunitigs, How-
ever, well-educared end

The central importance of
A sub-cultural argot (as in
black group speech habits) is
that young people (1) develop
their sense of sell or identity
around the group s language
or spioch forms. They ilso
suould (2) build their thought
stiuctures around thewn oadi-
tions of speech, in that they
first think Ideas through In
termis of their own most
fammliar or comlcriable
speect, forms; and thee e
the may transtate these ideas
into the languags or speech
forms of the larger group.

It privcipaily
takes cognizancs of an ines-
capable reality witich essen-
tially has neither merit nor
demerit.

Some would hold that the
use of a sub-gultural argot
makes the larger culiure to
which it is secondarily related
infinitely richer. They share
the belief that the fine in-
gights an.. intitions from the
varied experiences »f differ-
ent groups tend to be both
refined and preserved.

Others wot'd suggest that,
despite the possible merits of
sub-cultural language, the use
of such forms of speech car-
ries far too many personal
and social penalties and tends
to be divisive in a society

Centinend from Poge 2
maglect, Prior 10 the
1950's, every city or town
with a sizeavle Bhack
population had its
canters of cultural, socsl
ardd busmess actiity -
their Harlem's, South.

miun® o< with their lurm
uf-the-century churcHes,
lodge halls, parks, and
the horres of dstinctive
Black pioneers, are now
deteritnated vestiges of
their once glorious days
rapidly lisappearing
réminders of a soon-to-
beforgotten era - tha
future generations
should e aware of

This nstoric preserva-
ticn movement, which
has never Le!ore
attracted much Black
interést, is not new to
America's white soclet!
Its early history predates
the Civil V. r period. The
Federal Government
made its first majpor
commitment to hisioric
preservation i 1906, In
1935, when Congrefs
,asaed the Historic Sites
Act, it was delared
rational policy to
preserve buildings, sites,
and objects of national
significance, regardless
of ownership.
