The members are elected, usually but not
nec&sariiyat large, andusaullyonanonpartisanballot
for terms of two or four years.

City charters andstate enabling acts prescribing
the plan provide that the managershall ba choser
solelyonthe basisof hisexecutiveandadministrative

qualifications." Generally councils have a
commitment to the manager plan and with its
widespreadusethre si an ever-growin- g pool of trained
professional manpower from which councils can"
obtain competentmanagers.
