RACISM: Traditional and
Permanent

by
“Dr. Charles W. Faulkner

It would be nice if we could say: “Well, since racism

|+ is caused by whites not liking blacks, all that we have

to do 10 gei rid of racism is to be nice to white people.
Then, they will like bluck people and racism will
disappear.” Unfortunately,the issue is a bit more
complicated then i1 appears to be.

Racism involves the sterotyning and prejudgment
by blacks by whites. In simpler terms, whe. whites see
a white face they automatically react with respect-even
if the person having the white face is a criminal.

When whites see a dark complexioned person, they
react with disrespect even if the dark skinned person is
well-mannered politicians or educator. The reaction is
almost a reflex response. They react without thinking
about the person or anslyzing the situation. If the
person is black, he or she is inferior and * That’s all
there is to i."

Blacks and whites observe television programs that
depcit blacks as being inferior 1o whites and the
conditioned, automatica response is, for the most part,
deeply implanted in the subconscious mind. It is
deeply imb:dded in the behavior of both blacks and
whites, Years of conditioning have molded the
behavior to the degree that whites and blacks would
find it guite difficult 1o respond to blacks in any way
other then uegatively. E

So, even f blacks were 1o be Kind to whites, (0 an
obsequious degree, whites would have a very difficult
time modifying thelr own behavior in erder to Lreat
blacks with respect. :

Inasmuch as prejudice is traditional and “Almost
everyone knows that blacks are inferior” se.eral
distesteful implicetions result:

(1 Blacks, deluged with se'f-hatred and feelings of
incapability, undervalue their own abilities and fail 1o
develop them;

(2) Whites observe the unfulfilled potential of blacks
and label it as natursl — they think that black= have no
potential 1o develop and judge every black person by
the one who fails to succeed:

(3) American whiles incorporate their prej in
he great institutions that govern countsy.

In education, they say "Singe blacks are inherently
inferior, they deserve only inlerior schools: in politics,
they suy just ignore them: io emplovment, they say
*Since blocks 8¢ poorly-educ ted, let's give them anly
nferior jobs.”

The above sentiments are present in ebery aspset of
American soclety. Until these instituions whick

. govurn our lives chauge dmstically, tagism is Jikely to

fematy as strong and bruta! as i = presently.

There sotins 1o be no interest on the past of the
powers that control this country to modify Hs recist
institutions. Thus, mecism s likely to exis: as long s
Aperica does,

Seif Help wva  Rodsl Progress-Tony  Brown,

The Black Experience and the Future: For more
than thirty years, this correspondent, like Tony
Brown, has advocated Black self-help. Having been
born in one of the largest all-black towns in America
more than six decades ago. we had a secret feeling that
Blacks could make it if they really tried. A few tried but
they were a small mainority. And now after some
seventy odd years. it seéms that the great “noble
experiment” of Black sclf help was just a dream as a
writer for the Washington Post unce put it

On a recent visit
home to Boley we did find these young people were
building beautiflul homes to live in and to retire but
that was the extent of the progress of a town that tried
black enterprisc and did not make vv. What would be
vour comment Mr. Tony Brown? What happened?

We still believe as Tony and have said so many
ycars, that civil rights leaders, black church leaders,
social, fraternal and other black groups will march
thousands of Blacks inte conventions in major hotels
this year and next year to unload millions of dollacs
into the colfers of the extablishment while blaming
Reagan for the cconomic ills of Black peapie.

And as Tonyv says, todays Black lead~rs of
integration have surrendered the very virtues of thrifi,
diligence. group cohesion and optimism that are the
basic linchpins of Black survival.

The most unfortunate and distasteful factor is that
the behavior indicated above is deeply implonted in
the subconscious and the person who exhibits such
behavior is oftien unaware that he or sho is exhibicing
it b,
