The applications are designed to obtain information
about the wotker, epol.e, children, work history, in
cluding military service, and rallroad employment.
Applications for disability benefits alsa obtain informa
tion about the person’s disabling condition

A person will need certain documents to support his
ot he claim. Only original documents or cupies cer
tifi -1 by the issuing agency can be used

Seme or all of the following documents may be re-
quired in & particular case: Birth certificate, proof of
military service, W-2 forms or self-employment tax
returns for the past 2 years, proof of maniage. proof of
divorce, childien's birth certificates, and death cer
tificate il applying for sutvivor benefits. People appling
for disability benefits should also have information
about thr sources they were treated by for their

medical condition.

A person should no* delay appling for benefits
because he or she does not have all the required
docurrents. People at the Lublock Soc'al Security of-
fice may be able to suggest aiternatives

Where possible, a person should apply 2 or 3 mon
ths before he or she wants benefiis to begin, This will
allow plenty of time to process the claim so thar checks

will start on time.

People do not have to visit the Lubbock offic 2 1o ap-
ply; they can take care of this by telephone. More in-

Black poverty, black apathy

Two recenl articles in The New York Times ought to com-
mand our attention.

In one, various experts estimated that in 1982 as many as
4 million Americans will join the ranks of those officially
classified as — that is, those with annual incomes of
less than §9,287 for a family of four.

The article noted that 2.2 million people slipped under the
m:rty line last year; tho number of poor Americans thus

ased to 14 percent of the total U.S. population.

The stalistics are starker when broken dov-n by race. Only
11.1 percent of white Americans are poor, while fully one-
third — 34.2 percent — of blacks belong to the poverty-lcvel

lation,
Pﬂgm were more poor blacks i 1981 tuan in 1980, and
more in 1979 than in 1879. In fact, black poverty has been
steadily increasing since 1875, when 30.3 percent of Ameri-
can blacks were classilied as poor.

This factor lowered her
self-confidence and made her develop a tear that her
perceived inadequacy would be detected. This fear
drova her mpre and more Into privacy and loneliness.
Her close friends became few, her unhag iness
became grean and her feelings of stress became
unbearable. There was even the comtempiation of
suicide as a eonceivable means of pr iting an end to

her frequent bouts o depression,

Alice’s case has many extraordinary and unlor-
tunate characteristics. Alice, of course, could have
been Andrew. Men suffer the same social torment as
women. Alice's problems resulted fron: her superior
intelligence bu' her inferior ability to accept others for
wh~t they are and her inabllity or lack of desire to
communicate with them on their level

Alice expected people to satisly her personal social

needs and was not prepared to forego her own social
need to be satisfied and respond to the needs of other
peopl: whose needs were as great as her own. Thus,
she lost social fulfillment and, consequently, emo-
tional fulfillment

What are Alice's chances of ever being happy? If
Alice realizes that happiness is a two-way street and
determines that she must give heppiness and fulfill-
ment o others in order to receive il for herself, she will
obtain friends and happiness. If she fails to make such
a commbiment, she will srobably continue to make
others unhappy and will receive the same for herself.
