Each hour, threeAfrican Americans
contract HIV, the virus that causes
AIDS. African Americansrepresent12
percentof the total US population, yet
they accountedfor 43 percent of new
AIDS cases in 1996, according toa
recentsurvey conductedby the Kaiser
Family
Foundation.AIDS is the leading killer
of African Americansbetweenthe ages
Of 25 and 44. More Blacks die from
AIDS than from homicide, drugs and
alcohol, cancer and heart disease
combined. Of the nearly 380,000
peoplewho havedied from AIDS since
the beginning of the epidemicin 1981,
a6 of December 1996, 120,000 were
African Americans. "We must not be
coddled by the media into believing
that AIDS is over," said one trustee of
the International Association of
Physiciansin AIDS Care. "Despite the
drop in the number of deathsfrom
AIDS, the number of African
Americans who become infectedwith
HIV continuesto climb, especially
aroonaWSryouth."
