Sullivan was best known
for devising the Sullivan Principles
in the 19705, dfter he became the
first Black board member at
General Motors Corporation in
1971,

He described them ag “a
code that companies of America
and the world came to follow 1o enmd
apartheid peacefully. starting with
the workplace.” Companies doing
husiness in South Africa were
gncouraged to give opportunitie’ (o
their Black workers and belp local

‘ When 1 staried
program, a Black waan had no legal
standing in South Africa,” Sullivan
once said. “Literally you had to
break a whole system of inequity
throughout South Africa™

As & Philadelphia minister
in the carly 1960s, Sullivan

organized a nonviolent boycoli of

local companies that would not hure
Blacks. The slogan was: “Don’t buy
where you don't work,”

The hoycotts worked, and
jobs eventually were offered to
people of all races, but many did
not have the skills required for the
apenings.

Sullivan offered a s~lution
10 the challeage in 1964 by
beginning Opportunities
industrialization Center (OIC), a
job wraising program that to date
has trained about 1.5 million people
in 142 centers worldwide.

One year after its establishment in
1911 through the will of Caroline
Phelps-Stokes, a New York philan
thropist with a lifelong concern for the
educational needs of the underprivi-
leged, the Fund sponsored the first
national comprehensive study of edu-
cation of African Americans. In rovenl-
ing the injustice they faced, the study
served as the fotindation for creating
educational programs for blacks
America, particular, the organization
of teach-education programs and fund-
ing support for Historically Black
Colleges and Universities (EIBCUs).
The Fund's second major
study, conducted in Africa b 1921 by
numerical commission headed by
renowned Ghanaiwn educator Dr,
JEK. Aggrey, broke new ground as a
model of interracial cooperation fund
umly in scr\rhc Fucuamg on racml

AIfich to stress race § ity und
harmony over apartheid and separa-
tion, The third brond-scale study cun-
ducted by the PhelpsStokes Fund
focused on the problems faced by
Native Americans. Known as the
Marian Report, it shaped President
Franklin Roosevelt's policies that
scknowledged the right of Indian peo-
ple o retain land still under their con-
trol, and “1o exist as oulturally differ-
ent people.”
