Military laring black and Latino youth with hip-hop

The military s jargeting blacks
and Latao youth and it's using hip
hop to do 1L

Last vear, the L1S. Army, par.ner-
ing with an  Afnican-Ameriean
owned advertisthg firim called th
Viral Marketing group, launched its
“Taking it o the Streets” campaign
to regrout African-American and
Latino yvouth.

It "featured a bright yellow
Hummer spray-painted with images
of the military and the Sturs and
Stripes. Hiprhop music blared and
people wore basketball throwback
jerseys In an chvigus altemapt to
saduce urban youth, many of whom
have little or no Job prospects.

Since its 2003 debut, “Taking it
o the Swueets” has showed up ol
MTV’'s “Spring Break” BET's
“Spring Bling"” and various NAACP
functivos

This spring, “Taking It To the
Streets” is plaaning W storm gather-
ings like Miami's Calle Ocno festl-
val, Black College Reunion in
Daytona, Fla. the Bleck Herisge
Fest in New Ordeaas and the Puerto

Rican Duy Parade in New York.

Last fall, a related event, the
"Campus Combat Tour.” appeared
al five collegé campysés with high
percentages of Aff.can-American
students. It culminated with a buttle
between rappers who were judged
by the tour’s cosponsor, the populsr
hip-hop magazine The Source,

The military's drive aimed at
African-Ame-ican and Latino youth
is evidence of a long-standing rradi-

“lon of recruiting soldiers of color to
the front lines. Both groups consis-
witly show particpation and casu-
alty rates higher than their propor-
tion of the population in the ezrly
years of the Vietnam War, black sol-
diers suffered 23 percent of the
fatalities even though they were 11
nercenl of the nation’s population
then, according 1o journalist
Wallice Terry,

For Latintos, some 80,000 served
during Vietnum, incurring about 19

_percent of all casuglties. At the
tme, Latipos mad © up only 4.5 per-
cent of the total U.S. population,

Today, among US. soldiers in
Irag, abott 32 percest of those who
have died al enemy hands, or fron
accidents, mucide ar iliness. have
been identified as being from a
member of a minority group,
azcording 10 @ Scripps Howard artj-
¢le, Ol those wounded in action, 30
percent have been people of colotr
Blacks und Latinos curremily comi-
bise o make up 25 percent of the
otal U.S, population,

In 2002, in a push 1o recruit more
Latinos into the military, the Bush
administration sccelerated the nitu-
ralization process for poncitizens
(predominantly Latino) i they
chose to serve in active dary.

The contining exdrbitant rise in

college tuition rates, coupled with
the decrease in funding for urban
schools, makes it almost a’ pipe
dream for many black or Latino
youth to attend college. With few
other options, some s=e the military
as the only viable way to prepare for
good jobs or pay for nigher educa-
Hon.

On average, the Army spends
about $13,000 in recruitment adver-

lising toget ong young person”

enrolled — about what it costs New
York's public schoolsystem per year
to educate one child, acconling to a
recent Village Voice article.

America’'s current system of for-
aging for recruits smong urban and
poor mural white ynuth 10 serve on
the front lines of its military is
harming our couniry

First, by misplacing funds into
recruitment, it tekes away federal
spending from socisl and educa-
tional programs in our copumunitics
that could better invest in our youth.

Second, it assures thar middle-
and upper-cluss America (ke the
one President Bush and many other
lawmakers belong W) aluiost pever
serve in combat.

Swong resistance to the Vietnam
War began only when fumiligs from
well-wo-do social and economic
classes started to worry whether
iheir kids would be drufted and
retum in a box.

By ng the fromt lines with
America’s disadvantaged youth, the
military is dong them - and our
country - 8 disservice.

Wounded Soldiers Have Comrades in Legion

WASHINGTON- A young Army
sergednt first class recuperates in his
bed at Walter Reed Army Medical
Center here with the leader of the
nation’s largest veterans organization
standing at his bedside, asking him
how he’s feeling und if there is any-
thing the Legionnaires “back home"
or in the nation’s capital can do

He told American Legion National
Commuander John Brieden during the
recent visit that he yearned (o return to
active daty and w complete his Army
career The “leader” in him was unim-
paired despite his wounds. He told the
commander: “"Thank you for visiting
Butl you do not need to spend time
with me. [ am a little nlc&rﬂlﬁdiﬁer—
ent life experiences. I can handle what
happened to me. You need to spend
time with the 18'and 19 year olds thut
arz devastated at their injuries. He was
already treated in Afghanistan and at
Landstul, Germuy, before arivipg at
Walter Reed™

He requested that the ward nurse
“treat that other soldier” before treat-
ing his own wuunds, then told Brieden
he wanted a prosthesis and a prompt
return to active duty rather than a med-
ical discharge because, “wunt to retum
o my troops, because they negd me."”
Brieden, an Army Ranger who served
during the Vietnam War, understood.

Some of the wounded simply appre-
ciagte a visit. Some can beoefit from a
service officers counsel on benefits-
related decisions, Virtually ad wish for
2 speedy retorn o active d' ity and are
proud of both their service and their
missien.
