• The stadium structure covers 9'/2 acres of land. 
• Playing field and seating area are completely roofed. 
• Roof contains 4,596 skylights 7'-2" x 3'-4" to admit 

light during daytime hours. 
• Plastic is of type to admit the light spectrum range 

necessary to grow grass. 
• Clear span of dome roof is 642 feet, twice that of any 

previous stadium. 
• Outside diameter of stadium structure is 710 feet. 
• Maxiurnu height of roof above playing field is 208 feet. 

This would allow the construction of an 18-story build-
ing under the roof. A retractable press-TV camera 
platform is provided at top center. 

• Stadium will be completely air-conditioned, utilizing 
equipment with 6,000 tons cooling capacity and circu-
lating 2,500,000 cu. ft. of air each minute. Cleaned by 
electronic filters and activated charcoal odor removers.

• For night events, the playing field will be illuminated 
to an average brightness of 150 foot/candles by 1,960 
flood lights. Total electric power use 18,000 KVA 
(more than the City of Port Lavaca). 

• The stadium will house the following facilities: Offices 
for the Houston Sports Association, Inc. (Colt .45s):
